NONE WILLING TO PREDICT
VOTE OF THE DAIL ON TREATY

(Continued From Page One)
ment would have een ttie same if he had'
been In London, Dublin. Paris or Xew
York. He said there had beanstalk cif
"the atmosphere of London," and de-
clared he knew it ofoId, and the people
who talked of slippery slopes knew all
about it before the delegates were sent

Mr. Collins read the correspondence
that, (preceded, the negotiations, showing
that Sir. Uoyd George had epressly bar-
red recognition of the Irish republic Yet.
he said, the delegates were chosen and
sent. If they had stood on recognition
of the repitfiiic they could hare said
so, and there would have ben no confer-
ence, he declared.

"I do not recommend the treaty for
mere than it is nor for less than it is,"
he continued. "In my opinion, it gives
us freedom, not the ultimate freedom
that a'.I nations desire and develop it, but
freedom to achieve it."

Xo Personal Intimidation.
He declared the treaty was not signed

oy personal intimidation, but everybody
knew the whole position between Great
Britain and Ireland had been based on
intimidation. He continued: "We did
not go over to dictate terms to th van-
quished, for we knew we had not van-
quished them and driven them out cf the
country. Irish history is not a history
of military struggle over 750 years, svml
bolized in the name of the republic. Hi?
a history of 730 years of peaceful pene-
tration by Kr.g'Iand that cannot be step-re- d

ecept by political freedom. The trea-
ty gives Ireland security and political
freedom."

England oiould n'V Interfere with
acJi. Mr. Collins continued, and Ireland
would have the benefit of association

nrevnt illtfrffrncs CanaJj on- -
point a. representative at WashLnfrtan
an1 m the Leasue of Nations, ar.d Kng-
iana, could not make war without coti
suiting Canada. Ireland would be In
'J'.te same position. Those who c'.tey
Lloyd George or Churchill to any con-
trary effect, only showed "the slave
mind."

In impassioned words, he dwelt upon
the need of upbuilding the nation a.nd
stopping British penetration. -

"Are we to keep ourselves in slavery
and subjection for th sake of keeping
up an impossible fight?" he exclaimed.
"Rejection c the treaty means a dec-
laration of war. Until you have brok-
en with the British Empire, I as an In-

dividual, do not now. more than ever,
shirk war. (Loud cheers.) But I will
not be one of those who would commit
the Irish peopl-- j to war, without the
Irish people committing themselves to
war. (Cheers.) It --,ny peonle send me
to represent them in war. I wilt do my
best to represent them. But we must
face facts."

Some of the deputies had talked of
fixed princiotes. but those same persons,
lie said, fhad changed their principles,
and. having fought against the Irish
pespl. now were fighting on the side of
the Irish people. They might change
again. The only fixed principle was
suytM-iiineii- t d;- - consent 01 me govern-
ed ; yet deputies who admitted that tee
country approved of the treaty would
vote asainst it. He himself belonged to
old plain Irish slock.

These references were taken to refer
to Erskine Childer, ot English... extrac-
tion, and otl'ers, and his words were
loudly cheered. There was ereat laugh-
ter when he referred to 'his opponents
as "the coalition."

Emphatically he declared that he was
not continuing the fight without con-
sulting the Irish peonle for the sake of
propaganda In America.

In concluding, Mr. Collins said that
this might be his last opportunity ot
shaking in the Dall Eireann, but he
cared not whether h!s popularity was
sacrificed or not.

Childers Heard In Complete Silence.
Erskine Childers. who was heard In

almost complete silence, delivered a
technical detailed speech on dominion
status, which he denied was granted.
ar.d he declared that the treaty was
humiliating.
'He. continued that Ireland's whole

status must depend on the act of the
British parliament, like the Canadian act
of. 1S67, and apparently no steps had
been taken t" make certain what that
act was to cor.Iain.

A deputy interrupted, pointing out
that It was expressly stated that the
framing of the constitution would be In
the hands "of the Irish government. Mr.
Childerg said that that was subject to
tne terms of the agreement.- - The legis-
lature would consist not of the Dail
Eireawn but of the king, the senate and
the commons of Ireland, and every ax.
would be watched from over the water
on the principle that Ireland, under this
treaty was virtually a. protectorate.
Everything done in Ireland must bo done
in the name of thft king, and the gov-
ernor general would 4je in : touoh with
Donlng street. The Irish army would
not be an independent army; British
troops could legally return, and every
commission in the Irish army would be
Bigned by the king or his deputy.

This treaty, In the opinion of the
speaker was a step backward, and It
was hard to place a boundary on the
backward march, once independence was
parted-wh-- .

INCREASED IOCKER FEES
