The arrests were made on warrants
sworr. to by John F. Marcum, prohi-
bition enforcement officer, at the direc-
tion of a United States district attor-
ney.

Eight officials now are under arrest
on federal charges growing out of the
raids. Ccunty Judge William C. Buten

Hartford, Conn.. Feb. IS. Judge W.
