FLOODS THROUGHOUT

WESTERN MASSACHUSETTS

Springfield, Mass., March 7. Towns
and cities throughout Western Massa-
chusetts suffered severely ss a result of of
the heavy rainfall tonight. Streets and
roadg were Impassable in many places,
cellars were flooded, ' and light, pow-
er and trolley service was Interrupted.
In this city police closed a number of
roads In outlying sections after motor
vehicles had become stalled. In .Great
Barring-to- n the Green river overflooded
lts banks and the selectmen ordered the
road to South and North Egremont
closed. Row boats- were used in streets
by residents alonff the river in South
Deerfield where the water rose rapidly.

Water and sand a foot deep accumulat-
ing at the base of a. bluff three mil
north of Holyoke forced a suspension
of traffic on the Connecticut river divi-
sion of the Boston and Maine at nine
o'clock tonight. It was expected that
In a few Hours section men would Set
the tracks sufficiently clear to permit
the passing of 'the northbound Montreal
express. A washout 25 feet wide and 25
feet deep was reported on the East
Hampton branch. Mud washed down
from a hillside covered the track at
Fort Hill, X. H., but did not stop traf-
fic.

ICE JAM CAUSES OVERFLOW
OF THE JiAFGATUCK RIVER

Waterbury, March 7. An ice jam
which has formed in the Naugatuck riv-
er severtl hundred yards above the plant
of the Chase Rolling mills in Waterville
has caused the river to overflow its banks
and flood a score of houses. The heavy
rain throughout the day has filled the
river bank-fu- ll before the ice jam form-
ed.

Officials of the Chase company and the
American Pin company have ordered
crews to work on the Ice jam in the
hope of breaking it before their fac-
tories are flooded. It is believed that
dynamite will have to be used but the
attempt to blow up ihe jam will be put
over until morning unless the flood be
comes greater.

Reports nceived here from towns
along the upi'er Naugatuck say that the
river is higher than it has been be-

fore in ten years. Houses have been
flooded at Winsted and Thomas-ton- The
water is almost to the sills of the Whit-temo- re

bridge at Naugatuck.

FIVE DEATHS IN TORNADO
NEAR ALGUSTA, GA.

Augusta, Ga,, March 7. 'Five deaths
appeared tonight to be the total fatalities
in the tornado which early today ravaged
mill villages near here in Georgia and
South Carolina. The storm centered, ac-

cording to reports received .here at War-
renville, S. C, where in ailition to the
five persons killed, a mimoer were injur
ed. The nearby Carolina towns of Lan-g-

ley and Graniteville reported no casual
ties,, but accounts of extensive damage
from all three places brought out umerous
Instances of hairbreadth escapes.

In Warrentville, where 25 houses in the
southeastern section of the village were
demolished, the homeless uninjured im-

mediately set abokit the work of rescue,
guided through the blinding rain in the
darkness by cries for help. Many said they
had been awakaned.by the rumtbling of the
storm and that trembling of their houses
just in time, to escape.

The residence of Mr. and Mrs. Tillman
Benrd was demolished except for the roof,
butthey and their five children were not
injured. The youngest of the Beard chil-
dren, an infant a few months old, was
trapped under the roof, left irrtavt like a
huge chicken coop, and laughed gleefully
when taken from a comfortable pillow by
a rescuer.

Clothing, furniture and wreckage gen-
erally were scattered over the ground and
in tree tops by the wind, which, with
whimsical generosity, left a large mirror
without a crack under the debris of a
rwJjse and moved a small corrugated iron
fire house a hundred yards without dis-
turbing the leaves of a huge oak tree
which sheltered it. A small hand reel in
the center of the building also remained
undir.urlbed.

TORNADO CUT A CLEAN ,
SWATHE 40 FEET WIDE

Wilson, N. C, March 7. A tornado
which struck Evansville, eight miles east
of here, early today, cut a slean swathe
four hundred feet wide for more than
two miles, killed one person, injured two
score others, and .destroyed property
valued aV more than $50,000. The torna-
do lasted for but one minues and a half,
and in that time uprooted trees and
wrecked houses.

On the plantation of a Mr. Woodward,
all nine merrbers of the family were In-

jured. A ne&ro woman was picked up
in the blast, hurled sixty feet and drop-
ped into a flooded brook and narrowly
escaped drowning.

EMBARGO ON SHIPPING
ARMS TO MEXICO- - LIFTED

Washington, March 7. The American
government will not at this
time the embargo on the exportation of
arms or munitions from the United
States to Mexico, which was terminated
by the joint resolution of congress ap-
proved January 31, 1922, it waa announc-
ed today at the state department.

Chicago. March 7. Western railroads
opened their attack on the railroad labor
board's wa?e sca'e today in the nation
wide wage he.iring by intrTTiucing mousT
tr'al wage figures from twenty-eigh- t
states, in all of which, it was declared,
wages for similar work were generally
iower than railToad W"ge.

The lower wages asked, according to
W. H:ggins. representing the western

roads, are 50 to ion per cent, higher
than the wage scale of 1915 and 30 to 70
per cent, higher than in 1917.

A threatened break in the hearing was
snuffed out in the preliminary d:scussion
before the carriers got under way witr.
