The faur-power arrangement, sald
Senator Johnson, would amount to an
“allinnee” ‘and wounld impose obligutions
not dissimilar from those of the league
covenant, The chief diffsrence between
the new treaty and the league, he diclar-
ed, seemed to be that it hore a repub-
lican instead of a democratic labe..

Senator Borah, Iln turn, likenal the
treaty to the triple entente of Europs,
which bha sald did not bind Grest Bri-
tain and “Russls to g7 to the ald of
Francs in 1014, but neverthisess rosulted
in concertad action by all the entente
powers. The four-power trealy might
not Impose any legal obligatlon omn
congrese to declare war, he nesarted, but
it provided for & conference which might
eax 1y fesult in & moral obllgation which
congress conld not escape.

The treaty, Senator Boriah polinted out,
a1 not Mimit the “means” to be conaider-
ed joinly by the four-powers to "Pacific
means” but left the door open for the
ponference to decide on concerted armesd
action, He predicted that formation of
the four-power group would l2ad to the
establishment of a “counter group' and
eventually to a war hetween the two 1l
val comblnations thus placed In  the
fleld,

Just befors ths senate accepted the
unaritmous consent agreement, which was
proposed by Benator Swanson, demp-
orat, Virginiafi Senator Reed, democrat,
Mismouri, assalled republicans who form-
erly had opposed the Versallles treaty
biit now rupport the four-power trenty,
deglaring they were ready to take “med-
icine handed us In a spoon heid by =
republican president” although they had
refused It when It came from & demo-
crat,

In the main, the tréaty supporters
made llittle effort to reply td the sarles

tlon to the “moral obiigation” argument
of Senator Bomh, ‘however, declaring
that no hinding commirment wonld exist,
and Senator Todge, Massachusetis, the
renublican leader and a member of the
arms delegntion, engaged In a4 sharp ex-
changs with Benators Tohnson znd Bo-
ralh over muthorship of the treaty and
the clrrumstances whieh ied to the sup-
plemental agreement regarding mandat-
ed | ielanda,

Latest advices from Johannesburg tend
to show that the situmtion, which Iast
woek was extremely prave, with many
hundreds of casualties on all' sides in
the' fighting, 18 now weall controlled by
formidable forces of the governmont
which were devoled ato the iesk of sup-
pression, after the proclamation of mitr-
tial law. The prompt queiling of th?
dimorders was largely due to the {rae
employment of bomibing alrplanes to dis-
perse. the rebels ahd drop food and
ammunition to besleged loyalists,
