Of more interest to the tracks that
follow Windsor on the schedule is what
effect will the Sage park sale have on
their entry lirts. If it were true that
Windsor would hold no meetings thi
sea-son- then there may be sufficient
cause for worry to the track owners at
Springfield, Northampton and Greenfield.
For then it would be quite possible that
horse owners in the states of New York,
Delaware and Pennsylvania would ob-
ject to the open week intervening between
Avon and Springfield and would in that
case ship thetir horses to the west.

Despite these rumors, ' there will be
eight weeks of racing in the Bay State
circuit this season, and possibly nine.!
Windsor track is" for sale, but a meeting
Willi be held th- 5 nevertheless. This
was speciifically emphasized by the pres-
ent owners when they met at Windsor
last week to talk over the proposed sale.
The withdrawal of Stafford Springs
leaves the only weak link m the chain,
but as Woonsocket will hold its opening
meeting one week later than at first an-
nounced, the eight weeks of racins will
still be continuous. In other words.
Woonsocket will start the season the
week of June 19 instead of June 12, and
the stabJes will then he shipped to Avon,
Windsor, Springfield, Northampton.
Greenfield. AVoonsocket (second meeting)
and Norwich in the order named. After
Norwich gives its meeting, it is possible
that Avon will repeat with another four-da- y
