“We left Miaml" szid Moora, “at 11.04
p'elock last Wednesday morning in the
fage of a stif northeesterly wimi.

1
rutomatically Jooked for g ghip, or =&
shoal, to land by, I suw a fishing smack
gnd vol-planed down to ths water about
# mile away In Its course,

“I asked the passengeérs not to be
afrald. We were In ne Immedigte dpn-
ger and the craft was drawing near
The winds, however, were rising, snd
befora long the hull of the boat sprang a
leak. The nose of tho plane began, ris.
ing. Then & blg wave came along and
Hfted us. The plane turped over and we
were &1 thrown into the ses.

"Mrs. Bulte came to the surface first,
then Mr. and Mrs. Smith. Of the three
none could swim. I succesded In getting
thaesm to the overturned plne, Mr. Diak-
por pnd Mra, Buite had not appoared
en the surfacme. Mrs, Bulte made this
dinsovery.

"'My God, my husband, where Is he?
she oried.

"l told her he would he gll right in
& few minutes and dived into the waters,
hut I e id not iogate either him or Mrs.
THckson, Mrs. Bulte began .to weep.
I dived Into the water and qgbisined
cushions from the plgne to usg fer life
preservers. As 1 returned to them, 1
saw Buite floating. 1 stepped directly In
front of Mrs. Bulte and obstructed her
view. -As the body passed me, T noved
8 waung on hig forehead. o must hpve
boan kilisd before be struck the wa-
ter when the plane overturned.

"Withio the next 30 minutes the scenpgs
changed twice. On the horlzon, we sighted
the fiahing heat. We hegpn to lsugh and
soRtampiaied heing picked up. 1 was
ponfidsnt we would he saved. ITm fact 1
felt like whistling. 1 believe 1 did. It
kept us up my morale.

YAnd the fishing boat changed its
eOUrng.

"1 ean't puderstand In God's world why
he did not keep on towsrd us. Fla knew
I wae in that fpcality mome where, for he
had seen me conie down, 1 gould see hi
names on the hoat, less than haif a miie
away a= he nt on."

“The next day our hopes rose as W
saw other bozis pess, hut nonecamp with-
In leas than & mile and a half of uw 1
tried to keep up the meorals of the pih-
ers by telling them they were soldlers,
It helped marvelousiy, but one of the
women, Mrs Bmith, hecame uiterly de-
jeoted.

“We weathared the storm of Wednas-
day night aftas i terrible experiencs and
Mrs. Bulte dled Thursday. T saw Mr. and
Mre. Smith elagpsd In each other's arms
and one of them wsuggested that thay
close thalr ayves and junip overboard. Buot
they dldn'l, and Mrs. Smith died In her
husband's arms, We released the hodies
of the two women and they fogted
SWAY.

“Thursday, as dusc approached, Smith
grow dslirisus apd 1 strapped him on. At
times he sppeaved rational and asled me
what chanoes 1 thought we had of bein
reseued. ] told him 1 thought we wnu?g
vet be sgved, and he sald:
