FAMOUS MEN.

VOLTARIE

It was Sunday morning, the last day
ef May In 1778. Voltarle. the great
¥rench philéeopher and author, lay
dead In the house of Villette on the
banks of. the Seine, not fur from the
#pot on which he wns born in 1884, It
was the passing away of a life that
was tempestuous through most of its
eighty-four years.

Yoltarie's work was done. His gon-
erous echeme of a- national dletionary
since so0 a&bly capried out in France
and in the United Stites and else-
whers, was not the least of his ser-
vices to elvilization, &nd it was his
last. He was awiire that the French
Academy had given a consent to his
project. and he could net quite avoid
the raflection that & man elghty-three
years old was not cerlain to witness
its completion.

So at this advanced age, Voliarie set
about preparing an elaborate discourse
upon the subject, to read to the Acad-
emy, that should convince the gkepti-
cal and rous¢ the lethargic; an edsay
which, by exhibiting all the charms
and utjlities of such a worlk could
prevent, In any case |is abandonment.

In the sixty-three years of Voltalre's
literary carser he had put tha French
language to every strain of which It
is capabie, from eplgram to tragedy
from the easiest narrative to the new-
est science. e knew it in its strength
and in its weukness,; {tg wealth and Its
poverty; he knew it as no other man
has ever known any languaze. Hence
be must have realized how stupen-
ous o tasi It was that lay before one
of his years. Indeed. his strength was
gone before he had appeased his crav-
ing to accomplish. He resorted then
to the mogt destructive of all stimu-
lunts to joded narves—a stlmulojit
more deadly than aleohol to a spent
student. In the cours of a long eva-
ning. followed & day of toil, he drank
much coffee,

Voitalre kept at his task until late
at night and drank in all “ten or
twelve cups of coffee” When at last
lis went to bed he eould not sleep and
be never agnin enjoyed & sleep that
was natural. The special session of the
academy, appointed to arrange further
details of the new scheme was post-
poned on account of the feverish con-
ditlon thut this indulgence brought
on. He was still able to get about,
and even lo waik out, no one SuUppos-
Ing that his symploms were 'of & se-
rious nature. Had he not been an in-
valid alweys? Had he not at eighty-
three recovered from a broken blood
Vesgel? !

Voltaire's pen was not yet quite at
rest, His last epigram was probably
written just after this attack, Hig
former protege, Gretry, had produced
hik opera of “Midaz’ first at courts
where it falled, and three weeks af-
tor. in Moy 1678, it was performed In
Paris where Il succepded.

The last verses that Voltaire wrote
were his poetic response to the versas
of the Abbe Attaignant. which bears
the date, Paris, May 18, 1776. For four-
teen more days the philosopher strog-
gled with death. Belle-et-Bonne, who
never left his bedside during these
last days, said to Lady Morgan in
Paris forty ygars. aftérwards as she
dld to everyone with whom she con-
versed on the subject. “To his last
moment everything he sald and did
breathed benevolence and goodness of
hls character: all spnounced in him
tranquiility, peace and resignation.’

The surgeons who performed the an-
topsy on the body of Voltaire  safd
they never saw o man better consgtl-
tutg_d than he was; and "thus he could
striggle three wesks against maladles
that would have killed other men In o
few doys.’ It wae their opinion that
he might have lved and labored for
several years longer. and ‘perhaps
equilied the century of Fontanelle, but
for' the excitement attendant upon
his dictlonary project and the oppo-
sition he had met with from promi-
nent members of the Academy:

Voltaire's body, which was at first
carried away from Parls by his neph-
ew, Abbe Mignot, was afterward -
