During the past two weeks a number
of demonstrations have bean put in by
County Agent H. F, Johnson in different
parts of New London county. Thess
demohstrations, which were carried out
through the farm bufeau organimation
ars plamned sb as te Bring to the dttan-
tion of the farmers of ocach loeallty the
value of pertnin practices which are be-
Heved to be adapted to these regioms but
which are not practieed by the majority
of tha farmers. For instanca last year
anine top Hressing demonstrations showsd
thiit a farmer counld expect n averaze
Increass of 1200 pounds per fcre from
the nxe of & commercial top dresting. In
this jnstance a 6-8-8 ferillizer wis ap-
piicd at ths rate of 300 poundx per asre.
Another serleg of plots showed that where
10 load: of mannure par acre were applied
with 4060 pounds nf acid phosphate an
average inerease of 1600 pounds of hay
rer acre conld be expected. The same
demonwtration plots will be enrried out
this year and the difference bRtwesn no
top dressing and top dressing shonld he
very noticeable, The following demon-
siration plots have already been put In
this _year: A W, Lillibridge Norwleh:
MoClimon Brothers, Preston ; M, IT, Bart-
latt, Griswold: HMarold Cricheson, Ston-
ington: Stanlsy Morgan, Waterford and
Clayton Miller, Colchester.

As a usual thing the cost
of a pound of phosphorio acld in honn in
crneiderably hisher than the cost af 2
pound of phosphatie aeld In aejld phos-
prhate. Conseauontly men will do well to
eompars carefully prices on acid phos-
phate and bone before boying too heavily
on the latier, -

Pasture domonstrations are alfn being
mit in this year and the ones put in last
vrar will be continued. In thesa demon-
strations an effort i= belng made (o de-
termine the valie of fertiliging pamturs
land which is relatively free from brosh
with lime and scid ohosphata and an at-
tempt = beine made also to determins
the valoe of & small amount of potash.

Many
men are having AlMooltles with the
clover seedl bought on the open market
and tha jdea of farmera burving their
siovar sanil difect from any farmers’ or-
ganization =o that quality is known Is
worth congldering.
