That was all Byrnes had to work upon,
for thera ware no indleations wheitever of
the persons who had ocommitiad the
erime. The dispatch with which the mat-
ter had been Handled appedred to point to
a professional crimipnl, so Byrneés gave
orilars that all the pawnshops in New
York wiere 1o hia éloasly watchad, anf re-
ports made to him of the pawning of any
B8 callber rovalvers,

Invenstigation of the dozen or mere .358
pawhed during the weel which foilowed
the Hanler shooting Bhowed that all but
ofie 0f them hid bean pledgsd by perszons
wWho viry evidently had no éonnection
with rha murdar.

FAMOUS MEN.

JOHXNX WESLEY.

John Wesley, ths celebrated Englleh
diving and writer of hymns, was s most
nusual man. He ilved to the age of
eighty-2ight. Ia 1786, when he was eigh-
ty«thrée, he recopds with some regret
that he couid not then write mure than
fifteen hours a day without hurting his
aves. ¥

Two years Inter, when  Weslay's
fritnds urged him to ride to an u!xixn-
metit slx milles out of Briston. “lI am
aghamed," repllied this youth of eighty-
five, "that any Methodlst preacher in
tolorable health should make n difficul-
ty of this,” and trampsd away.

On Ha bifhday that summer, us he
entered his eighty-sixth year, he wrote
that ha oonld not run or walk quite as
fust 53 he once did, that his sight wast
deslining a Mttle and that he hag some
twinges of rhetumatism but that his hear-
ing, .smell, taste and appotite were ax
good as ever, He feit no weariness In
travaling or presching and found he
oould write as readily and as correctly
as of old.

A week before this entry
breakfast i Tork with one of his min-
Istars, Robart Bpence, st I o'cloeck In
ha morning, and ordered his coachiman
to have his carriags at the door sty 4—
“I dom't mmean & guarter, or five min
utes past, but 4" and as the clock wns
striking Werley ent#red the chalpe and.
