The dsy was ushered In at dawn by
the ringing of bells and the blowing of
whistles, and shortiy after £ o'clock nu-
merpus parades began forming. By 10
o'tlock the downtown districts of the city
were closed to traffle, the streets helng
occupled by at ieast en different lines of
mrchers,

Red and biack banners were conspicu-
ously displaysd. Among the thousands
of pariders were a considerable numbpr
of communists, both men snd women,
who waved red banners and wore red
ribbons In preclalming their extrems
radicalism. As the wmarchers wended
}iwlr way through the sireels bolshe-
vik songs were sung amd speciators an
the sidewdlk were combpelled to doff their
hats “as the dabor flags paseed hy. Per-
sons who objected to uncoverlns were
roughiy treated.

A portion of tihe crowi gathered short-
I¥ before noon In front of the American
consuiate, where the usual execrations
ngainst capitaligm were deliversd by
sgveral orators. There were other har-
anguen n front of the forclgn reiations
office and the building oceupied by the
governor of the federal distriet.
