enough I took some coprigs. F'or the
ninrm had gono whatrever a telaphono wire
reached wnd dWiready o hundred and fifty
men wera fight'ng it

Tt had swepi over about twanly aepres of
brush and grass Innd and. when a asherper
gukt of wind came along, the flames
would seom to leap & hundred feer at ane
ump.  Fortunately for us all, however,
tha area which was burning was bounrded
by ronds en both the southern and eastorn
sldes.  The firefighters, consclous that ne
work of their could extinguish or cven
$1Ay the course of the fire in the brush
had Wwisely formed nn these roads and es-
sayed ne maore than to prevent Its crossing
thim, "t war a hervaus qJanPl’ of an hour
for at lenwt one nn-looker ‘as the swiriing
line of smoke and flame bore down on
them, temporarily shutting them quite
from- sight. Bul they stood thalr ground,
The roadway stcyped the croeping groun:d
NMamer, and nuch brands as the wind car-
ried across it were promptiy extingnished
before they had time to set five to any-
thing.

In fifteen minotes the danger was over
~—that im the danger to the several thou-
sand aeres of mountaln forest which lay 1o
teeward of ths fite Befors mightfall |
heut hurned ftealf out tn the nren (o whic!
It had been resirleted, and all the watchers
had to do wad to gn over It dnd oxtln
gatinh amall blazes in stumips or fence cor-
ners,

investigntion showed that some peopie
fust moved In from the clty. had choser
that windy day to burmn some rutilsh (n

the pasture baok of their barn! And of
course, what they had started ax a mon
