This is the change that It lr proposed to
make by making the fiscal year of the
city correspond with the calendar year.
By such a change it is estimated that
from $20,000 to $26,000- - will be saved an-
nually to the city and the taxpayers, as
this is the sum paid out annually in Inter-
est by the city because of the money that
it is annually obliged to borrow for a
time, under the present system, since the
city taxes are not collected now at the
time when the city has immediate need
of money. As a consequence the city
has to borrow money and pay interest on
it until the tax money comes in.
