Supreme Court Justice Seeg'T, before
whom .Cunn.ngham was brought on a
writ of habeas corpus, held that Coro-
ner Fitzgerald Uad no right .o dutain
Cunningham as a material witness and
ordered him released.

Cunningham enjoyed two minutes'
liberty in court until District Attorney
Weeks could get Justice Seeger to fix
bail at J5.000 on an application filed by
his office, instead of the coroner's. Bail
was not produced, and Cunningham was
led back to his cell, although his law
yer, Maurice J. McCarthy, indicated
that he would have the money in the
morning.

"I don't care whether I get out or
not," was the cryptic remark Cunning
ham made to Sheriff Werner. During
the hearing, Mr. Weeks, without ampli
cation, had stated that Cunningham was
in jail because he preferred to stay
there. ......

McCarthy told the court that his
client was not Involved in the blackmail
plot described by Ward as the cause of
his meeting with Peters on the night of
May 15, when, according to his story,
he shot the in and
batled with two of Peters' confeder-
ates.

He said that Cunningham, who claims
to be a race track detective, had been
aDoroached. however, by two men
named Jackson and Rogers, and asked
"to aid them in thwarting a blackmail
plot" and that he had agreed ty do so.
McCarthy asserted that it was his
client's business to thwart blackmail
plots and that he recently had been
successful in cases involving $100,000
and J250,00O.

The next Cunningham heard of the
matter, his lawyer said, was when
Rogers telephoned him in the early
morning hours of May 16, asking him to
aid in getting attention for Jackson who
he said, had been shot by Ward,

He met Rogers and the wounded man
near his home. McCarthy quoted Cun- -
ingham as saying, but their machine
drove off when he returned to the house
to Eet an overcoat for the wounded
mart.

He Uter saw Rogers in Stamford, but
v.as informed Jackson was too badly
injured to be about.

Supreme Court Decides Lab
or Unions Are Amenable to
Sherman Anti-Tru- st Act;

Washlngon, June '
5.- Deciding . th':

celebrated Coronado coal case, the
court . today held that labor or

ganizations, although" unincorporated.
are amenable to the Sherman anti-tru- st

act, and that under it such organizations
may be prosecuted for -- restra'nt of In-

terstate '.commerce. The court also held
that labor unions " are suable. " Chief
Justice Taft, In announcing the decis
ion, did not indicate any. dissent.

The case which presented the ques
tions passed upon by the court, was an
appeal by the Unfited Mine Workers of
America, District No. 21 of that organi-
zation and its officers, twenty-seve- n lo-

cal unions in that district and their of
ficers and sixty-fiv- e individuals, some of
the latter not members of any union,
from a decision by the United States
district court of Arkansas, approved by
the circuit . court of appeals, ' holding
them guilty of violating the . Sherman
anti-tru- st act during coal mine strikes
in Arkansas In 1914 and imposing dam
ages of $200,000, which were trebled un-
der the anti-tru- st law.

The effect of the decision today will
be to set aside the damages, because of
the finding that the acts which caused
the destruction of property were not In-

cited for the purpose of restraining in
terstate commerce.

During the strike lawlessness prevail-
ed and property damage- was done the
Coronado and eight other mines con
trolled by the Bache-Denma- n Coal com
pany. The United Mine Workers of
America contested the jurisdiction of the
federal courts on the ground that being
an unincorporated association of mine
workers it was not subject to prosecu
tion under the Sherman anti-tru- st law.

Five questions were presented by th'
controversy, Chief Justice Taft said.
First whether there had been a correct
selection of the parties to be sued ; sec
ond, whether the parties not being in-

corporated. ;ere subject to suit; third,
whether the United Mine Workers of
America had been engaged in a conspir-
acy or in the destruction of property
for which that organization and its

could be held liable - fourth,
whether the United Mine Workers of
America had been engaged in a con-

spiracy or in the destruction of proper-
ty for which that organization and its
officers could be held liable ; fourth,
whether there was evidence to show that
the conspiracy alleged did restrain or
mnnnnnlixe interstate commerce, and
fifth, whether the trial court, in charging
the jury, had coerced tnem imo return-
ing the verdict. There had been no mis-

joinder of the parties under the laws cf
Arkansas, where the case was iriea, me
supreme court held, '

In view of federal legislation, uic
court announced, "that such : organlzar
tions are stable in the federal courts ior
their acts and that, funds accumulated
to be expended in conducting strikes are
subject to execution in suits for torts
committed- - by such unions in strikes."
on the ground that there was nothing
in the evidence to show that tne inter-
national union or international board ot
the United Mine Workers aumorizea
the strike, or took any part tn prepara-

tion for It, or in its maintenance, or had
ratified it by paying any of the ex-

penses, the court concluded that the int-

ernational-union and its officers should
not have been held by the trial court as
subject to joint liability with the dis-

trict or local organizations and officers

for participation. . in the. conspiracy oi
for the destruction of property Incident
to the strike, . -

Th authority olaced by members of
District No. 21 in their officers to order
a Strike, it was.neia. maae tne
organization responsible for any unlaw-

ful Injuries inflicted during the conduct
of the strike and made the fund accum-

ulated for strike purposes by the district
subject to the payment of any judg-
ment which is recovered.

It was necessary, however, in order to
hold District No. 21 liable in this case
under the anti-tru- st act, to estamisn
that the conspiracy to attack the

mines and stop non
union employment there was with intent
to restrain interstate commerce, to mo-

nopolize it, and subject It to the control
of the. union, Chief Justice Taft stated,
adding that while coal mining is not in
terstate commerce, ana oDstruciion oi
coal mining is not a onrect oDstrucxion
to interstate commerce in coal, congressJ
has "the power to subject , such acts to
national supervision and restraint. It
also has the power, the court held, to
punish conspiracies In which such prac-

tices are part of the plan to hinder, re-

strain or monopolize interstate com-

merce.
Labor leaders in Washington, includ-

ing officers of the American Federation
of Labor, while expressing satisfaction
over the . sweeping decision, refused to
authorize any statement in advance of a
careful study of the findings of the
court. They were particularly interest-
ed in that section of the opinion which
held that the treasury of labor organiza-

tions ' could be held liable for damages
caused by labor unions. .

PBESrDENT AGAINST.
DRASTIC CUT IN ARMY

Washington, June B. President Hard
ing in a letter today to Chairman War-
ren of the senate appropriations commit-
tee urged retention in the army appro-
priations bill of provisions for ofllcer.
enlisted personnel and national guard
voted, by the senate and opposed the
smaller 'provisions of the house bill.

The president said he thought the day
might come when the army and military
forces generally could be further re-

duced, but added that for that time "we
must await fuller readjustment and more
stable conditions." -

"I feel," he wrote, "that the develop-
ment of our national defense system un-

der the national defense act is of the
utmost importance and I am satisfied
that the allowances made by the senate
represent the minimum under which even
the most conservative and modest pro-
gram "of development 1. possible."

The president's letter was received at
the oapltol simultaneously with the be-

ginning of the conferences between house
end senate delegations on the bill, and
served, to bolster the senate conferees,
who went into the negotiations backed up
by a S to 1 vole of their body in support
of the larger army.
