When Hyman and deglers in
¢loaks and suits on State strest, Albany,
N. Y., sent u check for $38.77 to Reis
and Blum, garment manufaoturers in
New York clty, they dlda't have tha
alightent iden that they were starting a
chafn of evidence which would land ane
g.m cleverest crooks in Amerlon behind

A few days luter, befors tha New York
firm bad had time to report the nop-ar-
rival of the check snd thus permit
and Hess to look into tha mattar, a
young man eamée Into ths National Com-
merc bany in Albany enfl pressnted
chack for $380, made out to *“Bearor.”
The date on the check, fillad in with a
rubber stamp, correkpon 1
on which it was presanted, and the man
who heonded it to the payving teller men-
tioned that the check ‘“‘was
cover an optlon” and that he har-
ry back to New York In order oom-
plete the tranpaction. Ths paying tailer

genuine, cashed the check and the man
who had presented it walked out of the
bank with $£380 in hizs pocket.

When Hyman and Hess hud thelr ae-
counts balanceéd thay found that they
were exactly §350 short—for the original
checkk had never resched its New York
destinition, but had been 1ifted out of
a mail box by one of & gung of clever
criminals, the body of the scheck erassd
with &n ink eradlostor and the date and
amount filled In on top of the original
slgnature.

“Omly one man in the country could
have done that and gotten away with it.”
growled George A. Fuller, assistant sup-
erintendent of the Pinkerton Detective
agency, when the bank calied the de-
talls of ths cass to his attention. “Tt's
Bolan®'s work !

“Yes, Boland,"” replled Fuller, *“Or
Gardner, as he sometimes calls himseif,
He's got & regulnr organization for this
sort of thing, Tralns boys to loot the
mail boxes, washes the checks with sn
aeld preparatiom of his own inventlom,
writes in a higher amount, makes -tham
payuble to ‘Begrer’, and then another of
his tools cashes them."

*If you know so much sbout ths man,”
askad the amared banker, “why hasn't he
been arrested long before this?

“It's sasy enough to arrest a man,”
was Fuller's reuly, “but it is sometimes
vary aifficult to conmviet him. So far as
the mctual check-raising goes, Boland
plays = lona hand. Wheat's more, he pays
his men well, and takes cere of them
i they happen to get canght. So far,
none of ‘em has turned state’s evidencs,
and until they do—or until we citch Bo-

Warned by Hyman and Hess chack that
the Boland outfit was ance more conduct-
ing operations In New York stats, Pink-
srton men kept cl
sons suspéctod of belonging to the organ-
isations, with the result that thres men
were arrested and pentenced to tarms in
prison. But ail of them re-
fused to impileats the “man ! 3

Finaily Boland and thréz of his assoc!-
atas were arrested In Boston, affér Full-
er had phadowsd a boy whom he &
ed of robbing & mail bax. Dano, tha boy,
and Devihe, anothér of the organisation,
drew short térms for petiy lacceny, b
Boland escaped on sccount of a technicali-
ty, and moved to New York whsrs he
triad to continue his operations. But the
New York police and jcularly Com-
missioner Georgs S Dougherty, made
things so Aifigilt that be was moon re-
duced to tha axpedient of securing checks
wherever ha could—a necessity which led
to the fatal slip which Fuller had pre-
dioted. :

Out of the mall box of am wup-town
apartment house, ona of Boland's appren-
tices secured & check for §40, mads out
to & real estate company in payment of
the rental of  one of the apartmants. Tt
was child's play for Boland to wash off
ths original name and amownt and ta
writa in thse words “Bearar” and “Two
hundred and Eleven Dollars” Onga that
waa dona, hae had a perfectly good check
(apparently) and he sent one of his men
down to the bank on which the check
was drowy, with minute instructioas aw
to the cashing of the check. But the
cashier, being suspiclous of a check of
that size baing mades out to “Bagrer'—
particularly a8 he knew that tha woman
whoks signsture sppearsd upon It wis
very careful in her financial dealings—
declined to cash it, and Boland's man re-
turnsd with a story of having bean watch-
ed was very foarful to approach the pay-
ing window. Boland, in & spirit of ora-
vado, again altersd the check, thiz time
making 1t out in the name of *"William
Huth” and set forth to cash the &heck
himeelf, something which hs had nevswr
before attempted. One glance at the odd
amount—$211—and the recollection that
a cheek of similar slze had been pre-
sented that morning peyable to “Bearer”,
was enough to convince the paying teller
that something was wrong. The Pinker-
tons were immedintely notified and Bo-
land was caught, red-handed,

Fifteen minutes after his cass eame np
in the coumty court in Brooklym, Bolgad
was. on his way to Sing Sing.

CHILD TRAINING

Foar m Menuce tp Children,
By Bertha Mason.

I: is surprising bow many children
leave thelr homes to entar into a larger
soclal sphere with fear instilled into their
thoughts, If all mothers could realize
that fear i & most menacing discase,
wurely fewer ohlldrem would enter the
kindecgarten with trembling.

Most kindergarten or primary tfuchers
have at gome time {elt the pang of see.
Ing & chlld wshow fear. Frequ=ntly =
teich wonders why she does not win tha
whole-hearted, loving response which
most children so readily give to the ef-
foriz of a sympathetic friend. No child
can civa his best sttantion when there is
present a dread of what might happen if
he makes a mistake. Be that sensation
of fear ever &0 vagus It will cheek
ready expression of thoughis snd retard
natural, normal, meéntal develvpment,

All teuchers and public welfars work-
ers Wi testify that many parents and
relatives thresaten children with wvarious
direful punishmenta toe bs administered
by policemen, doctors, teschers, goblins
and numecous imuaginary beings.

A five year old boy entered a primary
room In Sepiember. His evesr were weaak,
That, however, did not explain his evi-
dent fear of the tsacher: If she ap-
proached to help him he invariably
crouched to one side and never once Te-
sponded with more than a questioning
half emie to her efforts to put him at
cape. Of course she ocalled wpon the
child's mother. During the conversation
the mother sald: "We want him to mind
and we told him you would almost beat
him fo death if he didn't. 1 think ne be-
lieved us, too™

Bha szemed quite proud that her boy
would “obéy,' mot seéming 1o consider
thet submisalon = not aiwaye disclpiine.
To the teasher It wae pitiful. The child'a
effort to pee resulted in an inevitable nev-
vous strain. Through fear of conse-
quences 1f he anawered questions incer-
recily he was po doubt silent at times
when he could have responded. And he
probably made other mistakes through
Nervousness.

It is mot only teachers who must con-
tend with consequences of such & course.
A few days ago I saw a child who wus
i1 scream and pull the covers over her
head ms moon s the physiclan nesred the
hed. “If you don't hush the doctor will
grabh your tongue,' sald the mother. Of
course the child's fedr was only lncreased.
Naturally it was impossible to accurataly
dingnosa her case 15 she had worked
herself into & serious nervous stuta.

Later the same physlcian remarked to
me, “Why won't peaple teach children
that we want to help, pot rurt them™" He
then <¢ited many Instancos whare adults
had threstened childres with *‘the . dector”
it they didn't obey. For obvions reasons
such a4 courss is very unfalr to the phy-
sicians and the chlidren who galn such
harmful conceptions.

Evary child should learn that
pleasant conmequences inevitably follow
certaln actions. But to teach a child to
fear InMvidoals, real or fanciful, is an
injustice to the child, to thoss who are to
ghare the responsibility of guilding him
and to the sach member of the soeclety of
which he becomes a part. It s through
knowiedge and not fear that he learns
self-control and respect for principals of
right and laws of soclety.

BELVOIR

“Belyoir, Virginia, whers George
Washington danced, where Murtha
Washington was enter;.emod at week-
end parties, and whert Lord Fairfax
regted after his fox hunting, now (8
popularly known among Washingtonl-
ans gs & ‘destination’ of interest foy
the motorist and a luacheon place for
the motor boat enthusiast” says a
bulletin from the Washington, D. C,,
headquarters of the National Geogrs-
phic Sooiety.

“Tho todey thore is just = small
pile of bricks made in England and
a foundation which is almost Imagi-
nary to tell where the historie man-
slon stood, the very spot itself speaks
of the romance which early Vir-
ginia history is redolent. Not a paint-
ing nor authentis plan remalns to tell
what the old houss lgoked lke, but its
loeation on a high green bank where
the Potomac bends gently southwurd
just below Mount Vernon and within
sight of Gunston Hall the home of
George Mason, the father of the Vir-
ginia Declaration of Rights, was en-
ough Lo inspire its pressrvetion by
transferring it te the United Siates
Army. It 1s now posted as an animal
reservation and plenlo ground. 1

“The estate stretched in the old
days for ten miles along the river,
and the house site is a2 high point
which jute out into one of the deepeat
places in the river

“From Washington, it i easiy ac-
cessible by boat down the Potomac
or by an excellent military road lead-
Ing to Camp Homphreys, bullt during
the World War as a statlon for en-
gineers,

*These stately gentlemen of Vir-
ginia had. from their front windows
or front vard, & magnificent view of
the curving banks of the river, and of
the soft blue hills on the Maryland
shore, Through the two or three hun-
dred wvards of land that stretched off
on the rizht toward the intake from
the river are mnow overgrown with
trees and brush they must hava besn
cleared out then so the planters might
have a good view of the veasels from
England that put in at their wharves.

“The house was built, evidently in
the early eighteenth century, by Wil-
Hem Fairfax, the cousin and colonial
agent of the owner of the land, Lord
Fairfax, who at that time having
graduated at Oxford was basking in
the sunshine of courtly favor and la-
dies’ smiles in England, contributing,
pas fancy pleased him, to Addison's
‘Bpectator’, and moviog in the inapir-
ing and Intellectusl stmosphere of
London society.

“When his Lordship wnas jilted at
the-altar for a suitor with a higher
title, he decided to seek surcease from
his chagrin by visiting bis pousin Wil-
liam who seemel to be enjoying life
on his 7ast holdings id the Colonies.
So pleased wns he with what one ear-
ly writer lormye ‘“beautiful prospects
and eyivan scanes, tra ent rivers,
and majestic woods' that he after-
wards took up his residence on purt
?r his estate in the Shenandoah Val-
ey.

“It was at Belvoir that Washington
eame under the iafluence of the polish
of an elegant English household. Most
of his steriing virtues and simple mor-
rulity he hed learnad under his me-
ther's care, but in tne Falrfax home
and his long hunting wips with Lord
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Falrfax and In his fireside talks with
this vetersn of experience who could
tell him the upinions of the learnsd
men at Oxford and of tha gayety of
English soclety he glaaned much that
atood him In good stead |n later years

“Lawrence Washington, Georg®'s ol-
der brother had martied Anne Fair-
fax, the older daughter of Willlam
Fairfax and it was for ner that Mount
Yernon was originally bullt. tw
when the house was beinz remodeled
for the coming of the bride of George,
it was Willam Fairfax who went over
every day to be sure thut the carpen-
ters wers getting everything In “apple-
pie order,’

“Bjwonted ns Belvolr was, so closs
to Mount Vernon and to Gunston Hall,
it was the center of great soclal ac-
tivity. Often whole parties would
move [rom one lurge colonial mansion
to another In a continual round of fea-
tivitles, One amusing and delightful
indication of the affection existing be-
tween the Fairfax family at Belvolr
anfl George Washington Is a note
written by Willlam Fairfax to Weah-
iogton after the campalsn against the
French at Fort Duquesne begging him
to come over on the next Supday, ‘or
elss the Lady's will try to get horses
to equip our Chair or attempt thelr
strengta on Footl to Salute you.'
