KEEFPING THE HOUSE SANITARY

Dear Corner Friends: ‘Warm weather
brings it= dangers unless the house be Kepr
sanitary and clear of rubbish, dust and
pest attractors of all kinds Every gaod
housekeeper should appoint hersslf health
inspector for gier own homs and should
make & detour of it from cellar to attic,
casting a eritical eys in all directions.

Ones a year every cellar should be
whitswashad ‘to sweetsn it A time:
to do this is at the beginning of warm
weather, when vermin of all .sorts muiti-
ply so rapldly and are atNjected by dirt
and dampnesa. All old papers, cans, olly
rags, ussiess articles and remains of the
wintsr's store of vegetables should: be
carted away. The housekesper should
take especial care to see that dampnass of
any sori Is checked. (Ol tins with ran-
cid water In them are famous mosquito
bresders.) At least one ‘window on
sach side of the cellar ahould be prop-
ped open, for ventilation, and the window
of courss scresned,
The lce box is another Important con-
slderation. It must be kept sweet and
clean. A =salcer of powdered charcoal
should bs stood in one corner of it. It
should be seen that the drain pipe Iz not
clogged and that no slime has been al-
lowed to collect on it ‘or on the pan be-
nearh.
All plumbing should ba closely In-
spacted. Every housekesper should gain
a sufficient knowledge of plumbing to
know . how many- traps there are in her
house and just whera thess traps are
situated ; for, traps should be.cleansd out
from time to time. In . some houses the
trip covers are sealed down po that they
cannot. be opened unless &, plumber Is
called in. This Is wrong and dangerous
to health, The flushing of traps and pipes
often with bolling water (one of the best
germ killers) is very necessary. ekpecial-
Iy*in the kitchen. The kitehen sink should
be treated with a hot solution of sal-soda
(washing soda) and the other drain pipes
in the house should be so treated about
onee & month.
Then there Is tha attic to consider, In
getting the house ready for warm. wéath-
er, A stuffy, dusty over-crowded attic at-
tracts pasts of all kinds and ths trus
housskeepar cannot slt out on her front
porch: with 2 satisfied care-fres mind If
she knows that her attic Is hreeding
moths, buffalo bugs, flles, mice and garma.
Let us have ocur attles clean, well-venti-
latad a&nd clear of all except such pos-
sesslons as we shall actually use in the
future.

It there iz one thing that makes me
fee]l sorry mors than wnother, it ls to
mae a little child, its legs bent in bow
faxhion, struggling to make Its wWay
along by its mother's side, &and what
soem= quear %o me {s that mothers uof
such children never seem to think what
a dreadful humillation the curved legs
will be in after life. The worst featurs
of the matter is that all this Is wholly
unnecessary, 1 want you to think, moth-
ers, about this and read my letter aver
carsfully, and see if anything I wrile
applles to your own child. Sometimcs
we are the Iast to ses our own mis-
tukes. At least, I have found that Lo
be true in my own case,

A child's bones are pot hard and. stiff
lika thoss of a grown person. They ars
almost llke atiff gelatine, or perhapa T
should say gristle, and it also depends
deeply on strength development.

A baby, when it begins to walk,
should barely be allowed to- rest itself
upon ity faet, bBut it should be seen that
the feet from the very first are properiy
placed, not half turned over or allowed
to rest in an almless way. Leat the mo-
ther hold the baby under the arms, firm-
ly. gradually let the little feet rest on
the floor. Be s0 careful that the child's
entira weight deas not c¢ome upon the
feet at such a time, becauss they ars
not able to bear that weight as yet, It
is neglact at this point, I am told that
gives the first push to what most per-
sons call "bow-leggedness” meaning
bowed lege—crooked like a bhow. Never
let tha baby fall while teaching it .to
waik, Confidence means se much when
training a c¢hlld, The moment it has
& fall, it immediately fears it will suffer
another, and you will find thi= a great
hindrance. -

You might not think It but it takes ns
much courage proportionataly for the
baby to manage to walk as for ths child
to do amazing:.y big things when it
ETOWE up.

It does mot take much to make Haby
afrald, and when fear appears, confi-
dence fllas away.

Never try to.teach a child to walk In
itn bare feet or little low shoes. A child
should have & good ankie sapport as it
I= too apt to turn its ankles,

And mothers, if you have smdll chil-
dren never trust your daby with young-
er children. Teach your bables to walk
vourselves, |f you can. Belleve me,
youy will naver repent it,

Tou notice soms of the women en the
street with thelr short dresses and and
bowed legs. Then think I don't want
my girls to look llke that. T don't ses
anything very attractive In a bow-leg-
ged woman, no matter how pretty they
are. They still have that see-saw walk
which makes tham look ridiculeus and
since they have worn these short dress-
e their bow-legs have been more in evi-

dence than aver,

To 1 pint of
this juice add 1 pint of granulated sugar
amd 1-2 pint of cold water; lot it sifmmer
for 20 minutes, then take the kasttls off
the range and skim the jules. Now fill
hot sterillzed jars with the remainlng
berries (as you used ons-gquarter of- the
amount {o ecrush, you will have three-
guarters of the original quantity left)
Flace the filled jars on the rack In your
wash beller, In which thers |& only enough
hot water to cover ths rack.

Preserved Strawberries: Dissolva 4
cups of sugar in 1 acant pint of strained
and uncooked strawberry jules (erush tha
smaller berries to obtain this jules) Put
over the fire and let boil § minutes, skim-
ming well. Now add 1 quart of the larg-
est roddest berrfes vyou cas get and let
simmer until tender but not mushy, Then
take out the berriss gentiguwith » sieve
anl pack them into hot Warilized jars
which are standing in 2 pan of hot wat-
er. Tha julce still remains in the pre-
sarving kettle and to it shotild be addad
any julee that has collectad in the bot.
tom of the jars which vou have filled with
the berries (drain it off.) Let this julcs
cock down until as thick as molasses, then
pour it over the fruit In the jars to with-
in 1-4 inch of top. Dip new: rubbers into
hot water and place them on iars, adjust
hot, sterilized covers, meal xirtight, and
store. Befores puiting on tha covers,
however, it is well to run a sllver knifs
around the Inside of the jar closs to the
xiass, so that any tir bubbles may be
broken,

Rhubarb-Straberry Jam—Wash tha
reddest stalks of rhubarb, remove any
very coarse strings, and cut into small
placex. To 1 pint of this dlesd rhubarb
add 1 1-2 pounds .of =ugsr and place
both in the pressrving ksttle. TLet stand
overnight.  In the morning place the lket-
tle on the range snd let boll 1-2 hour aft-
er reaching the bolling pdint, then add
1 pint of hulled small strawberries and
let’ simmer until thick and jell¥like. Turn
into hot, sterilized jelly glasses and ,when
cold, cover: with melted parafine.
