Every boy and girl knows that on
Juns 14 Flag Day i= obsérvad by a
general display of Old Glory and the
halding of adppropriate exercises ‘This
Axy has heen set aside for obsérvancd be-
causm Juns 14, i777 congress adipted
the Stars and Stripes as the national
emblem and this nation has good reason
to honor [ts beloved flag. Thers ars
rulea about the Amsrican flag we db not
all know. or If we do know them we do
no observe them., They ara not laws but
they are regulations lald down by na-
ticnal usage.

Do you know that the flag should
never be [estooned over srches or doors?
The flag should always hang siralght.
Red, white and blue bunting, howéver,
mity be used for knols and Araperies:

Of course we dll know that when ths
flag l= passing (n parade we onght to
stand still if walking, and riss If sitting
down, and boys should remove their hats,
Unfortunately thers are someé of us who
forgét our duty In this respect to the fag
and there ars some of us not awars of
the fact that In ralsing thd fag It should
not be hoisted to the top of the pola
while rolled np. It should bs unfuruled
as it is hoistad and the hoisting ought
b2 guick. When the colors are lowered
on the other hand, this ought to ba done
slowly and with dignity,

When flags are used In  unvelling
statues they must not be allowed ta fall
to the ground, but be liftad instedd to
wave aloft. If tha natlonal! flag {& dis-
played with othér flags It should ba
placed on the right. "When 1t is used R a
bannor the filag must @iy to the north in
stradls running east and wesl ind to the
sast in sirests running north and south.

The national flag files officially night
and day over only three bulldings in the
United States—over tha east &nd west
frofits of ths nationa! capitol, the houss
of representatives and the ssnats offics.
The HRag floats from tha fagsta® of the
White House from sunrise to sunsét only
when the prasident is in Washington,
Many are the flags that aré displa
from public buildings and schools
throughout the country. Much usa
shows in the condition of the flags from
time to time @&nd it Is proper that care
should be taken not to let them get
damaged but if they do te réplace thém
with new ones. We owe much te our
flag and the country for which it stands.
