The tension of the nerve-racked passen-
gers on the traln as well as the many
oocupants of carm that haited am they
cames along was broken for a lime by an
incident that aroused thz ire of about
everyone present. A Brava passenger on
the train, some time after the accident
necurrad. was observed crawiing out! from
under the car whers Philiips’ mangled
hody lay, “Stop Kim!" wae the ory of a
man in the crowd whe alleged that he
saw the Hrava piek op Phillips' pocket-
hook and extraect the money that it con-
tained. There w<s a rush fer the dark-
sxinned foreigner. who vehementiy pro-
tested that he had done no wrong. Event-
nally the Brava was pu} aboard the train.
which ha sttemnted tn leave wnen it
reached Mooesup, but was hustled back on
agaln. with the intantion of tmprisoning
him to awailt trial when the traln reached
Willimantie. He was not found when the
train reached that eity,
