New York. July 21. Hundreds of Co-

lumbia students saw moving pictures o
the human voice in the Horace Mann au-
ditorium today. They were demonstra-
tions of recent advances in wireless tel-
ephony given by Dr. F. B. Jewett, pres-
ident of the American Institute of Elec-
trical Engineers, and John Mills.

Mr. Mills' demonstration, in which a
projecting machine, the stereopticon-os-cillograp- h.

was used, was accomplished
by transferring the voice waves as they
were transmitted by Mr. Mills electrical-
ly over a telephone circuit to the light by
means of delicately balanced mirrors.
