“No sir, we keep type to sell" Surpris-
ed and abashed at this reception, he be-
EAn to fear that he might be bringing
conls to Newcastle after all. Ths type-
founders would oppose him from self-
interest. Slightly daunted, howsver, fof
ha knew hs had a supérior article, and
that it only needed to be shown to ba
neknowledged, ha determined to call on
the printere themselves and sea2 what
they had to say of 1. And here his ex-
pectations wera realizad. They nmot only
willingly examined his type but ex-
preesed the most unbounded admiration
of It& excellence. Nothing, they declar-
ed, had ever been presented In market
that could be put in its comparison.
