MERIMEES “INCOGNITAT

Among the most Interesting of the
literary letters of the  world are those
of Prosper Merimee, thg French writas,
These Intters were written bhetwean Lhe
vaurs 1842 and 1870, and it has alwavs
beenn & mystery as to whom they were
addressed, and who was ‘“incognita,”
whnee aame they bore.

As regards the identity of "Tncogita.”
and the manner la which the publication
of these letters was recelved in Puaris,
it |s enough to quote- the opening para-
graphs from & paper .suggested by them
which appeared in the London “Quarteriy
Review" for Janusary, 1874, The writer
says: “No literary event sinoe the war
hag excited anythi Iike such & sensa-
tion in Paris &3 tha publication of tha
“Lattrer @ unp lneonnue.”

“Byven politlog became a second con-
sideration for the hour, and Academlic-
ans or Deputles of opposits pariles might
ba ssen  eagerly accosting each other
in the chambor or the street to inquire
who this fescinating ond nerplexing un-
knnwn could be.

“"The lstatement In the "Revue des
Deux Mondss" that she was an Bng-
lish woman, moving in brilliant soclety,
was not supperted by evidence and M.
Blanchard, the paniter from which the
publishers récelved the manuscripts, 4i<l
moet provokingly, Wt the very commance-
ment of the inguiryy and made no sign.

“Some Intimate friends of MNévimes,
rendered Inoredulous. by sgif-love st pot
having been admitied to his confidence.
insisted that thera was no secrst to te.];
their hypothesis heing that the ‘Incom-
nito' was a myth and the letters & ro-
mance, with which some pretty detalls
of actusl Nfe has been Interwoven to
keep up the mystification.

“With the svidence befors us as we
write, we inelina to the helief that the
lady was Franch by hirth, and during
the oarly years nf the corrspondence
in tha position of ‘dame de compignie’
nr traveling commanion to a Madama
Al da Be———, " It ap-
pears from one of them that she Inher-
ited a fortusne In 1842, afd thetf she hed
bheen constaptly identifed with a ‘sin-
gle lady residing in Parls with two
nisces and a  character for pendantry
fastensd to her on the strength of the

GGreek.  which ghe learmed from Meri-
mea."

The mystery which- syrrounded the
tettars written by Mevimes, their
freshness, their eplgrammatic brll-
liapey, thelr keen and flashing wit, the
careless, holdness with which they
flash off the portraite of the lsading

men and women of the day, in English
as well as in French soclety, make
well worth' the while of anyous

He sravaled
frequently in all parts of Europe, study-
ing the manners not only of good com-
pany, but of bad.
