SENATOR SUTHERLAND'S LEAD -

IRISH NATIONAL TROOPS
. TAKE REBELS BY SURPRISE

Dublin. Aug. 3 (By the A. P.) Na-
tional army troops landed from the sea
today in the vicinity of Fenit, County
Kerry, taking the irregulars by surprise.
An attempt to frustrate the debarka-
tion failed. By this coup on the part of
the Free Staters, the irregulars' left
flank was taken in the rear.

This sensational coup was carried out
by a large body of Free Staters, who are
now a vptv short distance from Tralee.
