INCREASE IN SARARIES
OF EPISCOPAL CLERGTM15N

New Tork. Aug. . A general Increase
in the salaries of Episcopal clergymee
during the past two years, ranging from
10 lo 35 per cent, is noted in the report
of the nation-wid- e campaign depatcment-o- f

the church which will be submitted
to the Episcopal general convention at
Portland, Oregon, in September.

Salaries have been Increased twice
during that period, says the repoat. the
total increase for 192 amounting to
tl. 418.000. and the 1921 $997,090. The
figures are based on reports of the
church pension fund Into which the va- -
rious parishes nay premiums based on
the amount of salary paid the clergy.

The general convention- - of 1910. In
approving the nation-wid- e campaign of
(he church, by unanimous resolution urg-
ed "as a primary obligation, the pay-
ment to every clergyman of such a sal-
ary as shall enable him to do his work
as a leader of the church with efficiency
and

In calling attention to the manner tl
which this obligation hss been met Rev.
R. Bland xritchell. corresponding sec-
retary of the campaign department says:

"Prior to the nation-wid- e campaign,'
"the minimum standard for a aingle man
ranged from 1600 to $1,200 a year, and
for a married man from $1,000 to $1,500
in some instances a rectory being also
supplied. These figures have been in-

creased in nearly every case, so that to-

day slnarle men are receiving from
to $1,K00 a year, in many cases with

rectories In addition ; and married men
are receiving from $1,(00 to $2,000 pma,
In nearly every case, a rectory OT k
equivalent."
