Under the republican™ adminlatration
the governmont expenses have bpen put
1pon & budeet system which has accom-
plished Immenss savings. The previous
republican congress had trled to insti-
ite the budget ¥ystem. but the budget
law whigh it passed was vetosd by
Prasident Wilson. How the budget sys-
lem has operated, when rigidly applied
by the executive officers of the republl-
tan administration Is shown In the re-
fuctlon of about 3$1,600,000,000 for the
eurrent year to June 30th In the routine
expanditures of the pgovernment. The
st of running the povernment in the
ast vear of thse Wilton administration
was $5.538.040.689. In the first year
of the Harding administration the cost
will not exceed $3,922.372.020.

Bringing dlrect rellef to the poople
from the Burden of taxes has been the
rractment of a revenue law which de-
rronsen iaxes by $518.000,000 this year
and provides for a reduction squally a=
great In the calendar year of 1623, At
the =ame time the holdingz of govern-
ment securities In the hands of the peo-
ple have been [ncreassd jn wvalua $3.-
000000000 wsince Liberty bonds have
been broughi to par or better where
ey were pelling at 86 when the demo-
swatle sadministratlon passed out.

The revival of agriculture has bean
brought about by extending the powers
of the war finance carporation to give
agriculture a4 blltlon dollar fund wpon
which te draw for credits= ‘The revival
of all industry depended first upon the
revival of agriculture which represents
10 per cent of the buylng power of the
sountry, Today that indystry has been
put back upon s feel and after the
harvesting and sale of this year's crops
it will again resume Itz proper place In
America's commercial and  Industrial
e, Where thers wera 5.000.000 wage
tarners in jdleness when the republican
wdministration came inte power, the pol-
wieg of the administration which have
resulted In & revival of business and
commerce, heve caused vhemployment
o cease t0 be & factor outside of the
ndustries In which there sre strikes.

Keeping aloof from the war-breed-
ing Jealousins and politles of Europs,
the ndministration has at the same tima
shown |ts earnast degire to promote the
canse of peace by calling the Washing-
ton eonfersmes. which resulted in the
agreamant (o limit naval armaments
and to substituts International arbitra-
tion for war. This rellevas the people
from the burden of taxes for naval arm-
ameant and guarantees to business and
tommerce Lhe prospect of long yeara for
peacafo]l expanzion and prosperity.

HIDFS ON FREE LIST,

New England may be grateful to BSen-
ctor Lodge that he led the opposition to
& duty on hides. If he had besn squally
mindful of his constituents In the mat-
ler of wool they would have double
sausa for gratitude. By tradition and
by practice In Amerfean tariff making
hides have been on the free list for
years. There has been no change in
conditions which would justlfy any
sthange !n that practice. This country
toes not now and never has produced
dides enough for the shoe manufactur-
erg and the other industries that use
eather, 5o that large Imports of hides
wre always Indlspensable. In working
for & duty on hides, the “farm bloc”
#ems to have pursued a very short-
tighted policy. Where the farmer might
tecalve a dime more for hides he would
pay dollars more for shoss. The ave-
rags furmer doen not sell a hide s year
txcept on the hoof, but he and all his
family but many palra of shoes. To
levy a high protective tariff for the
bensfit of cattlemen and bee! packers
who never can produce hides enough to
mest the nation's requirement would be
A filagrant abuse of the theory of pro-
leation. Oaly a few of us own packing
plants and slaughter houses, but we all
wear shoes. Placing hides on the free
st where they have always belonged
may hurt the packers and aslaughter
house ownels and a few farmers, but it

will save milllons on the American shoe

THE RAID IN SUGAE.

When the senate luld a duty of $2.30
per hundred pounds on world sugar and
L84 on Cuban sugar it imposed the
haaviest duty there has been on this sta-
bie commodity asince the days of Grant
fhe Fayne-Aldrich tari® imposed a
fuiy of §1.68 per hundred on world |

The Underwood tariff rate was $1.256
against the world nnd §1 sgainst Cuba.
Ungdar the Fordney emargency law of
1831 the full duty was est at §2 and the
Cuban raie lifted to §1.80, The Ford-
ney schedules were Incorporated in the
McCumber-Fordney bill and sent to the
senate floor by the Ssnate finance com-
mittee. As they stood they made ilie
rale about §0 per cent higher than the
Underwood lariff and some 20 per cent
higher than the frankly and drastically
proteciive ratss of Payne. Even this
was noi enough for the sugar senators.
They tacked thirty cents more per 100
pounds on the world rate and twenty-
four cents more on Cuban sugar.

America. with sll its continantal poe-
wesnions, does not raise half the sugar
which it useg. Cuba has sent us an-
oually a half mililon more tons than all
we grow. On the major part of ths su-
gar used here we must now pay thesa
drastically increased duties, The steady
tendency of the domostic supply will be
to rise to the prica of imported sugar.
That is one of the effects of tariffs.
That will mean millions of dollars from
the pockels of American consumers for
tha benefit of the sugar planters of Loul-
sizna and the sugar-besl growers of the
went and north. The effect of tha Me-
Cumber tariff with its Smoot amend-
mant will be tn lift the price. By the
time this 32.30 reaches the consumer it
may be pyramided to as much ax $5 per
100 pounds Tt will hit the confection-
ery and other industries, but Its heav-
lest blow will fall upon the tables of
America.

Senator Reed Smoot may have done a
fine thing for the sugar-beet men and
the sugar-cane planters and for the
Utah-Tdaho symdicate, but he has har-
pooned the American pocketbook, Iald
an indefensible tax on the American ta-
ble.

ASBISTING EMIGRATION.

Altheugh the British government has
been urged for some years to reduce ex-
penditures o ewery directipn. and to
abandon all schemes which. howaver de-
glrable in themselves or from the Im-
perial point of view, place new hurdens
upon the taxpayer, the colonlal office re-
tently mnegotlated & remarkable agree.
ment with the Australian government.
In the words of the British lord chan-
callor, it “may one day be accounted his-
torical.

The agreement provide= for asslsted
emigration on a jarge scals and under
efficient dual contrel, Canada and oth-
er British colonles arg th be accorded
the same benefits that Australia and
New Zealand will recelve under the
plan in question. Great Britain under-
lakes to pay about $15.000.000 annually,
for & period of fifteen years, Into A
fund thet Is to be devoted 1o the en-
couragement of emigration from the
overpopuleted mother country to  the
overseas dominions that sra crying for
the right kind of settlers.

There Is no thought of shipping people
carelessly or promiscuously to the colo-
nies. Applicants will he examined by
officlals of the particular colony to
which they may wish to go. and only
those who are @it to live and work in
Ypionesr style” to take wup Iand and
build h and mitizs for them-
gelves, will be given pecunifary aid, The
only exception to this rule, it seems,
will be made in favor of wage-warkers
or servanis who are abls 10 furnish defi-

nlte promises or contracts of employ-
ment,

A notable feature of the plan !s its
partially contributory character. Any

intending setler whose application has
been duly approved will recelve two-
thirds of the cost of emigration and ac-
quisition of a farm, but only one-half
of this amount will be treated as a gifi
The other half iz to he deeme& & loan
made by the empira.

The prospect (s that under this plan
not lesg than $450.000.000 will be eox-
pended in the next fifteen years aon what
han been called in London “the great
trek™ from the tight lftle f=sland to the
vast overseas dominlons of the Britlsh
empire,

East of Dr. John R. Mott, Gen
Becrstary of the Interpational ;:!nn-
mittes, ‘IHGA, bas glven opportunity
for ann:htaamlm on this subject from
one whose experiences and relation-
ships in the Orient give wnusual val-

pe to his observatlions. It was Dr.
Hon‘a fifth journey in the Far East.
not counting the one which took him
as member of the Root Commigalon

Iast as the most timely and in pos-
sibllities the most fruitfull basing his
H.:g in part on the opportunity
up by the present ‘“‘new
thouzh" movement {n China, the term
used not as applied Iln Amerlea to o
cult but as indicating an intellectunl
manifestation.

The spirit of new thought, Dr. Moit
points ont, is surging In the braing
of professors and students in China.
There is a welter of conflicting ldaas

and ideéals ocrupylng them. a spirit
Inquiry, & desire to revalus everything
There is no tradition or social sanc-
tion or practice, past or present, which
Iz too sacred or binding for them to
question or discard f they cannot
prove its persomal and social I-
ciency. In Intensity and possibilities
there has been nothing comparable to
this movement, in Dr. Mott's opinion,
since the Renalssance In Burope, which
is transcended by the other in the
number 6f peaple involved and in the
varfety of Interests touched and ex-
hibitad, In the way of mental awaken-
ing, hunger, courage and serious pur-
pose it Is, he says, the most Interest-
ing and quickening development he
has ever observed.

Dr. Mott on his visit to China in
1886, found the so-called scholars im-
pervious and unwilling to hear or dis-
cuas. Now fhere s not only an active
=pirit of Inquiry but a determination
to use any methods to get at trith.
There i8 a social passion as well as
an intellectun! hupger in this awak-
enlng. It -makes possible almost any-
thing from the point of view of a cause
which knows its purpose and goal and
is sure of its message. The situation
presents a colossal problem to Chris-
tlan missioparies and to the Chinese
Church, but also presenis the great-
st opportunity these are likely to
Have In our day.

On his recent visit Dr. Mott (ound
nvmuea being readlly opened up for

Christlan representatives to meet the
people collectively and Individually.
The government provided great halls
for the conferences; In some cases
Epecial pavilions were erected. The
President of Ohina sent for Dr. Mott
who states that Within a few minutes
they were in close discussion over
the wvery heart of the Christian Gos-
pel. The ex-President was equally re-
sponsive. Opportinities for meeting

maxors of the sevidyl citles. of which the
governor shall be (he presiding officer.
Thelr duties shall be to declde the merita
of every strike within. their Jurisdiction.

In this way the public would e pro-
tected.

Woridliness in the church; or the
church in the world.

Iy. and hence we have ascentrics, ler-
mits and monklsh recluses. who with-
draw as much as possible from all con-
tact with men, tryving to devole them-
stlves to personal purity, and living lves
of religious selfishness, and for the mosc
part us=elessness to the world,

The opposite class are possessed by
Lhe thought that to win the world we
must join: with it tn all its pleasures and
frivoiities, So far from making a divid--
Ing line between themsélves and  the
warld, they seem to think that the secret
ol success {s to wipe out so much as pos-
glble any mark of distinetlon hetween
them. The church s not to° win the
world by a heroic call to duty and self-
=acrifica but it Iz to coax amd whesdle
It by varlous attractions. 1t Iz to be-
come a rival of the world on the ep-
tertalnment 1line, and success by hold-
ing out bhetter inducements to the pleas-
ure seeking soul. ‘We all know the re-
=ults of such a polley. Instead of the
Chliristian winning the world, the world
hias seduced the Christian., He has fear-
rd to frighten the sonl which he sought
to win by the seeming vizor and sustor.
ity of the Christian life. he has sought
to show that there is5 really just as
much galsty in the ane fife a= in the
other. and the end has been that polng

into tha world he has becoms of it, and
the ife which he I8 presenting s not
Christlanity bhut  wordliness, Christ
avoided hoth of these mistakes He did
not shun the world, bit mingled fresls
with its life, Ha was acoused by the
asertics of his day of being z wmlutten,
and a drunkard, because he did not
practles thels famts and pepances and

set at table with the hated tax gatherorg
and with sinners. Mo was much amene
the “lnwer classex” He came In eon-
tact with socin) outcasts. Yor never by
word or dot did he aver candone or
exeuse much lesa adopt nny of thelr
questionable customs. His life among
them wsa one of stainless purity. Tt
was Impossibie for the age-stricken muls
titude not to see that while going free-
1¥ among them., hs was set separated
from them hv the immeasurable distatics
which divides the evil from the dlvinely
pure and gond. He did not seek to win
them by setting them a low and sasy
standard of living. but Hs nettinz so high
and difficult a mark of duty that men
should strive after It for centurles with-
out reaching it TYet should pradunlly
rise toward it and keep thelr gazoe fixad
upnn that nohle goal. Many turmed
away and walked nn mnre with him
when they learned the Ying of kingdom
which' he preached: but he 414 not
on that account lower his hith ideal
The rich young man turned awasy sor-
rowful, but he did nmot go after him
and try to eage hia consclepes, as 50
many with perverted consclence are
sonther today.

Christ's prayer for his  dleclplas
should echo for ourselves. . Noy
shopld he kept apart from the world,
but that we should he kept from evil
That the church should be in the world,
permeating with the divinaly given truths
every class and condition of men, tno
often it falle into the mistake. Tt with-
draws its#lf from men among whom It
ought fn be dally walking and talking.
It suffers worldly motives to corrunt the
pure springs of mectlon. Ti ghould ad-
vance to take the warld for Christ when
the hosts of evil are strongest and most
active] but It should fight only with its
divinely-given weapon and should clothe
iteelf only in the armor of righteous-
ness. “Let vour lght =0 shine hefars
man, that they may a<e your good works,
and glorify your Wather which is in
heaven, Matt. 5, Id."

VILLON, THE “GUTTER GENIUS™

Who war Francis Villon? That =
the names by which the great French
“genius of (he gutter” is Emown to
literature.

It was Oulllsumo wWhs oo
the younz rencgade Into his home and
trigd  to veform him, recognizing his
wonderipl zenius.

About all that is known of his early
li{e wa=z that he was bhorn Paris
of poor parents, His bovhood dnys
were spent in the low taverns: of the
city, among the riff-raff of the under-
warid. In =pite of the marvelous gen-
jur that he exhibited in very early
life he moemed to be most at home
rmong the s=ordid eriminals, whera he
exhibited as much iniquity as they did.
He fought, stole, cargus2d snd  killed
with ruffians, apd he would then turn
nround anid write ritch wonderfulls
homutifully and musical posmy that
even Wi besotted eomrades  hoved
them.
