HONOLULU CLTJB STUDVINO
CONNECTICUT MOTOR LAWS

In an effort to bring about an im-
provement in the motor vehicle laws of
Hawaii, the board of governors of the
Automobile Club of Honolulu has begun
a study of the laws of Connecticut and
other states considered to be advanced in
such legislation.

The Connecticut motor vehicle depart-
ment has been requested by the Honolu-
lu organization to state whether auto-
mobiles are taxed here according to
weight, factory price or horsepower;
whether a personal property tax is as-
sessed additionally by the state ; whetn-e- r

Connecticut charges a fee for an
license; whether this state

charges 'a fee for annual' renewal of
number plates; and Information con-
cerning the gasojlne tax which was
levied- - by the last session of the legis
lature. -

' The system of determining motor ve-
hicle registration fees by computation of
the total piston displacement has been In
operation in Connecticut less than a
year, having been adopted bv the 1921
session of the legislature. As the mem-
bers of next session of the legislature
will not be elected until November, it
is Impossible yet to gain an adequate
Idea of what changes in the motor vehi-
cle laws, if any, will be proposed by
them In January. Commissioner Rob-bin- s

B. Stoeckel made the statement at
a recent New Haven meeting that, If
the motor vehicle department made any
recommendations for changes In the fees,
It would be for a downward revision.
