HIGHWAY HINTS FOR

EASTERN CONNECTICUT

The following are the road contracts
in force in eastern Connecticut:

At Taftville & concrete approach to
Jewett Oty road is being put In. Wil
be open Saturday.

A short plece of concrete road Is
being put In at the west end of the
Thames river bridge. Finisbed.

Two and one-half miles of bitumi-
nous macadam between Hebron Cen-
ter and Columbia are unfler construc-
tion. A detour is provided.

Broad strest in New London from
the end of the brick pavement to the
city line is under construction. Open
on one glde of the road whole dis-
tance.

Three miles of road between Me-
chanicaville and Grosvenondald ara
under construction which does not in-
terfere with traffic In any way.

Four miles of road between Daniel-
son and the Rhode lsland line at Lit-
1le Rest are open to traffic as far »s
the top of Dark Lantern HIIL

Three miles of road between Boz-
rahville and Colchester ares under con-
struction. The road is rough but pas-
sable.

Between Little Boston School house
and Blackhall on the Shoes road from
Niantie to Old Lymes four miles of road
Is_finished except for shoulder work.

From North Stonington south for
about two miles asphall is belng ap-
plied. The lower hall of this section is
closed. A good detour via Pendleton
Hill road is provided.

In Norwich on Fox Hill & concrete
road is under constuction.
