CHICAGO FIRE ANNIVERSABRY

15 FIRE PREVENTION DAY

The city's older Tesidents will remem-
ber the date of Monday, Oct. 8, becauss
one of the nation's big dieasters, tha Chi-
cago fire, started on Oct. 9 51 years ago,
when Mra. O'Leary carplessly left a light-
ed lantern In thi. barn. Hee cow kicked
it over, setting fire to the Barn and start-
ing a conflagration which swept the city.

The Chicago fire of 1571 caused &
greater loss than had any previous fire
in the history of the United States. It
has only beéen surpassed since then hy the
San Francisco firs of 1506. Two hindred
persons lost their lives in the Chicage'
fire and 70,000 {about one person in every
five of the populaton) were rendersd
homeless, THe flames raged over 2.008
acres, desfroying more than 17.000 build-
ings and emulling & property loss of ap-
proximately one-thind of the city's entire
value, or -about §180,000,000,

The loss in this preat fire was ap-
:_mliin; but our comtry miffers & grester
firé loss every year at the present time.
It Is estimated that last year the Uves of
more than 15,000 persons wers lost and
property valued at approximately one-
half a billon dollars was destroyed by
fires, many of them preventabls.
~To reduce this tremendous destruction
it was declded 11 years ago to set s=ide a
day to be known a5 National Firs Preven-
tion day. Oct. 9, the anniversary of the

starting of the Chicago conflagratl
seamed to be a suitable date. e
