Montverde was a native of Cre-
mona. & plaes noted for Its visling and
violmlsts, He was the
Hard-
1y had he joined the duke's famous or-
sanization—that was in the year 1587
—when the performer of twenty at-
tracted the attention of his  fellows
They called him erratic and old Ingec-
nerl, the maestro d1 capeliz, that he
would have to take the newcomer to
task for his viclallons of the laws of
music.

Eut the youth went along his wery,
deliberately using fundamental dis-
eords in working out his experiments, and
the result of his work was that there
came what amounted to a revololion in
the world of music. He aclually succeed-
ed Ingegnerl in command of the baton,
and produced his first opera, “Arlana,” In
which discords were employed freely and
with great effect

“While thla man cannot be called
the father of Iyriec drama.” said the
bext minds of musle, “he has certalnly
ralsed it to a new and bigher level"™

And there came along a romance In
tha life of the accomplished artist
whom fate had reserved for ths clois-
ter. He meét Claudie Cattanso, =
singer who enjoyed great favor be-
cause of her beauiy and the sweetness
of hér voite, From the outsst thers
was &n ovidemt affinity and Monte-
verde married her. They were ldeally
happy for the whole of their married
life.

But “the beautifil singar fell 11 and
died and Monteverde wua inconsolable.
It wis then that he ecomposed raligious
music that was rated as classie, and
seemed to be soaring away from the
things of earth. His hsart and mind
were constantly with the deparied soul
of his mate,

But the mudic lovers of Ttaly were
not eontent to have him piay to n
spirit of & loved one and he was asked
te eoma to Venie= as maestro di ca-
palla of St Mark's. Tha stipend
offered was, for those days. a= remark-
able as the income tax of John Me-
Cormagk fn our own time. He direct-
ed the music of St Mark’s for 10 yesars,
during which time he added largely to the
wenith of the Ttalisn religions musie.

He had already become noted as a
composer of operas, and a number of
his productions were held In  high
esteem. But durlng the 1§ years ot
St. Mark's be had devoutly studled for
the priesthood. The departed love of
the opera singer =semed to lead him
from the world. and, in 1632, he was
ordajned = He dled in 1643,

THE MARITZA

“The Maritza River, the boundsry of
the Kuropean tarvitery whirh ihe vie-
torious Turks demandad as soon as they
drove the Gresks from Asia Minor, in
Hiké the Rhine, ‘betwasn France and
Germany, a symbol and a bone of con-
tentlon among Bulgar, Greek ard Turk.”
fays a bulletin of the Natlonal Geo-
eraphla Bogiety from its Washington,
D, C hepdquarters.

“Each of these three peoplan has claim-
ed the Maritsd Valiey as belonging to it
on ethnic grounds,” eontinuss the bul-
Istin, “and such is the racial mix-up in
Thrace and the pertlon of Macedonia
which adjoine [t that each has 2t least
some excuse for s claimu. Thraon —
and Indeed all of Rumelia or Rumill, as
the Tyrks culled the portlens of Burope
which the!r =®ards comquered—has for
five Bundred years heén in the anemal-
ous condition of being Turkish terri-
tary, yet more Christign than Moham-
medan, more alion than Turk. More-
over, the non-Turks, non-Mohammedan,
were maore inteliigcent and more industr-
Ious than the Manleme, 3 fact which has
heightened the non-Turkish sepect of the
country in spite of the burden of heavy
taxation, persesution and  masamcre
which the non-Turks have had plased on
their ghoulders.

“More or leas unconsclously the
Turks sesm. throughout their teaure of
half a millennium in Hurops, o have
considersd themssives engaged In 3
military oceupation. Tn ths trads and
industry of the towna and citlas they did
not and could not compete with tha
Greeks and Joews and Armenlans; and
in the agricultural pursuiis of the couns
try they were equally culcinzsed by the
Bulgars and Viachs and the ocoaslional
Gretks who nre farmere. Many of the
Turks oonfined t1helr activities to the
tities wheris they were rulors or soldiers.
