This prosramme is so deflinite that
the army appropriation hill to be in-
troduced in Congress Dec. 4 will con-
taln an jtem making avaliable $7,500.-
000 additional for the ‘work far the
fiscsl vear 1923-24. They will require
$7,400000 more after that, for the fol-
lowing flecal year, before they will
have, a finished job nt the dam and
power house, and it' will be ready to
turn the switches that send out the
elecirical current.

The army enginesr dam bullders do
not vex themselyes with the question
of what will bacome of the electrical
energy to be harnessed from the wa-
ters of the Tennessee, sometimes
swollen, apgry, turhid. To the army
engineer dam byilder it makes no dif-
ference whether nilrates pre made
herey whether fertiizer is made here:
whether the Tennessce River moves
the street cars in distant New Orleans;
whether it drains the swamps of Flar-
idn with cheap power. He does not
concern himself with the guention of
whether a woman with an up-to-date
flectrie halr-curling iron In Mablle is
ta benefil. or whether the farnfer in
Migsissippi, Tenpessee or Almbama is
to light his premises, pump his water,
or drive his machinery with the elec-
trical energy to come from harness:
ing of the waters. Questiong such as
whether Chattanooga, Memphls, Pen-
gacola, or other communities shall uge
electrical energy from the Tennessee
finally for cheap power for manufac-
turing purposes are gquestions which
give the army engineer dam buildar
no goncern whatever.

All these army men have known or
cared ‘I8 that, they have been halted
in their work since April 15, 1821, by
lack of money, when the dum was one
third completed. The armistice had
come. Appropriation had dribbled for
o while, then stopped completely, Arm-
¢d sentries faded from the picture of
the great work. The dam builders were
obliged to turn their backs on their
war-time pleture of furnishing ni-
tratem for explosives for the army in
Frange by meéans of the water power
of the "ennegsep, which hnd called
into being the plaps for the dam. For
n time it seemed as if the great dam
were osleep,

But now an awukening h.us come In
these early days of November, and
at the hands of the same men, the
army engineers. Their picture now ls
one of peace, with about twelve hun-
dred men at work on the dam tloday,
soon two thousand to be swarming
over the works. and the call geing put
[er_a. emall group of able assistant
engineers.
