New York, Nov. 12— ((By The A. P.)
—Continuation of the persistent improve- |
ment in Industrial conditions Is indicated
by the various business end fnanclal in-
dices which became avallable during the
past week.

Loadings of railroad cars with revenue
freight show further gains, both in coal
and general merchandise. The total load-
ing for the week ended October b |
amounted to 1,014,000 cars, which Is only
4.000 cars leas than loading in the wrek
ended Octoler 15, 1920, when the high
record for all time was set. It is clear,
furthermore, that an even larger velume
of traffic might be moved If the trans-
portation facilitles were avaiiable

Soft coal productions has been estab-
lished at a high level of approximately
10,700.000 tons =& week and the whole
tuel situation is growing distinetly easier.
Stocks are returning to something ke
normal proportisns and the schedule of
ghipments to the northwest by war of
the Grest Lakes, which enjoved priority,
has been met. Some observers nNow go
=0 {ar as to state that ths danger of =
coal orisis during the winter !s past. In
any event, the cesation of the movement
to the northwest should further esse the
car supply situation, which already has
shown some improvement.

Mesnwhile it is evident that the bet-
ter eeal and transportation situations
have bheen of distinet help to the steel
industry. October's production of both
plz Iron and steel excesdeq that In anw
month in the iasst two ¥yesrs, and the
country's =tes! plants are now working
at more rtather than less than 735 per
cent. of capacity. Despite the heavy rate
of output =nd shipmsnts during the
month, the steel corporation’s unfilled
orders Increased by slightly more than
280,000 tons and the total now siands
at 5900000 tons, a= comparsd with 4.-
140,000 at the end of last February.

Confirmation of the many evidences of
active fall trade are found in the mon-
ey market and bank reports. BIll hold-
ings of the Federal Reserve system -are
still growlng and the rate on bankers
poreptznces shows a  tendency toward J
additional firmness. Similar indications
sra apparent, furthermors, in England
and there, a8 here, commodity prices
promises to go to higher rather than low-
er levels. 1t remains abundantly clear,
however, that ample credit respurces ra-
main in this country and thst any sharp
rise in the price of money !s unlikely.

As far-as agricultoral products are con-
cerned, the feature of the past week has
been a further strong rise In cotton
Desplte heavy proflt-taking, which had
no serious effect until nesr the end of
the week. The Dcmbr future Tose fo
26.80 cents, which is over six cents
a2bove the price existing on Octeber 2. In-
cldentally the census bureau's ginning
report shows that 8,140,000 bales were
ginned prior to November 1 out of a crop
which has been estimated wvariously at
between 9,500,000 and 10.000.060 balea
