President E. J, Pearson of the New
York, New Haven & Hartford Railroad
has issued from New Haven the fol-
lowing statement for the information of
the public served by the New Haven
system:
“On June 30,

tmmediately prior te
sHupmen's strike, the general condition
of locomotives, &s Indicaled Ly the
larger number of engines In good eone
ditlon which were stored In white lead
for service, the smaller number in and
awaiting shops, and the character of
the service by those in use, was more
favorable than for the preceding period
of several years

“On July 1 the withdrawal of forees
from the locomotive shops and eangine
terminuls was gomplete. The gradusl
filling of the ranks occupied about threes
months, The period of recruiting was
one of exceeding operating dificulty.
The load was carried largely by the su-
pervizory staff, There was nol only an
undus burden of work devolving upon
the limited forces, but the situation was
gtill further aggravated and seriously,
Ly intimidation and sabotage. During
the time, however, normal service was
rendered, that is, it dld not becomée nee-
essary to withdraw trains or restrict
the handling of freight and all trains
were run. At that time, however, and
algo at present, the service was not
normal as to the character of perform-

| ance, delays, ete. The patience and as-

sistance of the publiec during thils trying
periocd was invalurble to those who were
tloing thelr utmost under these difeul-
tiex,

“With the completion of this period
the condition of power was worn down
much below standard, both as to the
number of engines out of service for
heavy repalrs and the increasigly worn
cindition of those in service, With the
change in conditions about this time it
became possible to increass the amount
of work that could be arranged for in
outside shops, which was Immediately
arranged. :

“The qualifications now belng display-
ed by the nmew forces are excellant.

from the aftermath of the strike, and
the overcoming of continuing causes for
unsatisfaciory service, which are
Keen regret to the officers of the oad
and of Irritation- to its patrons, whous
further .good will and paticnce must be
asked,

“Occaslonal statements on the part of
former employes relatlng to fallures in
servies undertake Lo reflect on the com-
petency of the present forces, Huol
fiections, however, are far from the
fact. The present forees and supervis-
ory staff have demonstrated their com-
petency during the active months of the
sirike In keeping the service moving and
avoiding Lho necessity of Withdrawing
trains. The requirgments of safety are
carefully cobserved. Engine failures in-
crease when their general condition is
worn down and they nare without that
higher degres of maintenance which af-
fords the factor” of safety against
breakdowns and delays. Those who
went on strike bromght this condition
about. It can only be remedisd by the
performance and as qulckly as practic-
able of the unduly larme amount of re-
pair work that has acerned.
