THE MAN WHO TALKS | NEW ENGLAND'S INDUSTRIAL AND FINANCIAL
CONDITIONS FOR NOVEMBER.

It has been more difficult to analyze
the business and financlal situation dur-
{ng the past month than for some time,
and there 1s considerable dlifference of
opinion as to the significance of many of
the current changes, writes Frederic H
Curtisz, chalrman and federal reserve
agent of the Federal Reserve bank
Boston in his monthly review of indus-
trial and fMnancia! conditions In the New
England disirlet.

Money 3ates are alwars an Imporfant !

The textlls Industry, lowever,
which is perhaps more “noteworthy than
any oth_c becauss #t Iz the largest in
this district, is operating at a higher rate
than its normal average. Worsted spl'-‘l
ning spindles ran &t 94 per cent. of their
single shift capaeity during October and
wide looms at 79 ner ¢en* Produetion in
the cotton textile industry, while not quite
at a3 high & per cent. of maximum as in
the woolen and worsted ssctions, never-
theless shows an improvement,

Condétlons in the paper indostiry are
relatively good—nprices were fiem during
the past month. Paper production during
Srp:ember was 27.4 per cent. larger than |
in the same momth last year. Manufactur-
ers’ stocks are lower than last year, whils
shipments are larger.

There was little change in the activity
of the metal trades industry between Sen-
tember and October and in fagt dealers
reported during November that their
sales had fallen off. The meinl trades,
however, are nevertheless operating at a

dgher rate than they did in the fall of
1821, or, In fact, &t any timé since the
business depression started.

Manufacturees of jewelry apd silver.
ware report that while thelr sales during
the spring Jmonths of the year wers
lower than in the rnreceding year, a
marked improvement staried in the mid-:
