‘What Defeated Harrison in Contest With Cleveland

was about to hear some very impor-
tant revelations, so [ determined to
remember cvery word =& well as 1
could and to make notés of the con-
vergation the next day for future ref-
prence.

neapolis, Iin 1392. 1 had attended the
cunvenlion as a repérter and remem-
bered that Benator Quay, when Penn-
sylvunia was called in the roil of the
states on the first ballgl for the nom-
inution for first place on the tickst,
arose his seat as chairman of the
heystone delegates and had cast the
state's sixty-four votes for William
McKinley.

McKinley was permanent cha'rman
of the conventidn, and he appearsd
both startled - and embarfassed at
Quay’'s sction. However, h~ mads na
sign either of assent or diesent and
as the rollcall proceeded several other
rtates and parts of states joined Penn-
sylvania in voting for MeKinley, but
they were nol strong enough to over-
come the Harrison hosts The conven-
tion was controlled by the federal of-
fice holding contingént and, Harrivon
 WAS putl across by about & two-Lhirds
ivote on the first ballot. ‘

"l had not much belief of miecess in
the movement to prevent the nomina-
tion.” sald Quay, when I resalled his
tacties in the convention, “but the only
| possible way to procesd was to try to
'start a stampede to McKinley, who, as

presiding officer, was very prominent
but I had little hope that the elfort
would succead. However, it served po-
|tiee on Harrison and on the peonls of
the natien that the great Republican
state of Pemnsyivania was opposed to
the president, which had the effect of
|Wweakening him in other parts of the
e.untty, and enabled us to lay the
grviind work for accomplishing his de-
feat at the polls, which is going to
happen on Tuesday.”
