casions. I then say that [ can most cordially re-
joice at this manifestation arpund me, an the
increase of the perity of the Union—thoso
manifestations which bring together men from
every civilized guarter of the globe to comparé
what each has done to advance science, and what
each has gontributed to the inerense of the com-
fort of man. These contributions held men tope-
ther in the bunds of brotherhood. This earth was

iven to man for his being, and to advance the
comfort of man should be 'the culminating point
of human ambition. New York, for instance, is
an example of prosperity resulting from the prac-
tice of the principle of free trade; and this 1 hold
to be the foundation of its unparulleled success,
without intending to give at all utterance to any
political mspersions whatsoever. 1 say it, how-
ever, without intending any offence to gentlemen
who may hold opposite opinions. I'ree-trade was
the aspiration of Franklin and of many other

rent and eminent men who were among the
%uundcrs of the nation.

T this principle, I have no hesitation in de-
claring the prosperity of the United States is en-
tirely owing, and New York in particular, the
sails of whose ships now whiten every sea, and
visit every part of the civilized world. New
York, pﬂr{n , more than any other part of the
Unien, has man more forward in advocating this
great principle. This has been the cuuse of the
extension of our dUnion, being nlow i.lurty_;;na
States, all unite ethpr; with a territory
atrstcf:ing from the Amntie to the Pacific. Our

fortune in the contest between mind and
matter has also contributed to our advancement,
But we have not yet reached .the culmina
oint. The country is yet only in its boyhood.
t has not arrived af man’s estate, but as it is in
the controversy—in the contest between mind and
matter—we have attained a prominent place, and
unless by a further exertion we provule the means
of bringing together more closely these two ex-
tremes of our vastly extended country—the At-
lantic and the Pacific—we cannot, perhaps, hold
tegether. The Pacific slope must no longer be
united to the Pacific coast; nor must the Atlantic
slope alone be united to the Atlantic coast. This
uniting should be our greatest and fiist object, and
it ia to be brought about not by war, not by blood,
but by the arts of peace. But 1 have already
trespassed too long upon your patience, and
without attempting to apologize for this trespass
or giving any explanation of what I have ad-
vanced, | must conclude, merely observing that 1
hod no intention of passing censure upon the
opinions that may be held by any person here.”
