''But there in anotlier power of whom little has
hitherto been said or thought iu reference to this
inomenous question. The United States has recently
evinced a disposition to sympathize with the nationswhose interests and aspirations are alike opposedto aristocratic and dynastic oppression. BetweenRussia and America there have hitherto
been few occasions for the open manifestations, of
that antagonism which is instinctive and ineradicablein their opposing systems of religious and
political life. America is the land ol religious
equality; Russia of sectarian intolerance and persecution.America is the home of democratic
freedom; Russia of military aristocracy, captained
by military despotism. America is rapidly adoptingiu her commercial intercourse the principles
ol freo trade; Russia labors incessantly to destroy,
wherever her withering influence extends, every
germ of competition. Turkey has already given
proofs of her earnest desire to lilieralize her commercialand religious policy; and the Cabinet at
"Washington will undoubtedly be sustained by the
cheering approval of the whole Anglo-Saxon race
011 both sides of the Atlantic, if at this critical
junoture they prove themselves worthy of our
common origin."
The Morning Chronicle of the 11th instant has

an editorial narrating the singular iact, if true,
that Russian emissaries are spread throughout the
northern dependencies of China, endeavoring to
convert the allegiance of the Buddists to the sovereigntyof Nicholas. The information is derived
through French missionaries.

RUSSIA.
Prince Gortschakoft", the Russian commanderin-chiefof the invading armies, has addressed the

following proclamation to the inhabitants of Moldaviaand Wallachia:
Proclamation.

His Majesty the Emperor, my august lord and
master, has ordered me to occupy your country
with the armies, the command of which he has
deigned to confide to me.
We come among you neither with projects of

conquest, nor with the intention to modify the institutionsunder which vou live, or the political,
position which solemn treaties have guaranteed to
you.
The provisional occupation of the principalities,

which 1 am ordered to effect, is for no other purposethan that of immediate and cfli(?acious protectionin grave and unforeseen circumstances,
when the Ottoman government, distrusting the
numerous proofs of a sincere alliance whicn the
imperial court has never ceased to give it since
the conclusion ef the treaty of Adrianople, replies
to our most equitable proposals with refusals, and
opposes the most offensive suspicions to our most
disinterested advice.

In his magnanimity, in liis constant desire to
maintain peace in the East as well as in Europe,
the Emperor will avoid an aggressive war with
Turkey, so long as his dignity and the interests of {
his ompire shall prompt him so to do. 1

On the day on which he obtains the reparation
which is due to him, and the guarantees which he
has a right to claim for the future, his troops shall
return within the frontiers of Russia. j

Inhabitants of Moldavia and Wallachia! I also
execute an order of his Imperial Majesty in de- 1

claring to you that the presence of his Majesty's 1

troops in your country shall not impose on you £

any fresh charges or contributions; that the forage f
and rations for the troops shall, in due time, and '
at a rate appointed and agreed on in advance by '

your governments, be paid for from our military (

treasury. *
Look tranquilly to the future! Engage with

security in your agricultural labors and commer-
cial speculations! Be obedient to the laws under
which you live and to the established authorities.
It is by the faithful discharge of these duties that
you will acquire the best claim to the generous
solicitude and the powerful protection of his ma-
jesty the Emperor. 1

The new manifesto of Count Ncsselrode was

published in the Journal of St. Petcrsburgh, June
i20, (O. S.) It is an important document. The '
following is a synopsis:
"The note is entitled 'Russian Notification to '

the European Powers'.Circular.and is ad- ^

dressed to 'Mr. , diplomatic agent, Stc.' '

Commences by reminding that his (Nessclrode's) '
circular of May 30 notified the rupture of Russian
diplomatic relations with the Ottoman govern-
ment.that Russia had narrowed its demand to
the simple signature of a note, which, except in
what particularly concorns tlic Holy Places, did
not contain, in respect of the general guarantee
claimed in favor of the church, anything more
than a simple confirmat ion of what Russia lias
long possessed.that if this demand were not compliedwith within eight days hy the Porte, measures
more decisive than simple rupture of relations
would be taken; and in making this ultimatum,
Russia has given particular explanations to the
great powers.had especially requested of France
and England not to complicate the ditliculties of
the situation by their attitude. This two-fold request.was unheeded; Turkey refused the ultimatum,and the two maritime powers not having
thought fit to defer to the considerations recommendedto their serious attention.they had sent,
their fleets into the waters of Constantinople. By
that advanced attitude the two powers have placed
Russia under the weight ofa threatening demonstration,which, as they were forewarned, has added
new complications to the crisis. Consequent on
this refusal and this demonstration the Russian
troops stationed in Bessarabia had entered the
principalities, not to make an offensive war upon
the Porte, but to substitute for moral guarantee a
material guarantee, and to re-establish the equilibriumof the reciprocal situations hy taking a militaryposition, inasmuch as Russia regards the
presence of the fleets in Turkish waters as a maritimeoccupation. But, further than this, Russia
lias no intention to hold the position longer than
her honor and security require, and as soon as

Turkey shall have accorded satisfaction, and the
pressure exercised by the two powers shall cease,
the Russian troops shall return within their own
confines. But Russia docs not in the least concealhow full of meaning is the attitude which she
takes, and what consequences may follow from it
should the Turkish government compel her to
como out of the limited and narrow circle in which
she desires to remain; but the position into which
Turkey thrusts us (Russia) by pushing things to

The next news from Constantinople would i

retch P&ria and London on the 13th (day of Arc.ic'ssailing from Liverpool) or 14tli instant. Untilthen it could not be known with certainty
whet decision tlie Porte had taken on learning
that the Russians had passed the Pruth, and whetherit had appealed to the assistance of its allies.
Should it have done so, the probability is that the
allied fleet would have passed the Dardanelles lieforethe arrival of the last instructions from the
two governments. A private despatch froin Vienna,however, stales that the ambassadors of
Prance, England, and Austria, at Constantinople,
011 the news that the Russians had crossed the
Pruth, requested an audience of the Sultan, and
asked him not to demand that the allied fleets
should enter the Dardanelles. The Sultan compliedwith the recommendation, and confined
Siimself against the invasion of the territory.
The following curious paragraph comes from

Vienna, July 3:

The Constantinople correspondent is inclined

to attribute the friendly professions of the Governmentof the United States to the astonishing
success of the American missionaries among the
Mussulmen.
A private letter of the same date confirms a

startling piece of intelligence. "A very high
personage [ijuerr, who.Czar or Sultan r] is said
recently to have exhibited symptom* of a terrible
malady which is believed to be in the family, anil
it is even asserted thai the propriety of nominatinga proxy for a time is already discussed. The
rumor that there are two great rival parlies in Russia
gains strength. The old Russian faction tins at
its head two Grand Dukes (Constantino, and pro-1bably a younger brother) and the synod. The
so-called German party, which is headed by Count
Nesse1rode and his colleagues, represents the intelligenceand civilization of the nation."
Our correspondent thinks that the statement of

American aid to the Sultan rests on 110 better authoritythan a gossippiug letter to theOest Deutsche
Post.
The Porte had declined the formation of a foreignlegion. A council of consultation is about

to be suuunpned, composed of the most eminent
men from all parts of the empire.
The Envoy of the Bey of Tunis had arrived at

Constantinople, to express the Bey's regret at the
"most unjust demands of Russia," and to tender
his assistance in support of the banner of the
Prophet.
We mention, merely to omit nothing that looks

like news, that the correspondence from Alexandria
of the Mnemeiiu: Gazette, states that certain Englishagents are flattering the Pasha of Egypt with
the theory of an Arabian kingdom under British
protection. The same paper says that the
Egyptian contingent of fifteen thousand men is
destined for the occupation of Syria.
The Smyrna correspondent of the Marseilles

Semaphore gives account of the disturbance in
Smyrna, of which we have already had the announcementby telegraph, via Halifax. It appears
that M. Costa, a Hungarian, cx-aid-dc-camp to
Kossuth, and who had just returned from the unitedStates, was secreted in the house of a Sardinian,in Smyrna. His whereabouts came to the
ears of M. Vekbecker, Austrian Consul General,
who, under pretttoce of searching for a thief, dragfedhim out, gagged, handcuffed, and conveyed
im on board the Austrian brig-of-war Hussar. All

the efforts of the other Europeans, aided by Ali
Pasha and the native officers, to have the prisoner
liandcd over to the local tribunals, were in vain.
On the following day the United States frigate St.
Louis entered the port, and the captain,ofthe frigate,accompanied by the United States Consul,
immediately went on board the Austrain ship and
demanded to talk with the prisoner,whom they believedto have a claim to the protection of the
United States. The Austrian Lieutenant in commanddenied that he had any prisoners on board,
riie captain of the St. Louis and the consul then
ivent to the Austrian Consulate, where, after
l scene of the most violent kind, M. Vekbecker
idmitted that the prisoner was on boai;d, and
rave a forced consent to see him. Returning on
Kiard the Austrian vessel, the American captain
bus addressed Commander Schwartz: "When I
:ame on board a short time since your lieutenant lied
.0 my face! The meanest of my cabin boys would
not have been guilty of such cowardice! Where
is the prisoner? I wish to see him." As CommanderSchwartz hesitated, the American added:
"Bear in mind that, if the prisoner claims my
protection, and has the slightest right to it, I will
remove him myself, and will not allow him to remainanother minute on board." Unfortunately
the generous efforts of the captain of the St. Louis
were useless, for the prisoner prevaricated and betrayedhimself so much in his replies that he did
not give his defenders the slighest chance to save
tiim. When this was known on shore great excitementbroke out, and the Italians would have
>urned the Austrian Consulate had it not been
well defended. In their heat they attacked three
vusman iniusnipinen who were on Rnore, ann
tilled one. On the other sidej the Greeks Or Austrians.theaccount is somewhat obscure.laid a

plan to assassinate the American officers; but,
being warned in time, they avoided the danger.
The Italians and their allies hove sworn to poignardthe ten Greeks who arrested Costa, anu the
Greeks swear they will murder ten Italians for
every Greek. The city continued in a ferment.
Ali Pasha, the Turkish Governor, had protested
against Vekheckcr's despotic act, and sent a courierto Constantinople to lay the affair before his
government; and later accounts telegraphed from
Vienna say that Kabouli Effendi has been sent to
inquire into the matter; also that Ali is deposed,
and Ismael, formerly Minister of Commerce, appointedin his stead, the Austrian Internuncio at
Constantinople having demanded that the Porte,
within twenty-four hours, should give satisfaction
for the outrage committed on the Austrian officers.

A startling piece of information was published
in Paris, on tho 9th, in the three government
journals.the Pays, Constilutionnel, and Palrie.
all of which announce that M. de Brack, who was

supposed to have lieen sont to Constantinople with
conciliatory instructions, opened his mission by
making fresh demands upon the Porte. This
pretended mediator now demands immediate paymentof five millions of piastres due to Austria,
and possession of the ports of Klcck and Sonterinaon the Adriatic; in fact, renewing, in more

positive terms, the demands formerly refused to
the mission of Count Leinengen.
Some letter-writers say that the harvest in parts

of Austria will lie a failure this year, but their
data do not seem to warrant so important an assertion.
