The above white oak timber must be of the best '

quality, and have grown within sixty miles of sea '

water, and taken from butt logs, clear of knots, '

rents, sap, and all other deftcts, and from the
centre or heart pith. It must he got out fair.
straight, to sharp corners, and without twist or
wind.
The handspikes must be split from the best white

hickory butts, clear of centre or heart pith, and
dressed down to the prescribed dimensions. '

Tbe timber fur axletrces must be in single 1
lengths, and from butt cuts. The timber for
bracket pieces may be delivered to cut two '

lengths, and for the transom pieces to cut four
lengths, or double those above given; but no other
combinations of lengths, nor any limber from top '

pieces, will be received for any purpose. '

In the dimensions of white oak timber, additions
have been made to the net dimensions to which it
is to be worked; and no payment will be made for
