The Constitution of the United
States, after declaring that “#ie Senate of the
United States shall be composal of two Senators
Jrow each State, chosen by the legislature theveof,”
goes ou to assertm specific terms, that “ the
times, places, wnd marmer of Ididing elections for
senators awd representatives SHALL BE FRESCRI-
BED IN EACH STATE BY THE LEGISLATURE.”
The times, places and manner of holding elec-
tions for Senators shall be preseriled by the
legisiature. An appointment by joint-resodu-
tion of the two Houses, having in itself the
force of astatutory enactment, might perhaps
be legitimate and proper.
