While at Elberfield, a vear ago, awaiting
the srriva! of a friend from Amarica, we!
spent 3 day in visiiihg Kaisersworth, not far |
from Dasseldor! on the Rhine. - Here pastor
Fleidner begau his benevolent labors, which
have grown upon his hands until they have
become amonyg the most extensive and varied
in Germany, nvaling in interest those of
Francke. His establishment embraces a hos-
pital, insane assylum, magdalen retreat, char-
ity schools, and a training establishment of
Protestant Jdeaconesses as nurses, leachers, ete.,
some 200 of whom have gone forth thence to
the humaue institutions of Europe and Amer-
ica. We were accompanied through the in-
stitution by a German baroness, young, beau-
tifal and accomplished, who had turued away
from wordly honors and enjoyments to devote
her life to the sick and the sorrowing. A few
miles from Kaisersworth we found pastor
Fleidner, superintending the completion of a
building to which the deaconesses might re-
sort for rest and recovery, when worn down
with the fatigues of their self-denying tasks.

It was in this animated and instruetive in-
terview that we were made acxuainted with
the history of Florence Nightingale, who had
been for months an  inmate of the s
family, making herself fumiliar with all the
details of the institution, and on her return
to England not only pullishing the wonder-
ful story in a pamphlet kindly placed in our
hands by pastor Fleidner, with introductory
letters to the authoress, but reproducing in
London the system of charities of which she
was the practical student at Kaisersworth.

Miss Nightingale is in the moming of life,
of high rauk in Euglish society, with extraor-
dinary endowments and cultivation, and a-
bundant wealth. She has exchanged all for
the pleasures of nursing the sick and minis-
tering consolations to the dying. Turning
sway from the elegant paternal home in

Hampshire, and the Summer house in Der-
byshire, she gave her time, talents and money
to the hospital for sick governnessesin a drea-
ry street in London, And when the cry came

from the East that the poor sick and wound- |

ed soldiery of England were inadequately sup-
plied with nurses and medical attendance,
this angel of mercy took wing, with some for-
ty helpers, braving danfr by sea and land,
and is now engaged in her heaven-blessed
ministrations at Seutari on the Bosphorus, op-
posite Comstantinople. When we count up
the few among the sons and dughters of men
like John Howard and Caroline Frey, and our
own Miss Dix, who shame the ambition and
brutality and inhumanity which furnishes oc-
casion for their heroic benevolence, let us as-
sociate with their honored names, coupled
with a blessingor a prayer, that of Florence
Nightingale.— American Messenger.

Four hundred billions of
cigars!| These cigars at the usnal length, four
inches, if joined together, would form one
coutinuous cigw 35,252, 520 miles long, which
would encircle the earth more than one thou-
sand times. Cut up into equal [ieces 250,000
wmiles in length, there would be over one thou-
sand cigars which would extend from the
centre of the earth to the centre of the moon.
Put these cigars into boxes ten inches lo
four inches wide and three inches high, 100
to the box, it would require 4,000,000,000
boxes. Pile np these boxes in asolid mass,
and they would occupy a of 204.444,-
444 cubic feet—two hundred and ninety-four
million cubic feet! If pied up twenty feet
high they would cover a farm of 338 acres;
and if laid side by sids, the boxes would cov-
er very nearly 20000 acres. Allowing this
tobacco manufactured to cost on the average
ten cents a pound,and we have §4,000,000,000
expended every year in producing a noxious
us weed.

Washington an Auti-kuow Nothing.

As Know Nothiu;_:s ]!ﬂli't‘as great love and
veneration for Washington, the father of his
country, we publish for their benefit, and re-
commendJd his teachings to their better senses,
the following extracts from an address to the
Roman Catholics delivered in March, 1790 :

“As mankind become more liberal, they
will be wore apt toallow, that all those who
conduct themselves as worth members of the
community, are equally entitled to the pro-
tection of civil government, I hope ever to
see America among the foremost nations in |
examples of justice and liberality. And I
presume that your fellow citizens will not for-
get the patriotic part which you took in the
accomplishment of their government—or the
important assistance which they received
from a nation in which the Roman Catholic
fuithis professed.”-[ Life of Washington, page
197.

“The Irish volunteers merit the warmest
thanks of America for their patriotism ; and
I hope their countrymen who have so long
struggled for liberty, will be hospitably and
corilinlly received here.”—[ Washington.

“The bosom of America isopen to receive
not only the opulent and respectab'e stranger,
but the oppressed and persecuted of all nations
and of all religions, whom we shall welcome
to & participation in all rights and privileges.’

The dishounesty of adnlterating tea is not,
howeyer, confined to this country. Itoften
undergoes a strange process of transmutation |
Lefore it reaches the hands ot the Erglish
dealer. The Chinese are notat all behind na
in practices of dishon@sty, and the genuine
and fradalent tea trades flourish in China with
| almost eqnal vigor. The people of that coun-
try have long enjoyed an unenviable proem-
inence for their success in ingeniouns decep- |
tions. Recent travelors have confirmed the,
well-known testimony of Sir Francis Davis
in reference to the extensive exportation of
adulterated teas by the natives. Ile speaks
| of a regular manufactory for the production |
| of spurious green teas, which, with the most |

daring effrontery, has been erected exactly
opposite the European factories at Canton, on |
the other side of the river. He naturally found |
some difficulty in procuring admission within |
its precinets, but hisobject was at length ef
| fected through the influence of s Hong Kong |
| merchant, and the scene is thus deseribed : —
| % Inthe first place, large quentities of black
tea, which had been damaged by the floods |
of the previous antumn, were seen drying in
baskets, placed over hot pans of eharcoal,
The dried leaves were then transferred in|
portations of a few pounds each, to a number
of castiron pans, which are placed over furna-
ces. They were next stirred rapidly round
with the hand by a workman, who had pre-
viously added a small quantity of turmerie, |
which imparted a yellowish tinge to the mix- |
ture. In order to convert this into a green
hue, the colorso much desired, some lumps !
of Prussian blue and eypsum were adled in!
such proportions as reduced the dark blue to
a light shade, of which a small teaspconful |
was added to the yellowish leaves. These
were then stirred before the fire until the tea |
had taken the * fine bloom’ color of hyson,
with very much the same scent.

Arsexic Earers.—Freuch medieal journal
bas an article on the arsenic eaters of Europe. |
This poison, deadly in its effects when taken
in large doses, is eaten in minute gnantities
by the peasants of Anstria, particlarly
females, to in¢rease their flesh and give
roundness to their limbs. The practice of eat-
ing arsenic also has the effect of rendering
them more enduring, and facilitates respira-
tion in mounting steep assents. Arsenic is |
often administered tohorses in Vienna by the
grooms and coachmen of the Austrair: capital,
They mix a liberal pinch of the powder with
oats, or attach to the bridle a fargment of
arsenic as large as a pea, wrapped in linen,
and when the horse is harnessed the saliva
The glossy, round, and
elegant appearance of the voluable horses in
Vienna, and especially the white foam about
the mouth, are generally due to arsenic, which
| as is well kunown, inecrease salivation. It is

also given to cattle intended for fattening,
but it is said not to iucrease their weight,
| though it adds to their size. The ill effects
of this poison do net manifest themselves till
the practice of using it is stopped, and then
| emaciation follows, which no vourishing food
can prevent.
