live Powers. At tlie present stao of the di-

plomatic proceedings at Vienna, it would b
tinwie to speculate upon the result of the ac-

ceptance of one of the established points, as
questions may yet ariso which will imperil
the very existance of the Congress. A. fact
which ninst, however, result from the present
conflct w, the complete independence of the
Moldo Wallachian provinces, and it behooves
the statesmen of Oreat Britain and France to
bestow upon that subject o important to
the interests, not alone of the Western Pow-
ers, but alo of Europe the attention it de-

serves.
The past history of thoe unhappy provin-

ce, and the assistance they might hive af-lord-
ed

to the cause of civilization the pres-
ent struggle, had their energies cot beea
deadened by the supineness or treachery of
their rulers, may, perhaps, not fail to Incul-
cate the necessily of developing the immenae
resources of those countries, by conferring cn
their inhabitant the l!e?uns of a political
tfiUlenoe.

Several British and foreign contemporaries
have indulged in speculation! respecting the
future destiny of these province, w hich would
lead, were they accomplished, to an unfortu-
nate result Thus, Austria, they have affirmed
will be indemnified for some prospective low
equally speculative, by the possession of the'
province. This argument is alike unjust to
Austria and to the Western Powers. The
former empire has interests at state, in the
present question,-c- f an inportance far more
vit.il than the acquisition of these province,
valuable though they may be; whilst the
Cabinet cf France and Great Britain are
doubtles penetrated with a sentiment cf the
necessity of creating an independent State,
which will divide the Ottoman dominions
from it powerful neighbors. We have never
doubted of the vitality of the Turkish Empirr ,
but then its resources can only be developed
in a period of perfect tranquility. ThU posi-
tion can alone be realized by a territorUl cp-arati- on

from Its northern neighbor. By the
creation of a Moldo-Wallachi- an monarchy,
under the protection of the five Oreat Powers
of Europe, and assured by a recognized lieu-trali- ty

against the disasters of war or invasion,
the Ottoman Empire would be enabled to
pursue in tranquility iu regeneration. A State
would at the same time be called into exis-
tence, possessing every elementof vitality imd
success. The industry of the inhabitants and
the fertility of the soil would speedily trans-
fer into Belgium of the East tho province
which at the present moment are fated by
their political condition to the battle field of
conflicting nations. Our space does cot allow
us to pursue these consideration, which are
are of vast importance, as the future tranquil-
ity of Europe, as well aa the existence of the
Ottoman Empire, depends in a great degree
on the erection Of an independent Power la
the MoldoWallachian Principalities.

" It ape4ir, by the last accoucL, that the
purpose of the allied general is still fixed on
the prosecution of the seige by means of a
lmmbnrdment, followed bv an rrclt. Two
experimental attacks have been made, by the
Jreuah in two different waya, which serve to

how that it 13 not easy to gam an advantage
over our indefatigable antagonist It appears
from loth the Russian and French report,
that on the night of the 21st of February, the
Russians succeeded in throwing up with great
rnpidity a new redoubt on the right bank of
the careening harbor.

"Within forty-eig- ht hours Gen. Canrobert
resolved to force the new position, and the
attack wa made before the work had been
completed. A large body of French troop",
under Gen. Monet, advanced in the eight of
the 22.1 against the redoubt. The Zouave
rushed upon the intrenchments with the tit- -

most bravery, and a sanguinary contest ensued,
which cost reaily five hundred of these ad-

mirable soldiers.
"The pussian infantry regiments of Seleng

hinski and Volhynia, under Oen. Kroust-chaf- T,

defended the work with great steadiness,
and after a Revere combat the French were
compelled to retreat. This unfortunate result
has been attributed to several causes the dis-

closure by spies of the French plan of attack,
the tire of the Russian vessels in the harbor
and from tbe surrounding forts, and a want of
steadiness on the part of one portion of the
assailants, who are said to have left the
Zouaves to bear the brunt of the engagement.

"We are unable to determine with certainty
what amount of truth there may be in these
statement ; but it is undoubtedly true that
the Russians appear to have expected the at
tack, and had occupied the position with a
small army rather than with a detachment in

port ion to its extent. On the side of the
r'rench the force consisted of only half a

btfjade of Zouaves, 1.G00 strong : two battal
ion of marines, 2,300 strong, and 400 voluu

The Russians were 10,000 strorg, an 4 tue

unfortunate Zouaves fell into regular am
buscade. Nevertheless, such was the daunt-
less vigor of these troops, that they stormed
the reuouU and held one-ha- lf of it againrt
fearful odds, when the Kuians succeeded in
outflanking the column ; tha marine were
separated from the Zouaves aud driven back
in all directions, and the Utter were com plete-l- v

surrounded by the enemy.
A second time they auccceded, by sheer

hand to-ha- nd fighting, id completing the cap-

ture of the redoubt ; but no sooner had the
Russian infantry fallen back than the batteries
ad ahipi opened a terrific fixe upon thi w otk,
and rendered It completely unUntble, It wa
not till then that Oen. Monet, who was twice
severely wounded, ordered a retreat, and,
thongh the ci$ht disastrous from the Iom
of many hundred lives and the failtye of tha
chief object, the gallantry displays d by tto
Zouaves wu such that this repulse n'-gb-

l ranked with their most brilliant xLlv-ments- ."

Thj Journal of St. Petersburg give a long
account of the same affair. Tb report iuas
upbyaying:

" Twice the enemy (French) attmpud to
renew tbe attack, but each time was driven
back with loss of tha trenches. Tinally,
after tn hour's combat .it thi point cf tha
bayonet, during which tha Russian drummer
never ceased to beat the charge, th csesy
waa compelled to retreat, leaving la our
power more than a hundred killed, anon
whom were eight officers.

"Moreover, our troop took twenty-fou- r
prisoners, of whom five were officer. In ail,
the loss of the enemy w aa sot under six hun-
dred men ; for, during their retreat, they weie
exposed to the heavy fire of the celghooriaj
bastion, and the steamers Madimir, CV--imes-

and Gromonotsett t, anchored in thr
roadstead. On our side we had sixty-fiv- e men
killed, and five subaltern officer and two
hundred and thirty-si- x men wound ed,
