Office The Yam. There has been introdu-
ced into France from China a species of yam
Dioscorea batatas) which bids to super-

It apjvare to le adapted
to the climates of all parts of the United States,
growing a vine above ground, and
perpeadicnlarly into the earth large ttibors two
or three feet in length and half the size of a
man's arm.

A very small
number have been procured and distributed at
the Patent Office, etiieflv among members of
Congress of the several States and Territories.
