The way they do things in California.
The correspondent of the New York

gives the following account f a wholesale
swindler, and his plan of operations :

New systems f fraud and villainy are a
most daily exposed, and always does the ex
rosure come just too late to aftord justice the
axrest of the perpetrators. Meijrgs honest
llarrv JIei?zs struck out in a somewhat
new line, although that elegant Wall street
financier, Schuyler, gave him acne; but these
two are pale before the brilliant accomplish
meet of the latest operator G. Hubert San
ders. This gentleman came to our city some
three years ago, poor and meek. He hired
Lim a small office, engaged with a partner
equally poor, and the two hung cut a modest

yellow-painte- d sign, ' which told that they
were "Attorneys and Counselors at Law."
Sandere is a Frenchman, I believe ; hence he
soon got a very fine practice from his coun-
trymen. He had married an American lady
ia one of the Eastern cities, a widow, the
mother of two girls one of dazzling beauty.
The family moved to this city. The won-

derful beauty of the daughter drew to their
house crowds of admirers the wealth and
aristocracy of our city.

Soon the family became noted in high cir-

cles, and some even assigned to them the
front rank among the ton. They rode in the
finest carnage in the town, had the best hor-
ses, and plunged into all the extravagance es-

sential to support their newly assumed posi-
tion. The beauty married a lawyer of some
wealth, a Mr. Alfred Wheeler. The party
given on the occasion eclipsed anything of
the sort ever known in the country. With
the accumulation of business, Sanders felt it
necessary to purchase the appointment of
Notary Public, merely to facilitate his own
practice ; for he was now a " Conveyancer,"
and loaned other people's money on " the
best secured real estate," and by having the
authority to take the acknowledgments of the
borrowing and loaning parties in his own of-

fice, he was saved the trouble and annoyance
cf running here and there to affix the Nota-
rial seal. He did the largest business of the
kind in town. Frenchmen especially confi
ded in him. . They were not going to put
their money in banks, for sometimes banks
failed ; they were determined to invest safe-
ly, put their money in mortgages upon the
best improved, well secured real estate in the
city o they went to Sanders, and he did the
business for them alL

O. Hubert Sanders was now one of our
wealthiest citizens, certainly the most extra-
vagant. He drove a span of sorrels before a
light buggy in the morning, a span of blacks
to a handsome rock away in the afternoon, and
in the evening he sported a carriage and
spanking pair of bays. His office hours were
shortened --from S till 5" down to "from 10
to 2," but between those hours he was always
in his office, save at lunch hours, when, if any
of his dtiiiguished family were "down shop-
ping," he would escort them to the ice cream
saloon, and the skill of the catering artistes
was taxed to their utmost in providing dain-
ties for diem. -

On one occasion last year, when strawber-
ries first appeared in the market, it is said
himself and Mrs. Wheeler ate the moderate
allowance of $100 worth caclv-a-t a single
sitting. .The stories now told of his lavish
extravagence would fill a fair sized ectavo.
About two weeks ago, the eldest daughter
was married to a gentleman of Sacramento.
Another magnificent and costly entertain-
ment was given on the occasion. Young
wife-hunte- rs mourned that there were no
more daughters in the family, so that they
might too form a matrimonial alliance with
so distinguished a set Their soirees out
shone those of all others. To be invited at
Sander's was the zenith of bliss to all cod-fishdo- m.

But time works wonders. The mutations
of human life are bevond the nower or the
prediction of man. Last week, O. Hubert
Sanders was arrested on a charze of foreerv.
and was released upon giving bonds in the
sum of $10,000 for his appearance at court to
answer the charge. His son-in-la- w and his
partner were his sureties. That evening he
fied, and has not vet been found nor heard of.
The following day, forged mortgages and
deeds were discovered in his office, upon
which he had raised over $300.000. . In one
instance, he actually mortgaged a man's own
property to him for $4,000, and, strange to
tell, the poor fellow never discovered it until
the news of the forgeries was two days old.
To some he gave mortgages upon the high
way, the boundaries and descriptions being
given in tne usual style.- - H aiao drew mort-
gages upon the property of Bolton P. Banon.
John Parrott, Samuel Brannan, and others of
our wealthy men, who never had a dollar up
on tneir estates. Ail tneue he conveved to
Lis victims, who paid him their money, gave
him his commission, confident in the security
that held their fundi. One great cause why
he was enabled to continue his frauds so long
undiscovered, is the fact that nearly all of hij
sufferers are rrench, who do not understand
our language, and who were ignorant of the
legal procedure in such cases. Every, dav. so
far, has brcught to light some new act of his
Tillainy.

Of all our splendid rascals, Sanders has
proved himself the chief. His new system of
robbery is entitled to the first rank m the
Patent Office of rascality, and the old style
forgers, such as Munroe Edwards was, must
not hope for the distinguished reputation that

F. Villiers has, it appears, suddenly
disappeared, leaving an amount of debt close
upon a million of dollars, for some portion of
which he alone was responsible, though for
the larger part many of his young, noble
friends and confreres of the sporting world are
liable. Francis Yilliers is the fourth son of
the Earl of Jersey, who hat filled various
offices of State, and held the post of Master
of the Horse under the last government of
!ir Kobert reel, ms mother is one of the
principal partners in the old banking house of
"Childes," and has long been celebrated a3
the acknowledged leader of the par excellence
fashionable society of London. She held the
office of Mistress of the Robes to the Queen,
under the Peel administration; and it was
chiefly in the strong personal objection of the
Queen to having Lady Jersey about her per-
son, that what was termed "the Palace Bed-
chamber Plot" originated, which induced
Peel in '39 to decline forming an administra-
tion, and which had the effect of rendering
Victoria unpopular for a time.

Mr. Yillier's eldest brother. Viscount Vil-

liers, was married subsequently to Sir Robert
Peel's eldest daughter. Another brother was
married to Miss Ginkle, heiress to the Ath-lon- e

estates. HU elder sister, Lady Sarah
tlliers, recently deceased, was the wife of!

Prince Esterhezy, and has left several chil-
dren. Another sister, Lady Adela, created,
some few years since, a perfect tumult in the
veins of fashionable society, by eloping with
Capt Ibbetson, an officer in Lord Cardigan's
11th Hussars. The only remaning sister,
Lady Clementina, is unmarried. She is a wo-
man of great personal beauty and singularly
thorough-bre- d air, and has been for several
seasons the belle of fashionable London life.
The high connections of Mr. Villiers, related
as he is to most of the aristocratic families of
England, will no doubt lend to this escapade,
particularly at a moment when aristocracy is
scanned with such jealous scrutiny, an inter-
est and excitement which it hardly deserves,
and would not otherwise obtain.
