tion cphTsic, by observing the symptoms of
their own disorders, the maladies of others, and
by enquiring what caused, and cured them
The art thus imperfectly established was soon
improved by expoitir the sick in the public
market-- , and oa the high-way- so that stran-

gers, and those passed by could examine

their disorder?. If they knew any remedial
ajn nt efTiCtual.they would advise them with
regard to their future t rcatmet.t. All the cures
thus tffecteJ, "w..e faithfully recorded ; they
were engraved upon the pillars, tables and
waila of the temples, for the benefit of succeed-

ing generations.
Thus waa our gallant barque launched upon

the trackless deep, by the Assyrians, Dabalo-tian- s

and ChaloVans, nearly lour thousand
rears She has since been riding surge and
rullowfearlessly and manfully breastinj
broad-side- s which her ruomiea have
thought proper to her progress.

The cultivation of the science of medicine,
and the practice of it, soou fell into the hands
of the priests, who the sake of popularity
nai influence, appropriated the medical art to
their benefit, performing such mystical
spell incantations, as powerfully
to the reiguing superstition of the age. Though
charlatons.they made many important improve-
ments in anatomy, by virtue of their priesthood.
According to their custom, they offered to
their different deities daily sacrifices of differ-ex- it

animals, whose carcases were minutely ex-

amined and inspected, as no sacrifice would
make atonement lor tho sins and iniquities of
the people, or please the deity, but auch as
were perfectly sound hence, they were obliged
to be solicitous in their inquiring after the signs
of their perfect health, and to learn from exam-
ination what state of the implied that
the animal wa. sound, as they were respon- -

ible for the success, or miscarriag of their
oblation from morbid, or healthy appear-
ance of their fibres. A knowledge of the heal-
ing art was soon known by the Egyptians, who
cherished the wannest friendship and lore for
their deceased fiiendj. This public feeling
gave to the common custom of embalming,
which gave additionul facilities to the study of
the human system. To perform this duty they

obliged to open the body, take out the vis-
cera, and fill up their spaces with a composi-
tion of spices, wnich afforded an opportunity to
learn the atructure and situation of the parts.
Thus was the way prepared for Aesculapius,
whose remarkable genius astonished world,
and caused him to appear like one in

of the age in which he lived. was
the illustrious pupil cf the famous Centaur.

' He fr eclipsed his master, and icquired
. himself a reputation which burns biightly amid

the more th:va twilight drciic- - of tb th:f
' hi us ai.d barbarous tirac in which he flourished.

Honors were showered upon him from all quar-
ters ; descent traced to the gods, and
he himself deified, br his admiring countrymen,
and temples were dedicated in every part of
Greece to the great god of physic.

The death of distinguished personage
'is veiled in much obscurity. Diodorus Siculus
th historian of the ege, informs U3 that tha in-

visible world, while he lived, ceased to be peo- -

fled with its victims, and Tlato, ono of the
gods, jealous of the number thus res-- .

the grave, contrived to him
by a summary death. Hott ltttle have we to
apprehend that such a may terminate the
life of one of our modern Aesculapius.

During centuries followed the death of
this distinguished personage the practice of
meaicme conaneu to descendants, who
presided the temples of learning; dedicated
to him. The temples dedicated to the god of

. healing were tbe nospitals to whicn Hundreds
resorted, and.theprie.-t- s ministering at the altar
were the physicia-i- s who treated their multiform
maladies, ihe administration of medicine re
lieved, doubtless, not a few, while faith, which,
even in our day works wonders, proved the
magnum remeaium oi tne

'1 he most distinguished name of antiquity in
our art, is Hippocrates. He appeared in that
remote age, like a great rock in tne midst of a
desert, overshadowing ail around it, or like
aun,, whose luminous rays disperse the darkness
of night, and diffuse joy and animation to
world, i his distinguished persouage held rank

above predecessors or cotemporaries.
was educated in the school of Ueroditus. and

had au industry untiring in pursuit of his1
favorite studies; with a taste improved by years
of travel and observation, he possessed a mind

with richest lore of that remote age.
But the knowledge thus acquired failed to sat-
isfy an intellect of such giant mould.

The pillars fixed as the boundaries of human
attainment, he refused to recognize; penetrating

beyond them, he expanded new vistas of
light, explored untrodden regions of truth, and,
spurning the fetters of authority and tradition,
alike with the errors of an ignorant and super-
stitions era, he stood forth in his own strength,
a type of deep power, dignity and majesty,
without a parallel. Justly has he been styled
the Father of 31ed:ciue. lie was a medical
losopber in strict sense of the term. By
indomitable energy of mind, he patiently
surveyed the inner temple of nature, studied the
phenomena of life, and discovered great
chain of sympathy which unites the whole or-

ganism into or.e beautiful and harmonious sys-
tem. From his writings we discover the first
rudiments of an important branch of medical
science, called physiology. lie also made

progress in pathology, and is
founder of sect of theorists, known hu mor-
alists. Ther believe that the citadel of life may
be by disease through the medium of
the fluids, and tr many of our own craft this
doctrine is orthodox at the prwnt time. Ano-
ther no less important theory, and one which
shows originality and penetration of his
mind, is that of crUid, or the natural tendency
of disease to cure at a certain stated period, de-

pending upon a natural of actions, which,
when proceeding in their due'eourse, terminate
in the removal of the morbid action. He col-
lected the previously scattered and isolated
facts, arranged them, and published rational
views, drawn from own experience. He was
acquainted with a copious apparatus of
inents and bandagts, several operations ex-

hibit an actual technical tendency. In different
parts of his writings he treats of surgical sub-
jects, and much that is now taught as modern
surgery is the rejections from the pages of this
gieat apostle. Among his writings you will

many profound observations of the phe-
nomena of many useful hints, many

suggestions, and cannot fail to be
overwhelmed with admiration of a genius, who,

-- amid the darkness of his age, the limited re-
sources of the art, the trammels of a perva-
ding superstition, could rise superior to all of
these, and call from the depth of vast mind
principles of science, ancl stores of thought,
which should find a response among the think-
ing and reflecting, in all time. the death
of this distinguished personage, great attention
was paid to the cultivation of medicine, and
modical schools multiplied. The most
distinguished one was established a? Alexandria.
It was graced with many illustrious names,

deserve more than a passing notice
Erastratua and Herophilus filled the chair of
anatomy. They industriously pursued the choice
oi their favorite study, and made many

in anatomy by the dissections of the
bodies of criminals, procured for that purpose by
the publiauthoxity. They discovered heart,
and great vessels, the brain, and principal
nerves, explained the reason for the variation of
the pulse, and its index to disease. Their prac-
tice of medicine not based npon mere spec-
ulation and theory, but npon facts, deduced
from observation and experience, without which
all theory in science falls to the ground. lass

next crcat light of medical science
worthy of a place in that brilliant cf
which Iippocrate9 is the bright particular star.
He divided diseases into two rreat clasM-s- , acute
and chronic; a very useful and practical divis
ion, made by and observed by every
prscti'ioner of medicine at the present rts.y. Upon

supposed Rtaics h- - based his indication
of cure. During tho acute stage the Uira:
war treated aiitiilo;i-ticall- y, but in the chronic
state, he pursued the expectant plan, Wlierinj?
that to get rid of an enemy invades the

The next great name science is
CeUus. he lived four hundred years Hip-

pocrates, and 13 fir-s- t Roman practitioner
whose name has been to the present
time, and the most learned exponent the
mpthodic Feet. practice h remarkable
for boldne-.- . and precision, and his arc
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CO to lilS 6imn, ill opinions wire rvgitiut--
with nn nxre i:?t e k-i- s relieious in its char
acter; and in reference to his theory and prac
tice. for a number of centuries was a sufficient
anrumcnt aziinst innovation in medicine. The
literary rem iins of prodigy of industry and
talent, amount to several huudrcd treatises.
among which tbe departments of physiology,
pathology and anatomy, form a large share. For

I centuries ucce-diiig the death of laleii, we
have few illustrious names to celebrate, or
discoveries to record. Literature in general
was declining, and varioua cau.ses both moral
and political, were coining into operation, which
suspended the pron-s- s oi science and le.irniuy
for many cciiturie. and produced what are just-
ly and emphatically denominated the dark age.
5'ot until the ninth century was there any ad-

vances made in the science of medicine, and
this deserves no more than a passing notice. A
correct and elaborate description of small pox,
measels, deceases before unknown, were descri-
bed by Khnges, an Arabian physician. In the
tenth "century, another -- tar of "the first magni-
tude broke through the firmament to gild the
darkness which enveloped the world.

Avicenna, like Oalen, was educated in all the
lore of the time, and exhibited an intellect not
inferior totLatdistingui'hed niau in all the prac-
tical walks of the profession. He wrote most
extensively upon almost every subject, and his
works continued to bo the standard text books
in the schools of Europe and Arabia, until the
revival of litters. 1 rom the twelfth to the
fourteenth century, medicine became neglected,
and like ot!i r branches of Jiencc, lapsed int j

most profound disrepute ana insignificance
A period of darkness and barbarism immedi

ately succeeded the fall of tho Koinan Empire,
and the more polite part of the world was visit-
ed by a northern storm of barbarians, who ex-

tinguished the small light of learning that lit
up the darkness cf the ae. Sargery fell into
the hands of the Arabian physicians, character-
ized by the neglect of anatomy, with a copious
instrumental apparatus, fear of the knife, and

frequent employ inetit of the cautery iron.
cheiny was at this time the favorite and

pursuit of the learned, who epeut often
a life-tim- e in the Folitrtde of some subterranean
laboratory, vainly seekii g to change tho baser
metals into gold, or to discover some graud elixir
which miht ensure earthly immortality to man.
In Christian Europe surgery fell into the hands
of the clergy. It sunk to such imperfection,
that the knowledge of rerations possessed by
the Greeks was no longer met with. A distin-
guished historian ways that the universal igno-
rance, the pretended honor of b'ood, the dogma
of a religion which bhsd it i'.: torrents for usek-- j

an exclusive relish for ths subtlety of3uarrels, and sixvulativa theories, are'eii- -

cumstarces farther explaining the profound
darkness of the age. About the middle of the
fourteenth century, tne arts and sciences bean
to flourish. The reformation reflected its ben-
efits upon physic, end n better liny was tvL
ileiitly Ua-i-i.i-

iig iTpon "ihe world. Ihe priests
were "foi bidden by the Popo to perform any
bloody operation, on pain of excommunication.
This edict gave birth to the barbary system;
men employed by the priest to perforin the mi-

nor operations of surgery, such as bleeding,
cupping, and extracting teeth. Their occupa-
tion was indicated by a red pole, suspended at
the doer of their oi.ee. During this period,
medical schools sprung up in Spain, France and
England, and human dissections were encour-
aged. Henry the Eighth legalized the stud
of anatomy by an act of Parliament. All that
could be auticipa'.e-- from the organization of
medical schools, human dissections, and the
science of chemistry, was more than realized,
and the seventeenth century wa3 characterized
with many brilliant dirx-overie- s in anatomy,
materia medica, and theora, and practice. The
history of this epoch, so glorious for the profes-
sion, comprises the discovery of the absorbents,
by Kudback, and the circulation of the blood,
by the immortal Harvey.

In approaching the latter part of the seven-
teenth century, we come to names familiar to
every practitioner of medicine. The numeious
wars which scourged mankind, and the estab-
lishment of public hospitals, presented a rich
field fur observation, and gave rise to many m?w
theories in medicine. In u sketch so tuces-aril- v

huiried, we pass over the n.imes of Svlvius and
Hillias, the most respectable a Ivocates of the
chemical doctrines of medicine, which brings us
to Sydenham, a man not inferior to any that
hare'pas'cd under our review. Justly has lie
been styled the Englih Hippocrates; as the
one shone pre-emine- among the ancients, the
other may be regarded as the greatest among the
modems. He leaned to no theory, but contented
himself with matters of fact, and devoted his
time to the study of diseases, and to th modus
ojeraiidi of medicine.

Medical schools were greatly multiplied in
the beginning ef the eiglee nth eentury, which
gave rise to scholastic discussions, ansrry de-

bates, and the overthrow of long established
principles and theories. Stalil and Hoffman
both opposed to the chemical and mathematical
physicians, explained the phenomoua of life
upon a new principle. Stahl referred the oper-
ations of the animal economy, to a spec: fio prin-
ciple, styled auima. Hoffman, such phenomoua
to the nervous structure; this opinion gave tie
to the theory of Solidisrn, and opposed to the
long cherished humoral pathology. He sul-vert-

many of the errors attached to the old
system of pathology, and called the attention of
the medical world to the importance of a proper
attention to the muscular and nervous system,
as well as the fluid Krtion of the body".

with Stahl and Hoffman, was the
celebrated Eoerhave of Levden. 'I here arc few
examples, (says the historian,) either in ancient
or modern times, of any individual who arrived
at higher eminence, both in general knowledge
and the departments more intimately connected
with profession. His acquaintance with botany
and chemisty, were s.:cli as to enable him to
teach Well these sciences with the greatest suc-
cess, while his lectures, and his writings, both
theoretical and piactical, were long considered
a standard of His moral qualities
were no les admirable than his intellectual ar-

guments; and, if we ad l tothe-ehi- s elegance as
a writer, his loqucnce as a 1 cturer, and his en-
tire devotedness to his profe-ssio- we shall be at
na loss to account for the celihrity which he cu-joy- ed

during his life time, and the reputation
wnich he left behind him. Ho ineulcated the
doctrine that the immediate cause of inflamma-
tion was some obstruction to the free circula-
tion of the blood in the minute vessels, and this
obstruction migh' be caused by whatever could
dissipate the thinner parts of the blood, and
cause it to be thick and sizy, a condition of
the blood called by him lentor, or that the same
fathological condition might be cause 1 by the

of the blood passing into the
small vessel-- , and thus plug them up. '1 his
circumstance was called, errr loci, ilaller, a
worthy pupil of his, made many valuable con-
tributions to the science of physiology. The
doctrine of initability and sensibility, as pro
perties of the muscular and nervous system,
with their peculiar agency in vital phenomona.
are worthy ot notice. As we still advance to-

wards the present era of medical science, we
come to Cuilen and Brown, who had peculiar
views of pathology, and practice, but for want
of time, we are obliged to pass over them, that
we may par a just tribute of respect to John
Hunter. Being directed by the unerring star ef
genius, he applied himsell to his favorite study
anatomy, and made in this branch of medical
science many useful improvements. He is the
author of a valuable treatise on the blood, and
is the founder of tbe modern doctrine of inflam-
mation and union by the first intention. His
writings on syphiles, gun-sho- t wounds, and the
growth and disease of bone, are but the reflec-
tions from his own experience, and extensive
observation. He rose from the obscurity of a
poor apprentice boy to a man of genius and

and from menial poverty to affluence
and wealth. He has been called the er safest

6till greater glory of Britain, the irumortnl dis-
coverer of th-- i circulation of the blood. In
comipg nearer to our own time, we can men-
tion a nost of names that have dono honor to
themselves, aud the nation that gave them birth
and eduction; but it is not possible, in the short
paco of time allotted to this essay, to do inorv

than mention a few of the names of those who

All these great lights in medical literature,
have been the exponents of xmne great princi-
ple, er added some useful improvtment to the
pursuit of their choice. They occupy the top-
most round in fame's towering ladder, and fall
a niche of glorv in the proud temple of their
country's history, and the world's remembranee.
Some of them have floated down to us, ou the
wrecks of nations and empire?, as a casket of
precious jewels, whose brilliancy could never
be etl'acod and time could not corrode, France,
England, and our own favored land, in all their
glory, may be swept from the face of the earth,
their language be destroyed, and their records
perish, still these great names will live amid the
r.ations, aud their lustre increase with the in-

crease of years, as long as man is civilized, or
the earth inhabited. But, gentlemen, there is
no royal high-wa- y to this splendid and be-

witching goal; it is a desideratum too costly to
be purchased with goldeven if we had the
wealth of California, and it eompresseel into the
compass of ao orange at oar command. The
inrlnente of family, and the power of estate,
are .utterly impotent in such an enterprise.
The rich and the poor, the high and the low,
meet here on a common level. Mind, the no-

blest attribute of iran, is the jewel that calls on
us lor perpetual vigilance, while it laughs'at
ho arbitrary distinctions found in society.

With a solemn sense of the responsibility of the
profession, we will take a stand firm as the
everlasting hills, on the side of virtue, order,
knowledge and truth, and embrace every oppor-
tunity to improve a profession which is hence
forth to make the business of our lives; and if
there is anything certain in this scene of fluctu
ations and changes, never cease to cherish the
conviction, that rur carper mut terminate in
the actual possesion of the resiect and confi
dence of the truly great, aud in the delightful
consciousness of having accomplished some
thing for the happiness of mau.

Tha Oreatnes3 of Little Things.
Iu Lieut. Maury's recent work on the Phy

sical Geography of the Sea, he gives the re
suit ef microscopic examinations of some
shells drawn up from the bottom of the At
lantic ocean, where it ts more than two miles
in depth.

phants. The smallest tenants of. the ocean,
not the largest, are its most important occu-

pants, and the microscopic shell fish create
more important changes than the whales.

It haslieen the great error of historians,
statesmen and politicians to lose sight of this
truth. They look only at the whales, tlvlig
fish, and seem to csnsider these as the mon-arc- hs

of the deep sea of politics, and they
alone have a right to swim there. If the

contortion is duly chronicled. But in the
meantime, what do we hear of the progress
of the people and industrious classes, Ote small
fishT Thev are the true monarchs of this
great and wide sea of politiC3 alter aiL 1 hey
form the strata by which the geologists of his-

tory will hereafter mark the progress of this
cc;e, and classily all its products; and upon
the basis of which all future society will de-

velop itself. Take care of the poor, and the
rich will t--

ks care of themselves. Educate
tlio masses, and there will arise from the num-
ber a sufficiently large chus to generalize
their ideas, and carry out their principles.
Reform the people, make them temporate,
truthful and virtuous, for they give tone and
tempcrtd the --aa 4nd to the country, deter-
mining the character of its leaders far more
than the leaders that of the masses.

And so in individual life and character.
It is little things that make and unmake us
all. There are thousands of young men of
genius and enterprise at this moment who
dream of fame and distinction, and who, if it
only required some one great act of daring
or sacrifice within the scope of human possi-
bility to become extinguished, would be he-roc- s;

but because true eminence is only to he
attained by a persevering application in a
number of daily virtues, are constantly at war
with the whole scheme of things, and esteem
it a very badly governed world, in which they
fined no higher place.

It i3 a man's little habit, of dress, demean-
or and conversation that make or unmake the
friends oa which his success and happiness
ih life depend. It is on a man's little habits
of eating and drinking, of loitering over tri-

fles, or knowing how to brush them aside,
that his character for idleness cf industry,
and the occupation of the largest part of his
time depend. It is the way in which a man
takes care of the pennies in his pecuniary
transactions that determine whether he will
ever take care of pounds.

Little habits drive nails into our cofllns.
They more than make up by their number
what they seem to lack in individual impor-
tance. They are the true seeds of character.
We might as well plant acorns, and not ex-

pect them to grow, as cherish small vices and
not cxject them to increase; or as reasonably
hope to see the firm and noble oak where no
acorns were ever planted, as true greatness
and success in life, where the seedlings of a
thousand little habits of industry and virtue
had not been first carefully rberishod.

Li a word, character is the sum of little
things rather than great ones. The true esti-
mate of an individual is not ascertained by
his accidental or occasional achievements, but
his every habits. A nation's character is not
determined by its famous men, but by the
habits of its masses, and the character of the
age by the vices or virtues that were so in-

herent as to be unnoticed.

tlers there. This was a very great outrage;
but It looks a little singular that, while he is
so unsparing in his denunciations of the Mis--
sourians, he should not think it a matter of
sufhetent importance to denounce similar out-
rages perpetrated nearer home. It is a noto-
rious fact that at the late October election in
this State, Know Nothing bullies wore im-
ported from Louisville, Ky., into New Alba-
ny, who shamefully Iwat and bruised citizens
of that place with brass knuckles and pre-
vented many legal voters from exercising the
right of suffrage, and that by these infamous
means a Know Nothing victory was achieved.
A pair of the "brass knuckles" used on that
oci asion were exhibited in the Hall of the
House of Representatives last winter by a
member of the Legislature. It is also a well
known fact that at the late city election in
Cincinnati, steamboat loads of Kentuckians
were imported to that city to aid the Know
Nothings in fighting and voting; and thatone
of the Captains of these imported Know
Nothing bullies was shot down while head-
ing a mob. These outrages upon the rights
of citizens of our own and sister State of
Ohio have been entirely overlooked by our
PaUa'Uwn neighbor. Are such outrages
any less censurable or worthy of con-
demnation when committed upon citi-
zens of Ohio and Indiana than when com-
mitted upon citizen of Kansas ? If not,
why has cot our Kno w Nothing neighbor of
the Palladium opened his batteries upon his
brethren for the outrages perpetrated within
the borders of his State, and in a neighbor-
ing city of an adjoining State ? Is it because
there was no anti-Nebras- ka capital to be made
by so doing, and because he sympathized
with those who committed the outrages ?
Speak out, brother Holloway, on this sub
ject.

The Kane Relief Expedition.
The third expedition from New York to

the Arctic regions is low nearly in readiness
to sail on its benevolent mission. The two
vessels purchased for the purpose have not
been named, but have been strengthened and
otherwise prepared for northern service. The
largest is known as tho bark "Eringo," regis-
tered 327 tons, ami was purchased at $17,000.
Her consort is a propeller of 250 tons, which
cost $30,000, and will arrive here from Phil-

adelphia in a day or two. The former is now
receiving her provisions and stores, and will
be complete this week. Both are expected
to sail by the 1st proximo, steering direct for
the coast of Greenland, and continuing north-

ward to Smith's Sound.
The original expedition from this r-t- un-

der Dr. Kane, fitted out under the auspices
of our generous townsman, Henry Grinnell,
Esq., consisting of the "Advance" and "Res-

cue1' sailed on its northern voyag. in the
venr 1350, and returned the year following.
Not dispairing of ultimate success, the Ail-van- ce

was aain dispatched, under the com-

mand of Dr. Kane, in 1853, end it is for her
relief that the present expedition is fitting
out. The "Advance" is the projwrty of Mr.
Grinnell, and her crew and officers, number-
ing sixteen meu, are still under his pay. In
the expedition now noticed, tho entire ex-in- se

is borne bv the government.
The protracted absence of Dr. Kant affords

to conclusive evidence of danger or misfor-

tune; but boing left entirely alone in his icy
solitude, by the return, within the last few
months, of" the numerous expeditions sent in
search of Sir John irankkn, any needed as-

sistance, to be. of avail, must be dispatched at
once. Congress therefore appropriated $150,-00- 0,

(which will probably exceed the amount
required,) and authorized the Secretary of
the Navy "to a suitable naval or
other steamer, and if necessary, a tender, to
the Arctic seas, for the purpose of rescuing or
affording relief p "the intrepid American
navigator." The Congrestki,.! resolutions
conferring this authority, provide "that such
steamer and tender shall be officered and
manned by volunteers from the Navy, and
others who may declare their willingness to
be so engaged." We yesterday visited the
naval station at Brooklyn, and were pleased
to barn that the Secretary of the Navy and
ofticers of the yard are disposed to fit out the
expedition in the best possible manner, and
take a deep interest in its progress and sue
cess. The orders are that it shall lie amply
provided with two vears' rations, and which,
with the extras, will suffice for a cruise of
fully three years. The provisions in j.re pa-rati-

consist chiefly of "pemmicau," or con-

centrated meat, besides soups, Borden's patent
meat biscuit, lime-juic- e, (anti-scorbuti-

pickles, oc.
The supplies will include something like

20,000 pounds of dried meats and soups, and
15,000 pounds of preserved vegetables. The
provisions for officors and sailors w ill be of
the same quantity. The "pemmican" is the
same article with which the Kane Expedition
was provided, and a sample reserved for ex- -

j aminatioii, after being kept for two years in
this warm climate, was recently examined
and found to be as sweet and nutritious as
when put up. The quantity of beef required
for this expedition was 4,000 11k., (rump
pieces,) which, upou being divested of fatty
portions, were cut into thin steaks, t.ikeu to a
malt-kil- n and thoroughly dried. By this
process, its weight was reduced to 1,300 lbs.
It was then chopped up by the apparatus
employed by sausage-maker- s, kneaded up
with 1,000 lbs. good laal, with a small ad-

dition of sugar and currant. Then being
hermetically sealed in tin cans, it is in ship-
ping order. The vessel will also take out a
large supplv of clothing adapted to a Nothern
climate. Among other things, 500 pairs of
stockings have wen provided. In traveling
on foot, it is customary to wear three pairs
at a time, and cover the whole with canvass
lxwts. The two vessels will carry out 300
tons of Pittston (Pa.) anthracite coal, for
the use of the propellers, and for ordina-
ry, supplies, cp.n be obtained at Disco, on the
coast of Greenland, when: Trjglefi.ld, the
English navigator, found it to exist in abun-

dance, it .being c::Iy necessary to dig it out
from the shore.

We were shenvn at the shop, at the Navy
Yard, 70 ice anchors, cf different sizes, to be
used in anchoring the vessels, or warping up
through the lanes of ice. They are little else
than angular hooks, to be sunk in holes drill
ed in the ice. Some weigh as much as 70 or
80 pounds, but the majority arc of jabout 15
pound weight - in .u..i. .n, mere ere ten
sledges, four of which are about eleven feet
in length, to be drawn by dogs or with ropes.
They are sharp at each end, after the pattern
adopted by the British Admiralty, and ar
shod with iron. In excursions over the. ice,
they will be manned by an officer and six
men.

The bark, as fitted for sea, is worthy of ex
amination. Without, the hull is covered with
2 inch planking, and armed with iron from
the bow3 to the main chairs. Forward she
is completely sheathed, from the bulwaiks to
tuo keel. ithin, timbers, knees aud kel
sons have been introduced, to effectually pro
tect her from collision with icebergr,, or from
lateral pressure. The bows especially, are
filled with limbers, and divided off into a
water-tig- ht compartmetit. The rudder i? so
arranged that it can be instantly unshipped,
and traced up under the stern. The? vessel is
also furnished with four pumps; so that every
possible precaution seems to have been taken
to insure hr safety. I ho onicers' quarters
are completely lined with cork, to absorb
moisture, and the seamen are well pro-

vided for, in a house on deck, or should they
prefer, they have snug quarters below. The
bark is a fine new vessel, having made only
two trips to Rio, and Is u fast sailer. The
number of men goin out on this expedition,
will be forty-seve- n, including four officers to
each vessel.

Contrary to anticipation, not the least dif-
ficulty is experienced in procuring men, and
of the best quality. Many good seaman are
out of employ, from the recent return of gov-
ernment vessels and the inactive state of the
shipping business, and the expedition will be
supplied with a personnel of rare excellence.
Ouly two have lieen accepted from those
who went out on former expeditions, though
several have offered. As fast as accepted,
they are put on board the receiving ship
North Carolina. Only one officer and the
physicians remain to be selected, though none
have as yet been appointed. The list now
stands as follows :
