The indigent pupils
number 2,630, a decrease of 892 on the pre-
vious year's report. The entire number of
pupils attending school was 194,736, or 15,149
more than in 1852, The iucrease in the
vumber of boys being 8126, and of girls,
6,021.

They will contract
to do all the printing that may be required,
but make it a preliminary rule that the plate
shall remain in their custody. Bank notes
have been lately and successfully imitated |
by the photographic process so completely,
as to defy the closest scrutiny of the bank
officers. This difficulty can be thoroughly
obviated by the use of large letters in red
ink on the 'h.u'k, across the fuce of the bank
bill. Photography cannot, as yvet, imitate
bright colors when combined with black in
the same impression or the same sheet.
