Coniess bv a declaratory enactment, may

pronounce all the slaves citizen, and as such,

entitled to the protection of the Fedeial
Government. Congress, in the same manner,

if need le, may decl tre the fact of the case

as it exists that slavery is illegal and in vi-

olation of the Constitution. Or, it may, by

appropriate enactments, provide for the natu-

ralization of the Maves, and their consequent

protection.
The President, in the exercise of bis ap-

pointing power, may appoint to office any

slave whom he deems qualified to discharge

its duties ; and he is bound by his oath of

office to treat slavery as illegal and unconsti-

tutional in all his official acts. This covers

a wide field.
Congress is bound to do the same, and in

its organization of the militia, its supervision
of the post offices, and the transportation of
maih, to know nothing of slavery or distinc

tion of color.
The matter, of which we have given above

a short synopsis, occupies three closely printed
columns of the New York Tribune, and ap
pears without one word of dissent from the
editors of the paper.

Thrse things are not the ravings of a ma-

niac, published in order to show how much
erverted intelligence may remain in a crazed

brain : but they are the deliberate convictions
of men who, in the ordinary affairs of life,
seem to retain the possession of their senses.

We will add here a couple of extracts from

a speech made by. Col. Bf.xtom in 1841, and

ask our readers to apply the remsrks origin-

ally uttered in reference to the Abolition So

cieties of England to those of our own coun-

try. If to tolerate such societies was just
ground of complaint against the Pritish gov
ernment, w hat can l) said of their encourage
ment in our midst by our own iieople.

Col. Benton said :

The other cause of dissension between the
United States and Great Britain, which I pro
pose to bring to the notice of the Senate, is
the existence and the machinations of organ- -

i ized societies in London occupied with the
question of Slavery in our Southern States,
and TF7DIN TO PKODL'CK AS INSURRECTION
AMoN'ii vs. The existence of this society is
known to the world. It glories in its exist-
ence, and has the audacity to address its dia-
bolical publications not only to our own
slaves, but to their masters, and even to the
functionaries of our Government ! They are
numerous, powerful and zealous, and are aid-

ed by affiliated societies in Canada, and in
our own country, and by agents and emmis-sarie- s

which penetrate the Slave States, and
insinuate themselves.among the blacks, whom
they excite to discontent, and stimulate to
insurrection. 7he tfJeration of such a society
in the metropolis cf the British Kmpire is just
cause of complaint against tite British Govern-
ment. It is a violation of the laws of nations,
and of the laws of friendship The effect
ujon the temjter of our slave jtopulation is
already visible to every eye. They are becom-
ing retlessf disobedient, prone to crime, and
disced to escape from service. Fire, loth
in towns and country bouses, is now the fa-

miliar work of their hands. Robberies are
incessant. The murder of a white man is a
common and indiffertnt occurrence. Innu-
merable are the children which perish in va-
rious ways from the resentment of servants
and nurses against the parents of the inno-
cents; Flight to the British dominions in
Canada u organized into a system, and pur-
sued to excels. The Montreal Courier com-
putes the numb-e- r already arrived in those
Provinces at twenty thousand souls. This
is the present state of the evil, and the evil
augments itself daily. The result must be a
great catastrophy. London is the seat of the
society whose affiliated societies in Canada
aud some of the Northern States labor at the
work which is to end in producing upon our
soil a second edition of the dreadful tragedy
of San Domingo.

This shows, Mr. President, that our conti-
nent, though not included in the plan of ope-
rations which produced the insurrections ol
San Domingo, was yet reached and affected
by it. How much greater then must the ef-

fect be, when our continent is tha direct ob.
ject of the machinations and their facilities
for action are so great? I have said that our
slaves are already affected by those machina
tions, and every part of the Slave States
bears lamentable evidence or the tact. The
execution of the four blacks which lately took
place at St, Louis, shows the extent and the J

confessions, (though some points,)
and the extent, variety and system of their
crimes, all conclusively show that the hori-

zon of the boundary of crime has become
alarmingly and dreadfully increased the
vision of these people; and that the fatal
doctrines of Abolitionism are at the of
this dreadful enlargement of their criminal
views. - Formerly the depredations of the
blacks, free or bond, were a com-
paratively scale, and seldom accompa-
nied by bloodshed. ITow their depredations

extend to the robbing of stores and dwellings,
the pluuder of banks, the conflagration of
houses and cities, and the ready murder of
white men, as if they were uo more than cats
and dogs. The exjtanded views and new
feelings, inspired by Abolitionists, is the bot-

tom of all this dreadful enlargement of the
horizon of negro crimes. Not only St. Louis,
but other tarts, and editorially the lower
Mississippi, furiii.sh evidence this; aud all
trace it to Abolitionism, and some to the
l'.ritish AWitionists themselves.

(7" Some of our exchanges think the
word AbolitionU is used vaguely, and

thrown about as a term of reproach, with-

out any definite meaning attached to it. It

nuv be so ; out a uisnnci iuea oetougs w

the word. An Altolitionist is any one who

seeks to alolish slavery by external pressure
exerted outside the States where that in-

stitution exists. It is immaterial whether

such pressure is in the shspe of arbitrary

laws, or fierce and declamatory abuse and

lying literature.
If there was no other reason for finding

fault with aliolition, the exceeding imperti-

nence of the thing would be sufficient.

Mind your acn lurine is a maxim not ed

by the Aiolitionits. They wander
to and fro in the earth, and go about making
as much noise ns tha roaring lien, and seek-

ing whom they mav reform.

The good men belonging to this order,
such as the deceased Dr. Ciiannixo, are of

gists." They take a simple view of the
subject as it stands, stripped of all its relations

07" The Washington Sentinel, in a recent
numlter, comments with great severity on
what seems to us a very harmless and rather

al article of the Union, on slavery
anil the position of the Democratic party.
The Union says, sulistanee, that Northern
and Southern men can never agree on the
moral and political character of slavery, and
cannot be expected to harmonize on that sub

ject. is not necessary that they should ; it
is enough if they harmonize on tho Constitn
tion. The following extract from the article

Arrisom Allowed a New Trial. The
motion for a new trial in the ca-- e of William
Arp.ison, says the Cincinnati Commercial, was
decided in the District Court Judge Bart--

ley delivered the opinion. The writ of error
was prosecuted by defendant to reverse the
judgment of the Criminal Court. The grounds
relied on in the record were that the indict-
ment was insufficient; that the Grand Jury was
not properly qualified ; that the prisoner was
refused the option of electing to be tried by
the District Court ; that the panel of the petit
jury was not legally filled. These assignments
of error were all overruled; but amotion for a
new trial was granted on the ground that the
Judge of the Criminal Court erred in instruct-
ing the Jury that if they found the prisoner
guilty as charged the indictment, " they
should sriecifv that he was guilty of murder

the first degree," without leaving to them
the discretion to find him guilty of any other
grade of homicide. On this ground the ver-
dict was set aside, and the case remanded to
thj Court of Common Pleas of Hamilton coun-

ty for further proceedings.

Common School Fund. A correspondent
of the American Flay, published at Browns
ville, thtus stteaks Of the efforts of Texas to
instruct her youth, and also the operation of
the Common School Law at Brownsville :

And now, having glanced at the importance
of this potent, republican engine of progress
in the country, let us see what our own State
has done in reference to it: let us see wheth-
er Texas has made herself an exception to
the interest everywhere felt, and has been
liehind her sister States in ber provision to
sustain it. What has Texas done to for edu-
cation? Well, first, a a Republic she made
a bestowment of thirty-si- x miles of land to
each county; in the next instance, she appr-
obated one-tent- h of her revenue, by a provis-
ion of her State constitution, and at the last
session of her Legislature she appropriated
two millions of dollars more to the purpose
of public instruction. The income of the
fund is to be distributed to the counties, ac-

cording to the amount of population. Pro-
vision was also made for districting the State
and organizing the schools, and nothing

necessary but for tho people to
choose trustees, meet and instruct them how
to organize the school, provide a house and
draw public money to support the school.

The people of Brownsville saw, some
months ago, that several hundred dollars
awaited order on the treasury. Accord-
ingly they chose and instructed their officers,
and provided a house, as the law prescribes,
and a little more? than two months ago the
school waa commenced. The present en-
gagement will end iu two weeks more. We
commenced w ith eight scholars the number
hai increxsed forty-nin- e. Several hun- -

Sir: The department has determined to
assign you to special duty, and place you
temporarily in command of the home

Keposing confidence in your prudence, ex-

perience, and patriotism, I have selected you
for the discharge of certain duties, always
delicate And resionsible, the proper execution
of which may involve questions of national
honor and peace.

Recent events in Cuba, and oh the high
seas in the vicinity of that island, are of a
character calculated not merely to attract at-

tention and excite the solicitude of this gov-
ernment, but to call for constant vigilance on
your part, in order that the rights of our
countrymen and the interests of our commerce
may be neither wantonly assailed nor care-

lessly disregarded. It is hardly necessary
that I should undertake to recite with partic-
ularity all the circumstances which are worthy
of your consideration, but I deem it proper t3
call your attention the conduct of the com-
mander of the Spanish frigate Ferrolana in
firing at the United States mail steamer ' El
Dorado," and subjecting that vessel to delay,
visitation, and search, about eight miles from
Cape San Antonio a:i occurrence which, if
approved by the Spanish authorities, is likely
to disturb tbe friendly relations betwean the
two governments, and a course of proceeding
which, if persisted in, cannot but provoke col-

lision.
I need not remind you, Commodore, that

the right of visitation or search of our ves
sels on the high seas is one the existence of
which the United States have steadily refused
to recognise, and the exercise of which they
will with equal firmness ever refuse to tolerate.

neutrality laws, can work no suspicion of na
tional law, submission
violation of any right resulting from the law
of nations or treaty stipulations. The United
States seek no collision with Spain. The of-

ficers of our navy are desired expected
scrupulously to observe the law of nations
and uniformly to extend all courtesy and re-

spect to the flags of other powers. But these
rules do not require consent for a moment to
the delilterate violation of principles held sa-

cred the United States, and without the
observance of which peace however desirable,
cannot lie maintained.

The conduct of the authorities of Cuba in
overhauling and searching our vessels cannot
rest on the giound of territorial jurisdiction,
and this government denies the existence of
any state of facts to warrant the exercise of
