Resolyed, That we pledge ourselves to use
our utmost exertions to (ree our National Ter-
ritory from the curse of Slavery, and that we
will never consent, under any circumstances,
to the admission of another slave State to
this Union.—Resolution of the Know Nothing
Council of Maine.

Resolved, That with the domes'ic institu-
tions of the several States of the Union, we
claim to have no right to meddle, What-
ever is pecauliar to the peuple of each State
now in existence, is of their own creation and
wlq'u;t to theirown immediate control : and
while we deprecate the existence of human
bondage in any portion of this confederacy,
as a national party we leave it, as we find it,
under its own local restrictions, to be regu-
lated bt the enactments of those responsible
for its continnance, but while disavowing thus
explicitly any and all intention of interfering
with it as it is, we must in duty to our sense
of right; to our consciences and to our coun-
try, and deppsnd that the general gov-
ernment has the power and right to act and
exclude slavery outside of the State limits,
the spirit of the Comnstitution, which is that of
freedom, thall be regarded, and the influence
thereof shall be 50 used that there shall
henceforth and forever be no more slave ter-
ritory and no wore slave States.— Resolution
of the Okic State Council at Cleveland.

Kansas, we hope, will come intothe Union
a free State. We look with interest and anx-
lety to its condition. KEvery act which has
been done by vielence or even threats of vio-
lencve, should be set aside. But the voice of
the people, when fairly expressed, must he
obeyed. Whatever may have been the tempo-
rary effect of the Missouri Compromise in quiet-
ing dissension, it was a great error ; it surren-
dered for temporary purposes the principles
of the Coustitution. It was passed in an
hour of infatuation.

But the Compromise is a thing of the past,
and the Freesoy party, we apprehend care
nothing about it. [Its repeal has been wused
as a means of throwing odium on the Democ-
racy; but as it has become a fixed fact, they
take bolder grounds and express their poli-
cy in the words, “ No more Slave States.”—
Now, unless the African race cease to increase
or the earth to turn on its axis, one of three
things must happen. There will be,in the
Union, orout of the Union, more slave States;
or the South will relapse into total barbarism;
or the African, like the Indian race, will be
exterminated in America.

We anticipate a state of things like that in
S8t. Domingo, insurrections, bloodshed, and a
relapse into barbarism. The North may ac-
complish its diabolical purposes, it may girdle
the South with a cizcle of free States; sur-
round it by a wall of fire, within which all
its fair civilization wmnst perish amid social
convulsions; and yet the Union in name may
still exist. Buat it will be a Union of foree ;
it will be subjugation. ’

The phenix may rise from its ashes, but
the South can vever recover from the com-
pulsory liberation of the African race in its
midst. It may bid a long farewell to all its
greatness. The land which pow blooms as
the rose, will be converted into a dreary
waste, “ where the dead and sickening uni-
formity of the scene will be broken at inter-
vals by voleanic irruptions of anarchy and
crime.

The ecold-blooded cruelty of Abolition, ern-
elty to thie slave as well as the master, is one
of its remarkable features. It proposes no
beneficentgscheme of amelioration ; no wise
and cautious policy of colonization and grad-
nal emancipation combined ; offers no assist-
ance to the South which has the wolf by
the ears; but encloses the combaiants within
narrow and yet narrowing limits, and exults
in the prospect of the bloody fight and mu-
tual destruction of both.

For the sake of Mavor Dow, we could have
wished that the circumstances in which h
was placed were such a8 1o render necessary
the measnres he resorted to. It is better that
lawless men shonld lose their lives than thas
reverence for the law shonld in any way be
diminished. We have looked to all the re-
ports of his conduet in this fatal affair, witha'
desire to find some justification for it, bt
without sneeess. The faet is plain that the
mob was pot la®e, that it was not armed, that
it hesitated to attack a building wholly un-
protected, and that no disposition was shown
to do any act of personal violence. Not a
single spectator seems to entertain a’ doubt
that the crowd might at any moment have
been dispersed by a small body of police,
acting with pradence and determination. It
does not appear that any obstacle was present-
ed to the arrest of the rioters, or even that
any atlemipt was made to arrest them, The
Mayor had resolved to repress the outbreak
by force, and to the military alone he aceord-
ingly looked. In the orders given to the
soldiers he was singularly indiscreet. The
company first ordered ont was sufficient to
protect the property attacked. The mob did
not molest them—certaiuly did them no harm.
There was, therefore, no occasion for assail-
ing the rioters, Defeated in their design by
the presence of a gnard, they would soon
have dispersed. A single charge of the bay-
onet would have driven them fiom the spot,
if that was thought necessary,

The Mayor chose a different conrse. He
meant that his anthority should be felt, and
commanded the soldiers to fire. They refused,
to their honor be it said. They felt that it
was cowardly and murderous thus to shoot
down their fellow-citizens, Displeased mt
this disobedience, the Mayor dismisses them
and forcibly takes possession of their arms
and delivers them to another company which
proves more submissive to his will. During
all this time, the property was left unprotect-
ed save by a few policemen, and no demon-
strations of attack made which might not
have been defeated by a dozen resolute men.
The second military force then arrives, is
marched secretly into the building, and al-
most immediately, without a word of wam-
ing, commences firing directly into the erowd.
In a very few minntes, the gronnd is cleared,
and police proceed to make the arrests which
might have been wade with equal ease an
hour or two before, withont violence or blood-
shed.

It is difficult to conceive that an intelligent
magistrate, however zealous, however infu-
riated by the conduct of his opponents upon
the liquor question, could have so entirely
misconceived his obvious duty in such an
emergency. Patience and long forbearance
are virtues which in his position conld not be
dispensed with, Neither puoblic opinion, the
law, or, it might be hoped his own conscience
would justify him in shooting men who had
done nothing more crimival than throwing
stones or breaking windows,  Still less would
they wphold him in any forcible demonstra-
tion whatever before a resolute efiort had been
made a break up the mob and arrest his right
to shoot a eriminal whom he thinks it would
be unsafe to arrest. No wman vested- with
power to quell & mob, however violent or
even bloodthirsty, would unse the bullet in-
stead of the bavonet, No magistrate fit to
wovern American citizens, wonld dare to fire
upon them from an ambuscade without notice
and without affording an opportunity for the
innocent o eHScape.
