A man who is cruol to his family is treated

with scorn by his neighbors; so, a tyranny

so oppressive as that of Spain, is not entitled

to claim any respectful consideration from

decent governments. Of all the numerous

jKWsession which were once the brightest

jeweli in th Spanish crown, Cuba is almost

the only one left. The same causes which

have occasioned the loss of her other colo-

nies will finally bring alout the emancipation

of this suffering island.
Haughty and senseless conduct has distin-

guished Spain's tieatmeiit of all her depen

dencies. She once owned the Netherlands,

and nearly eighty years passed from the be-

ginning of the revolution there, to the time

when a recognition of independence was ex

torted from Castiliart pride and obstinacy.
But long lefore such recognition, England

and the other States of Europe had treated

the Netherlands independent. Such should

be our policy with reference to Cuba. We

ouht not to wait until victaiv crowns the
effort of the jatriots, but on the first visible

struggle we should send thpm fraternal greet

ing.
England and France may yet make up a

second Holv Alliance to direct the affairs of

the Western Continent.
That we should resist any attempt on the

part of those jiowers t take jnxs.ses.siou of Cu-

ba, is justified by the jolicy of Great Britain.
Mr. Caxnixo in 1323, before the indepen-

dence of the Spanish colonies Lai been re-

cognized by his government, stated in sub-- f
tance that time and events had decided the

separation of Spanish America from the moth-

er country, that circumstances might retard

th consummation; but that in the meantime
England would resist the interference of for

eign jiowers in the struggle whether such in-

terference was by force or mmare. In the
case of Cuba menace ha airead v leen used
towards us.

That Americans should sympathize with

Cuba is a most reasonable thins. Where
there is sympathy there is a desire to re

lieve. and where there is a will there is a

way.
The idea of in politics is

and always will be impracticable. It is natu-

ral and therefore necessary for us to interfere

in that in which we are interested.
Ia antiquity there was isolation ; manners

and political institutions succeeded each oth
er ; but the ideas of one nation did not in

fluence another. The state of modern society

is different: a revolution iu one country af-

fects all others. Liberty is diffusive; Democ

racy is as jtowerful and as expansive as steam.

(7" It is a very great mistake, in our opin

ion, to suppose that Southern men regard the
Fugitive Slave Law as a security to their
property ; or that they insist on its olerv-anc- e

to save ihemseives from pecttniary loss.

This is a delusion. They consider that law
Ska a sort of outside fortification to protect
Southern civilization. If its repeal would

satisfy the North and arrest all furtlter en- -

troaehtnents thev would consent to it to
morrow.

A repeal of that law, or even a dissolution

of the Union, would not make slave-proper- ty

less wcure. Fugitive slaves, as every one
knows, are hurried off to Canada ; they seldom

remain in the free states; they would not 1

permitted to remain by the very men who

clamor most about the compromises of the
constitution.

The abolitionist has no love for the negro;

though he has in many cases a low and ma-

lignant hatred of the master. If negroes

should go to Massachusetts in such numbers
as to be observable, or to form a class of the
community Wilsoh and Gakdixeb would

drive them off. The census shows that the
free black population of Massachusetts has

decreased since 1300 ; a pretty sure proof that
the philanthropy of that State is a cJveap

philanthropy. Ralph Waldo Emerson, a

scholar so imbued with the refining spirit of
polite letters that even fanaticism looks less

repulsive in him than in others, projiosed that
the North should bear a part of the burden by
aiding to luy the slaves. But his proposition
was very coolly received, and has completely
died out

The devotion of the South to the Union is
patriotic and disinterested ; there is no taint of
a sordid motive about it. It is the devotion of
high minded men to a goverument which has
sometimes done them injustice, but around
which cluster the memories of the past and
the hopes of the future, it is the devotion of
the Cavaliers to Charles I. The recent act
of the Legislature of Massachusetts nullifying
the Fugitive Slaye Law is not obnoxious to

tha South because they apprehend any pecu-

niary loss therefrom, and many Southern jol-iticia- ns

do not deny the abstract right of a
sovereign State to determine in the last resort

on the constitutionality of a law of Congress.

But they feel justly indignant that Massachu-
setts should have exercised a very questiona-

ble power in order to abrogate the plainest
provisions of the constitution. Such conduct
not only displays a want of good faith in the
unworthy successors of John Havoock, hut
indicates a spirit of animosity and encroach-

ment which will he met by retaliatory mea-
sure.

"At the end of the protocol of the sitting of
the Conference Austria declared that sho diiM
not regard every means exhausted to briug
the negotiations imn the 1 bird Point to a
solution, and that she regarded it as her spe-

cial mission to endeavor to discover the means
for elVeefiug a rujnrn-hriii?ul-

.

"The Plenipotentiaries of r rancp and hng--
land on their part, it is true, declared that
their instructions ( re exhausted, but did not
declare the negotiations terminated ; and
when later, by protocol No. 10, the rejection
of a pmiiosal emanating from Russia was sta
ted, Austria resolved to recommend confiden-
tially ti the serious consideration of the
Courts of Paris and Loudon new propositions,
iu which she thought to find a loyal and com-
plete fulfillment of the fcThird Point of guar-
antee, and which his Majesty the Emperor,
our august master, deems of a nature (fr
greitjitet halt) to be presented to the St Peters-burg- h

Cabinet as an ultimatum. The last
protocols of the Conference left the negotia-
tions still landing, and the Austrian Cabinet,
for its part, would have hesitated to abandon
that reserve which the case commanded, and
which, in the interest of an object so impor-
tant for all, it had imposed upon itself. The
notification made in the 1'ritish Parliament
of the publication of the protocols made it
incumlieiit uon us to have them published
likewise, so as to bring them to the knowl-
edge of the Governments of Germany ; and
you are requested to present the accompany-
ing documents, with a copy of this letter, to
the Government to which you are accredited.
As we make this communication before the
result of the still-pondi- negotiations can be
stated, we can only do so with that reserve
which the attainment of the object comr.iands.
As jet we do not express any opinion upon
the .situation of affairs. Shortly, however,
we may lx? in a condition to explain our
views fully to the Diet views uihmi which
the reply" of the Cabinets of Paris and London
to the projiosals alluded to above cannot fail
to exercise some influence.

THE ALLIED SUCCESS.

From the Lmulon Times, May 20.
The victorious occupation of the town of

Kertch by the allied forces, the command we
have thus obtained of the Crimmerian Bos- -
thorns and the Sea of Azo(T,and the establish-

ment of our jNtwer ujon another joiiit of the
highest strategical imjiortance in the Russian
territories, are events which augur most auspi-
ciously fur the success of the campaign in

I w hich we are now about to engage.and place in
our hands another material pledge for the
triumphant termination of the war. The satis-
faction which this achievement will excite in
all parts of the world sympathy is felt
for the cause of the Allies is increased by the
fortunate circumstance that this success has
been obtained without a single casuality. In
spite of the warning given to the Russians by
the recall of the first exjiedition nearly three
weeks ago, the result shows that they had
not means to place the Stiaits of Yanikale
in an efficient state of defense; they evacuted
and destroyed the forts which guarded the
Sea of AzotT on the arrival of the combined
fleet; and tike" birthday of the Queen of Eng-
land was worthily celebrated by planting the
standards of England and France ujion the
hill, which tradition lias described as the
tomb of Mithridates.

This results is the more glorious and the
more extraordinary, as the Russians must
long have foreseen that such an operation
would sooner or later be attempted, and there
is no oh;t in the vast dominion;) Russia
the loss of which is more formidable to that
empire. Indeed, if the Allies proceeded no
further than to occupy and hold the Straits of
Yer.ikale and the adjacent peninsula of Kertch
which is easily defensable by any Power
having the command of the sea, they w ould
remain in possession of the key to one of the
principal approaches to the Russian territories.
In 1851 no less than 1 () trading vessels
passed the Straits Taganrog, Marianopol, !

Berdianski, ami Kertch, ail commercial towns,
which it has been the policy of the Russian
Government to protect and foster with the
utmost care for the lat TO years, exist only
by the freedom of trade between the Sea of
Azoff and the Kuxine.

The whole exports of the valley of the
Pon and its tributaries, and the communica-
tion between the Don md the Volga, which
places the trade of that mighty stream in con-

nection with the markets of Europe, all de-

pend on this neck of the Sea of Azoff; so that
it is no exaggeration to assert that our occu-
pation of Kertch will be felt in the interior of
Russia even to Kazan and Nishni Novogorod.
On the Asiatic shores of the Straits the Rus-

sians have also destroyed their fortifications,
so that loth sides may 1 occupied and the
allied forces will threaten or blockade Anapa,
which is the key to the whole Circassian
coast. Kertch itself is a flourishing town of
about twelve thousand inhabitants, built en-

tirely of sulistai.tial stone houses. The in-

habitants are chietly Jiceks and Tartars, and
for the first time since the commencement of
these ojrations our troops will find them-
selves in contact with what may lc termed,
by comparison, a civilized community.' The
climate, though cold in winter, is health r and
genial in this season. The surrounding coun-
try, which U termed ly the Russians the
District of Keitch-Enikol- k, is luxuriantly
fertile wherever it is cultivated; it is separa-
ted from Katf'a Ly aliout sixty miles of undu-
lating plain, lying between the Sea of Azoff
and the I'.lack Sea, and the isthmus dividing
the Ray of Kalf'a from that of Arabat is not
more than twelve miles in breadth.

A more favorable jtosition either for mili-
tary or commercial operations cannot be
found, and in the flourishing days of the Cri-

mea, both in antiquity under the Genoese,
and even under the Khan of Khazaria, the
chief seat of jover and of wealth was always
on this eastern extremity of this peninsula.
These facts being well known, it it difficult
to explain why this expedition was not made
at a much earlier period of the war, for the
forces which languished during last July at
Varna might have long since seized the forts
of Yenikale. It is true that the soundings
which have enabled Admiral Lyons and Ad-
miral Bruat to plan this successful attack had
not then Wen taken, and the manner in
which they were obtained is curious. A Brit-
ish naval officer, w hose name has unfortun-
ately not yet reached us, captured a vessel
having on board a private carriage Itelonging
to the Russian Governor of Kertch. With
this "material pledge'' in his jiossession, he
sent in a jolite message to the Governor, sta-

ting that the English cruiser was unwilling
to deprive him of his private proi'terty, and
would have great pleasure in restoring the
carriage to its former owner. ""The offer was
accepted, and the ship' a boats entered the
Bay of Kertch with the vehicle on lxiard,
sounding as they went. Piy this means it
was ascertained that there was a passage for
the small steamers to within a short distance
of the coajt, and the Govtmoi'a carriage made
a track for the Britbh fleet.

Among the other immediate advantages
resulting from the occupation of ihc Straits

. may be reckoned the inteiiuj.tion of the

. I plies which the Russian annv in the Crimea
' has hitherto drawn from the Sea of Azoff.
I Very large quantities of wheat, flour and oats

were found at Kertch and upward of CO

ulation, and it was by communication with
the inexhaustible granaries of the Sea of
Azoff that the Russian magazines were sup-

plied. This circumstance may serve to ac-

count in part for the fact that the Russians
have apparently not attempted to throw very
large rei nforcements into the Crimea. The
strength of their army must be regulated not
oniy by the numbers they may lx; able to
convey there but by the means of supixirting
them. When people talked loosely about
Russia's power to throw two hundred thou-

sand men into the Crimea, we contented our-

selves with replying that it is easer to find
the men than the food necessary U their
subsistence. We now venture to a,sser;"that
it is easier for the Allied. Powers, having
command of the sea and the coast, to main-

tain 2OO,0 men in the Crimea than for
Russia to maintain 1UO,)00 men in the inte-

rior. There are very strong reasons for le-lievi- ng

that the strength of that Russiar army
which at one time threatened Balaklava and
held our brave but suffering forces besieged
in our own lines, will turn out to lie very
much below what it was at one time sup
posed to be. A thin line of Cossaks perpetu-
ally threatened our outposts, and even le
the allied Generals to contract their position
within the narrowest defensible compass.
But what was there behind this screen?
Whenever a partial reconnoissance has been
made our troop have come in contact with
no enemy capable of holding a jtosition, and
it is by no meaus improbable that the innu-

merable hordes of Russians suppnsvl to lie
wintering in impregnable quarters behind the
low range of hills north of the Chernaya were
as much reduced in strength and numlters as
the besiegers of Sebastopol.

The last dispatch received from General
Pelissier announces that the allied forces
have now occupied the whole line of the
Chernaya, and that this ojeration met with
no serious resistance, the Russians having
speedily retired behind the bills. This fresh
success confirms us in the opinion that the
unseen strength of the enemy in the Crimea
has Wen overrated, and that be is by no
means in a condition to opjiose simultaneous-
ly the combined movements of the three
armies at Eupatoria, at Kertch, and Wfore
Sebastoj)ol. The greater probability now ap- -

tears to be, that on the advance of the Allies,
in whatever direction they may assume the
offensive, the Russians will find themselves
compelled to retreat, from inferiority of mun-ler- s

and want of supplies, and the more o as
the Sea of AzofTreing navigable for our ste-ii-

gun-boat- s, their lutse of opeiaiions may le
threatened in the rear.

These circumstances confirm and encour-

age the hopes we have never ceased to en-

tertain of a speedy and triumphant termina-
tion to the new campaign in the Crimea, but
thev do not lessen our enthusiastic admira-
tion of those heroic soldiers who, by their
endurance and their valor have at last won
a portion of that glorious reward for which
they have contended so long and suffered so
much. The people of Englaud and the most
intelligent nations of the continent of Europe
will hail with enthusiasm these indications
of renewed and increasing success. The de-

fense of the Russians though obstinate is ev-

idently fainter, and the surrender of Kerlch
without resistence is a proof of the moral de-

feat of the hostile annv. Let us proceed
with boldness and with firmness, for victory
is already in our grasp. " 'he ground we now
occupy in the Crimea gives us the command
of the Black Sea and the Sea of Azoff, from
which Russia will not dislodge us until the
termination of the war not upon her terms,
but on our own ; and the time is probably
hot distant when she wiil regret far more
than we need do the failure of the late nego-

tiations for peace. Our hopes nf peace lie in
victory, our negotiations and conditions are
in the camp before Sebastojtol, and Kertch is
another material guarantee of our ultimate
succesH.
