Seven roads, already in opera
tion, concentrate in one "rcat " Union Sla
tion," within the citv. Three morein.iortaiit
roads, the Junction, the Kvanaville, and the
Indiana and Illinois Central, are also in con
sanction, and are intended to unite with the
other roads in Indianaiiolis.

Vet we lelievc there is not a sinh loco
motive repair shop at Indianapolis. The
Cincinnati road does what repairs it has done,
at Lawren. ebnrgh; the Madison road at Mad-
ison; the Jefiersonville road at Jeifersonville;
the Cellefontaine road at Union; the Terre
Haute road at Terre Haute, the La Favette
road at Li Favette, and so on. The seven
roads already runnin; into the city have an
aggregate length of five hundred and ninety-fiv- e

This Court is designed to relieve Congress
and its Committees of the examination and
at indication of nnvate claims, it will In

oien at all times to the claimant, and its de
cision will be final in all cases, excepting in
such as shall be referred to the Court a sec
ond time by the special action of Congress.
The investigations will be as open to the
pubhc as the proceedings of other courts, and
the interests ot the United states will be pro
tected by a Solicitor appointed for that special
curiose, whose dutv the law defines to be to
prepare all ca-se- s on the part of the Govern
ment, for hearing before said Court, and to
argue the same when prepared; to cause tes
timony to le taken, whet, necessary to secure
the interests of the United States; to prepare
forms, file interrogatories, and supenntent
the taking of testimony, in the manner pre
scribed bv said Court." The Court ascertains
the justness of the claim and the amount due
but the sum awarded cannot be paid wtthou
a specific appropriation bv Congress, whicl
lody will then have an opportunity for revis
ing the action ot the Court.

The claims coming before this Court will
be such as cannot be allowed or have been
rejected by the Executive Departments, and
those grow ing out of public treaties or the ac-

tion of the agents of the Government, that
have not been provided for bv law before
hand. The accounting officers of the Treas-

ury, with the Secretary of that Department,
are charged with the examination and settle
ment of claims against the Government, but
their action must be in strict conformity with
express law. The new court can examine
into an.1 determine all claims not provided lor
bv law, and its proceedings will therefore as
similate closely to those of equity and chan
cery courts.

The court has authority to establish rules
and regulations for its own government, and
is required to make rejort to Congress from
time to time, of the material facts in the
case:t upon which they have acted, and their
opinion vwth the reasons sustaining it. Claims
are brought lefore the court through a full
written statement, giving its history and the
grounds upon which it rests. Commissioner
w ill be appointed to take testimony for and
against claims presented. It h.ts jmwer
to is-u- e subixenas for witnesses, and is au
thorized to call of the departments of
the government for information or yiers
deemed necessary in its investigations. Con-

gress has, therefore, clothed the court with
ample jtowcrs to enable it to get a full under-
standing of every case that may be j .resented
for its deliberation.

As now organized, it consists of three
Judges, a Solicitor, a clerk and an assistant
clerk. No limitation is hjkhi their
terms of office, tlie intention of Congress be-

ing to make the court a irmanent estab-
lishment. Its long continuance, however,
will depend upon the degree of confidence
its decisious secure for it from the pubhc.
It is now regarded nniversally with great fa-

vor, and gentlemen of the highest legal at-
