Friday, September 1st, came the day ap-
pointed for the martyrdom of Genesal Nar-
cisco Loper, the friend and lover of his coun-
Ltry.

"The morning dawned dark and cheerless,
for the sun hid his bright face with heavy
clouds, and refused to look on a deed so foul.

At an early hour an immense crowd as-
sembled, and waited in gloomy silence the
coming of the captive. The whole space be-
tween the Punta fort and the Carcel was
filled with troops, cavalry and infautry, who
formed an immense square, in the midst of
which was erected the scaffold, about twenty
feet high, the top surrounded by a balcony,
and in the centre of the platform was the
garrote.

The troops were heavily armad, every can-
von of the fort charged and pointed to the
place of exscution. The solemn voice of the
tolling-bell announced the coming of Cuba's
great champion, and the deep rolling drum
sent ite deatli-notes out on the morning «ir.

First, marched the strangel v-dressed priest,
bearing the black flag of death, after whom
came a detachment of soldiers, and, in their
midst, walked Cuba’s brave son, whose crime
had been to love hor honorand to seek to ad-
vance her happiness. The procession moved
slowly across the square, towards the scaf-
fold, Far above the tinselled slaves towered
his haughty form, clad in spotless white.
