THE WHITE MOUNTAINS.

The White Mountains of New Hampshire
form a conspicuous ana interesting point ui
the scenery of New England. From earliest
childhood ! had gazed ou their a?rial sum
mlts winh admiration and wonder. From the
hill tear which I firs', opened my eyes on
this beautiful world, I mi
and beyond tha towers and steeples of the

tnow-color- ed peaks of those magnificent hills.
When I left the place of my birth, and went
many miles east, to spend the maturer days
of childhood, there still towered up belore
me those noble piles. From the hills that
skirted the evergTeen plains, on wnicu was
located the venerable institution where I
spent the maturer days of youth, these moun
tains might still he seen. And when I had
become a man, and settled in my own humble
cottage, on a hill ur from the ocean-dashe- d

cliff where I had listened to the incessant
roaring of the waves, there still roso up in
solitary grandeur, f,ir above all intervening
peaks, the granite, summit of Mount Wash-
ington. Nor could I travel in any direction
without encountering, often as I ascended an
eminence, the distant view of these everlast
ing mountains. 1 hey had become associated
with the dreams of childhood, the reveries of
youth, and the sober thoughts of manhood.
t had often looked, at evening, on those lofty
peaks looming np into the clear sky, illum-
inated by the rays of the setting sun, and
wondered what might be concealed among
their dark ravines and gloomy dells what
scenes of picturesque beauty might be enjoyed
from their bright summits what " better
land," what fairy region might lie beyond.

In the summer of 183G, having a few weeks
cf leisure, I resolved to visit these mountains.
In company with several friends I started on
the excursion. We proceeded through a de-
lightful country of varied scenery lofty hills,
deep valleys, broad rivers, and mountain tor-ren- ta

till on the second day we arrived at
Fryeburg, on tha S.ico river, thirty miles
from the White Mountains, although it ap
pears at their verv base. Frveburg is one of
the most lovely spots on earth. It is a village
cf about one hundred house, in a beautiful
valley, through which the Saco winds with
a course so meandering as to make a distance
of more than thirty miles within sight of the
village. Thi-- i valley is encircled by lofty
hills, rising one above another, with the
White Mcintairs towering alore the whole.
Lovely, quiet, and peaceful as this place now
appears, it wa3 once the theater of one of the
Hiest dceperate nod bloody battles that history
ct tradidon has ever recorded. A century
ago this was the home of the Saco Indians,
the most warlike and powerful of all tho
tribes of the North. . It was also tho grand
rendezvous of all the hostile tribes in this
region, and was the principal link in the
chain of communication between the tribes of
27ew England and these of Canada. From
this point they issued out in hostile incur-
sions, carryiEg death to the settlements for a
hundred miles in every direction. Many a
mother fell bleeding under the tomahawk-m- any

an infant was da.shed again the stones.
A company was formed at Boston, under one
cf the nioet intrepid leaders of those brave
times, for tho purpose of breaking up this
haunt of merciless aavaes. They went pre-
pared to eftVct their purpose, or perish in the
attempt. They mad a their way through an
unbroken wilderness, mora than fifty miles
beyond the frontiers; found their ene'mies in
thjir native recess; ported themselves by a
small lakj that admittid of no retreat; and
there fought, some of them in single combat
by deliberate challenge, till scarcely one on
either side was left to tell the story. The
trunks of the tree?, yet standing on the bor-

ders of the lake, attest, after the lapse of a
century, the desperate conflict, of which they
are the only surviving witnesses. Countless
marks are yet seen where the ball lodged in
their trunk", and has been since extracted by
the carious or the idle.

After viewing this memorable battle-groun- d,

and resticg for a night in the hospitable man-
sion of a venerable friend, we proceeded on
cur way, up the valley of the Saco, winding
among precipitous bills, exhibiting at every
torn tSo most varied scenery. When near
the celebrated notch, where the hills approach
aonear the nvers brink r.s to leave scarcely

thunder-stor- The river dashing along from
rock to rock the hills towering precipitously
high ui bevond the dark clouds tho ram
pouring down in torrents the thunder re
doubled manifold bv its reverberation among
the hills and the lightning leaping from peak
to peak, formed altogether a scene sublime
boyond description. The whole company,
overwhelmed by their emotions, involuntarily
stopped in the open road. One of them, un-

able to restrain his feelings, leaped from his
carriage, fell on his knees, thn prostrated his
face to tho earth, and uttered ejaculations of
admiration to the name of Jehovah. It was

near this spot, where, a few years lef.rt, a
whole family had been overwhelmed bv an

avalanche from the mountain. A slide had
started from the summit and come down
with resistless force, bearing the huge rocks

nd trees with it. It was night. 1 he family,
as it is supposed, were aroused from sleep by

the thundering approach of the avalanche.
They le&ped from their beds, they fled from
their home, they ran for their lives, but
rushed into the "grasp of death. The ava
lanche, just before it reached the house,
divided, going off in different directions, leav-th- e

house uninjured, but overtaking the
family, and burying every one of them be
neath the ruins of the mountain. The house
was standing when we passed. No living
creature was seen about it but a solitary
mouse, which we scared from one of the de-

serted rooms.
A few miles beyond this spot we came to

a narrow defile called the notch. Here the
river, now dwindled to a brook which ft child
might leap over, makes its way through a
pass so narrow as to afford but barely sufficient
ipace for a carriage, while on each side the
granite cliffs rise to a great height, sometimes
perpendicular, and sometimes jutting over as
if about to fall and crush the unwary traveler.
After passing the notch, we came to an open
but elevated plain, where we found a com
rortafcle house or entertainment. Here we
rested for the night, intending to ascend the
mountain in tha morning. Arising in the
morning, bright and early, we procured
inkle and rjrepared for the ascent. W
" . . - i ... tplunged into a dense forest of evergreen, and
with manv a wearv step clambered tip the
teep ascent As we proceeded the trees be

came "few and far between," and dwindled
to mere dwarfs. After climbing up, up, up,
for a distance of about two miles, we reached
the summit of the first mountain. This was
a rlain of great extent, commanding a fine
view in every direction. Here we saw the
summit of Mount Washington, the highest of
the trroup, distant four miles. For more than
three miles the path lay along this elevated
table-lan- d, with slight depressions and eleva
tions, though gradually rising, exhibiting new
views of distant scenery with every chang
of position, till we reached the foot of th
last peak, that of Mount ashmgton itel
Here we rested for a while, and took a re
freshing drink of water from a clear and col
spring. Thus prepared we commenced th
tedious ascent over naked rocks, broken into
countless fragments, piled one above another,
and bleached bv the storms of ages. At last
we gained the highest peak of this enormous
pyramid. The atmosphere was clear, only
a light cloud occasionally passed over the
sun. This, however, added to the interest of
the scene. The flitting shadow of a clou
moving rapidly over the mountain, and traced
in its progress for many miles, as it was lorne
south by the north wind, was a spectacle
which I had often admired in a hilly country,
but which I had never before seen on so
grand a scale.

The view from Mount Washington coin-bin- es

the beautiful, the grand, and the sub-liin- o.

You have before you, on the south,
the Saco, winding its devious passage among
precipitous hills, till it escapes in the broad
plains of Fryeburg. Far away in the south
is spread out before you the illimitable At-

lantic On the east you Bee the Androscog'n,
winding, for many miles, threugh an unbroken
wilderness, then issuing out among cultivated
fields and beautiful villages. Oa tho west
you see, far over the hills, the valley of the
Connecticut, and the distant range of the
Green Mountains beyond. On the north you
look on an ocean of mountains of various
forms and sizes, covered with forests of every
variety of evergreen. So elated is Mount
Washington above all other hills in the
neighborhood, that yon may look down on
every object as far as the laws of vision will
permit. I recognized many a town, lake,
and stream, which I had known in the re
gions below. I looked for my own humble
cottage, three days' journey distant, but it
was lost in the dimness of distance.

lean never forget my visit to those magnifi-
cent piles of nature's own forming. Years
have since passed away. In the mean time,
I have exchanged the magnificent hills, on
which my eye rested from childhood, for the
equally magnificent plains of the west. But
still the beauty and the grandeur of tho view
from Mount Washington, form a vivid pic-

ture on which I love to look. This picture
seems to form a part of my vry soul. It is
to me one of the connecting links that bind
the present to the memory of the past.

GREENWOOD.

On a pleasant bummer day I crossed over
the Brooklyn ferry, took a seat in the omni-
bus, and after a pleasant ride of a few miles,
along the shores of the delightful bay of
.Tsew lork, I arrived at the large, cumberous
gate-wa- y that opons from the busy world into
the silent resting place of the dead.

The surface of the enclosure is remarkably
diversified by hills, valleys, small lake, open
glades, thickets of shrubbery, and groves of
torest trees. 2 early the entire ground is laid
out in lots, of various shapes and sizes, and
ornamented with iron railings, and monu-
ments, and statuary, according to the cultiva-
ted or capricious tastes of the various owners.
It would be impracticable to describe, without
resorting to a -- technical catalogue of names,
the various (hapes and styles of monument
erected in that ground. There are unassum-
ing headstones, there are plain slabs, there
are monuments extravagantly costly some
with beautiful and others with grotesque and
fantastic designs and there are Grecian and
Gothic structures like moderate sized dwell-
ings. The most ex pensive decorations are about
the grave of Charlotte Canda, who died "by a
fall from a carriage on her seventeenth birth-
day." Though the extravagant costliness of
this monument seems inappropriate and use-
less, yet we may say of its form, and of its
various appendages, that we can in truth say
of very few of the monuments in Greenwood,
that the design seems conceived and execu-
ted in good taste.

I cau hardly see the appropriateness of going
back in search of suitable designs for a toml
stone, to the ruins of Egypt, and deforming
the monuments of the dead with monstrous
forms of wingged globes and unsightly ima-
ges of serpents. I can see little to choose
between some of these images so common in
Greenwood, and the disimal skeleton faces
on the gravestones of the Puritan church-
yards.

There are some points in Greenwood from
which the view is splendid. There i one on
the southern border of the cemetary, from
which the ocean prospect is most glorious.
For miles to the right and to the left, and as
far as the eye can reach in front, you may
look off on the blue deep, reflecting from its
mirrory surface the tints of the overhanging
sky, and whitened frequently with the swell-
ing sails of numerous ships.

The sun was setting, and I was about leav-
ing Greenwood with disappointment The
effect on the whole was not pleasant. There
was much effort at pomp and show, and cir-
cumstance. There was too much ambition
in the proprietors of lots to out-d-o each other
in expense of decoration. There seemed
evidence of attempU to carry the artificial
and conventional distinctions of society be-

yond life, even to the grave. The most of
names that figure largely on the costly deco-
rated lots arc not the names known as phi-
lanthropists, or benefactors of the race, or
even as contributors to science and literature.
But they are names of such as have acquired
wealth by manufacturing " sarsaparilla," or- pills," or other equally interesting articles.
One very tall monument tears, in great capi-
tals, the name of some oue, 44 packing-bo- x

maker, at Gold street" All these attempts
to glorify, by extravagant expense and bom-
bastic eulogium. after death, the names of
those who, in life, were distinguished only
for acquiring wealth by some fortunate acci-
dent or artful speculation, seem to me in bad
taste. Nor do I like the publicity of such
ceraetaries as Greenwood. The place is
thronged with the thoughtless and the curi-
ous. The thoroughfares are scarcely less
crowded than Broadway or tha Bowery. I
would cot when I go to kneel and weep over
the grave of ray heart's loved one, have a
hundred idle paaeers-b- y jrazirje at me. anJ.

room for a carriage, wa suddenly met a hy thsif profane presence, disturb the sanctity

of the place, and the quiet of my meditations.
No. Let my friends sleep, and, when life is

over, let me sleep with them in tho quiet
church yard of the rural village.

I was about U leave Greenwood with feel-

ings of disappointment and dissatisfaction,
when my attention was called, by the iriend
who accompanied me, to a distant corner of
the ground, wonderous thickly dotted with
little graves. Oa approaching the spot I
found it the public burial place for little chil-

dren. There were strewed side by side near-
ly a thou -- and graves, all of children apparent-
ly under two or three years of age, and all
made within the last few months. The little
ones sleeping in this unadorned spot were
children of parents too poor to own a lot in
these grounds, and too poor, except in a very
few instances, to afford the smallest stone on
which to inscribe the name of their lost one
But indications of .affection, touching indica
tions, were not wanting. Some of the little
graves were strewed with flowers. The
flowers were in every stage of decay, from
withered and dry to wilted or fresh, showing
that often came the hand of love to scatter
the emblems of youth and innocence ever the
grave. On tho other graves were arranged
he toys and playthings of the lost little one

Others were covered with sea-shell- s, gathered
robably by the poor sailor father on foreign
aores. And these little toys, plaything

and shells were all the poor parents and sis
ters could afford in memory of "the little boy
that died," or the little eirl that, like the
dew-dro- p, "sparkled, was exhaled, and went
to heaven." These simple tokens of affec
tion in the poor a .voke in my heart emotions
which the costly monuments of the wealthy
had lailed to excite.

A SABBATH IN THE WILDERNESS.
The stranger, whom Providence sent to my

rescue, crossed the river in his canoe, and safe--
y conveyed me to my own camp, where my

companions had prepared a roaung hrc, and
a Dountuui supper. Un my arrival 1 was so
chilled I could not speak; but a change of
clothes, a blazing nre, and a substantial sup
per soon restored me. I then wrapped my
self in my blanket, and raising my eyes and
heart in Uevout gratitude to heaven for mr
protection through the fatigues and dangers
of the day, I lay down on my bed of cedar
boughs, and soon fell asleep. I was, how
ever, too much fatigued to sleep undisturbed.
The image of Katahden, with its precipices
and ravines, and the snow storm, of the path
less wilderness, and the conception of des
perate struggles to extneate myself from im
pending danger, haunted me in my num
bers.

in me morning l awoke just as tne sun
peeped in through the trees. All was bright
and beautiful. Not a cloud obscured the sky.

It was the holy day of rest the Sabbath.
It was, too, the Sabbath of the year. The
equinoctial storm was passed, and mellow au-

It was the sweet Sabbath day, and I was
left to enjoy it alone ; for my companions
wont to meet the lingering members of the
party with provisions. I love a solitary ram-bl- o

There are times
when I love to hear no sounds but those of
nature, and to see no sights but the green
grass, and the waving trees, and the bright
waters, and the blue sky. Such seasons are
to ruo the sabbath of the soul a Sabbath,
not the busient day of the week, devoted,
from early morn to late at night to active ex-

ercises, and on which, having to do or to hear
so much talking, there is no time to think,
but a Sabbath of rest a quiet retreat of holy
meditation. Such a Sabbath was that which
I spent on that lono isle of boauty, far away
in the Penobscot waters. It wa3 one of the
ha piest and the most profitable I ever spent

The next moming we made ready for our
return home. Fair faces, cheerful hearts,
sweet smiles, and merry voices, would greet
me on my return to my distant home ; but
yet I could not without regret leave my little
island. It seemed like the home of child-
hood. While preparations were making for
our departure, I wandered over it, marking
each remembered spot where I had passed
the twilight hour, or the Sabbath rest And
when all was ready, and I had stepped into
my canoe, I went back to a lovely bower, and
said, instinctively, "Good-by- e !"

Thus it is that tho heart clings to every ob-

ject associated with its joys and its sorrows.
Many a year has passed since I saw that
lonely isle. And I have seen many a beau
tiful and many a lovely Bpot Yet I still
love, and sometimes pine tor my lonely little
island.

Do the Best You Can.
It is a very usual and a very natural thing

for men and women too to sink down dis-

couraged when obstacles present themselves
in the way of easy progress through life.
in apprentice, the mechanic, the clerk, the
merchant and the professional man, will slur
over what they find to be either difficult or
disagreeable in their rounds of duties, with-
out once thinking tho wrong they do them-
selves and others, and the ever-accrui- ng evil
which such a habit engenders.

other hand, by constantly keeping in mind
and practising upon the motto "Do the best
you can," they earn the good will of all
around them and tho satisfaction afforded only
by an approving conscience. Then, when
time anl opportunity arrive for advancement
ther rarely want a helping hand.

To "Do the best you can," young man, is
not to plod on, day by day, performing the
allotted round ofduty uncomplainingly, with
out once thinking of better things or of mde
pendence for yourself and for those in whose
existence yours is bound up. .Neither is it,
on the other hand, to let the thought of your
own superior worth, and the watchfulness for

chances " predominate in all you say and
do, so that it can only be said you "do" your
duty nothing more. Nor yet is it to think
only of your work as so much task to be rid
of as quickly as possible, so that you may
spend every other moment in idleness or
mere amusement without aim or object be-
yond passing pleasure.

To "Do the best you can," is, so far as pos-
sible, to lay down a course of life in you own
mind to t hich you will obtain if possible,
and then keep your eye upon it wherever
you are, and in whatever you do.

Connect your-
self with some library, or in other ways ob-
tain books descriptive of the art or trade in
which you are engaged. Lose no opportuni-
ty to obtain information upon every branch
and minute detail of it. Relaxation you
must have, of course, but while you seek and
enjoy it, see if you cannot adapt even that tothe aim you have chosen.

Your first steps in such a course will behard ones; you may feel terribly discouraged
but persevere, and when you cannot do all
you would, then do all you can, and b con-
tent therewith. But do not give up the con-
test Renew it day by day, and year by year
When you once get fairly started, the prr
gress you make will encourage you on, and
difficulties will vanish like mist Soon you
will gain confidence in your position. A su-
perior intelligence will show itself in your
work, and as you compare yourself with your
fell en those who work without
thought or study you will discover, little
by little, that the secret of real success in life
is perseverence and close application.

Reliooi-- s Services at the Curistiav
Chcbch, Cor. of Walnct and Fourth.-- Eld
er D. P. Henderson has been engaged for the
past seven weeks in teaching Christianity, in
the church of the Christian congregation, on the
corner of Walnut and Fourth streets. He is
now drawing crowds of attend vo listeueru, and
the spacious house is constantly failed to its
utmost capacity. His ministrations command
great favor; indeed, we have never known any
Christian preacner wno so enureiy enjoyea the
respect and love of the intelligent audiences
that assemble nightly to hear him. He is a
remarkable pulpit speaker, as may be inferred
from the fact that his ministrations, alter sev-

en weeks almost constant service, are as earn
estly sought after and prized now as at any
timo during the meetings. Tho audience on
Sunday night, consisting of a lair representa
tion of the intellect of this city, was the largest
line we ever saw assembled in Louisville.
Every part of the house was occupied ; tho
ailes. the galleries, and the space around the
pulpit were as thickly plauted with people as
they could stand or sit. And throughout the
remarkable discourse ot Mr. uenuerson. mere
was the'profoundest silence and attention on
the mrt of the audience. c understand
that some of the hearers of the discourse, m
tend to write it out and publish it.

Nearly one hundred additions have been
made to the congregation. A number were
baptized in the pool in the church on Sunday
night; others presented themselves to be bap
tized on Monday night, and several were
baptized yesterday afternoon in Beargrass
creek, because of their preference of the run
ning stream to the pool.

Illinois Central Railroad Lands.
Among the evidences of immigration to our
own State this season, we observo that tho
sales of the Illinois Central Railroad lands this
month, up to Saturday, June 23d, were $450
000. The terms of pavment which are of
fered by the Company form the reason why
their sales to actual settlers are so rapid and
large.
