Letter from Hon. Robt. Dale Owen.
Naples, June 25, 1855.

I preserve so gratefal and agTeeablo recol-

lections, my dear, of tho pleasant
hours in your parlor at Indianapolis, for which

I was indebted to yourself and the Judge,

that I am fain to persuade myself, that a

letter from an old friend, dated from his dis-

tant Italian home, may not be wholly unin-

teresting nor unwelcome.
I have beard you express a great desire to

visit this region of the world, so celebrated in

the past, so beautiful in the present And

very surely you would not be disappointed.

High as were my expectations from the ac-

counts I had read of the bay of Naples, the
reality came up to them all. One of their
poets has described it asMva pezzo di cielo ca- -

duto in terra" (a bit of Heaven, dropped
down upon earth,) and when one looks upon

it at its best moments and in its various as

pects of loveliness, the hyperbole seems not
out of place. I do not wonder that Neapoli

tans, driven to other lands by tyrrany or want,

yet droop and pine after the delicious cli-

mate and luxurious scenery of their own.

The thermometer ranges from about 23

to 88; its extreme range being about C0 in-

stead of 120, as with us. I have not seen

snow except on the distant mountains, lor
two years; and in summer the heat can but
rarely be called oppressive. There is. al-

ways a pleasant evening sea-breez- e, under
the invigorating influence of which one can
walk out without inconvenience.

The one object of most interest, perhaps,
is Vesuvius, about eight miles from the city,
seen from every portion of the bay and neigh

borhood the marked feature in every land

scape a slight smoke issuing from its sum-

mit, terribly suggestive of the devastation it
has often tread around, and which it still

retains the power to
If vou could but have visited us last

month! Only think of it; we have had an

eruption; the lava pouring forth in an inces-

sant stream some nine or ten miles in length.

for twenty-si- x days! I would have willing
ly rone a thousand miles to see it It is a sight

o
to remember while one lives.

It was late in the evening of the 30th of
April, I think, that my servant entered the
room, with a face of eagerness, exclaiming
Jl vesuvio fa fusco!" (that is, "makes fire.")

I ascended to the terrace of the house, and

there became aware that I was at last to wit
ness an eruption. Through a good telescope
I could distinguish on the Northern slope of
the cone and about two thirds of the way up
the mountain, a small crater throwing up red- -

hot stones, and the lava descending from it
I subsequently visited the spot twice, at

night; but 1 despair ot conveying to you
any adequate idea of the scene. There hail

been formed five craters, or "moulds of fire,"

as they called them, none exceeding 30 or
40 feet in height; one or two giving forth
flame only, the others throwing up at inter
vals, with a low rumbling or moaning sound

slight showers of red hot stones, ashes, scoriue

ore; resembling artificial fire-wor- ks on

grand scale. From these poured fbrth two
streams of lava in a perfectly liquid state,
flowing down the steep descent with a vclo

city of 4 or 5 miles an hour. Each stream
might be some 30 or 40 feet wide, and exactly

the color of gold. Down the center of each
was a broad, perfectly smooth, buruishe
stripe, while on each side it was somewhat
roughened, like dead gold. No partial cool

ing had yet darkened its surface or arrested
its flow. If some volcano in California shoul
ever pour forth, in liquid foim, her hidden
treasures, the stream would not appear other
or more brilliant than that which now flowed
before ua."

To reach the edge of this stream, I crossed

the lava of the preceding day, the surface of
which had already hardened, so that there
was little risk except to the soles of one'
boots. I approached within eight or ten feet
of one of the craters, which was then vomit
ing forth flame. There, however, the heat
was so excessive, that I could only remain
few seconds. So I quickly returned to gaze
at safer distance, on the unearthly scene.
Never, never can I forget it! The entire
course of the lava was marked by a superin
cumbent curtain of dense vapor, lighted up
by the lurid glare from the river of fire be
low. This sulphurous canopy rolled up tho
mountain, settling upon it in heavy masses
of dark clouds, completely concealing
summit Immediately around us, every thing
showed clearly as by day. But what a light!
such an one as we may suppose shed over
Milton's Satan and his audience, when he
was stirring the fallen angels, to a second re-

bellion. Men looked like spectres in it The
pitchy darkness which brooded on the upper
mountain was momentarily illuminated from
time to time, by the sudden flaming forth of
the highest among these newly formed craters,
situated some three or four hundred yards up
the slope of the cone. I experienced a strange
desire to ascend and penetrate tho mysteries
of that region of mingled fire and gloom.
But it would have been madness; for at
every step on the road one would have been
exposed to showers of red hot stones; to say
nothing of the chance of a new crater sud-

denly opening beneath one's feet, so I re-

frained, calling to mind some lines from my
favorite Schiller, occurring in his ballad, "The
Diver:"

Mud der Meach veraach die Cotter nlcht,
Mud begohr wiwmer Bad wlwincr zu aciianen

Was ale guadig bedecken wit Nachl and wit graven!'"
I forget whether you read German or not

But in case you do not, these lines may be
thus translated.
"And let not man tempt the Gods;
And never, never let him seek to behold
What they, ta their mercy, cover up with night and

dark neat!"
Following the current of lava to about a

mile and a half from its source, wo reached
a perpenlicular ledge of rock, over which it
poured in a cataract of fire, some 30 or 40 feet
in depth and 80 or 100 feet in width, divided
in the centre by a dark projecting rock, w hich
stood out in bold contrast with the red-h- ot

stream. . Large masses of lava, often 15 or 20
feet in diameter, some still of a white heat,
others already darkoned in color by partial
cooling, rolled slowly over, toppling down,
as they reached the perpendicular descent,
not swiftly or suddenly, as heavy bodies over
a water fall, but quietly and majestically, in
part arrested by sinking somewhat in the
thick, liquid mass.

Beneath this marvelous cascade, the stream
of lava dropped into a rocky mountain gorge
spreading out to considerable width, and
moving on very slowly with a constant crack-
ling sound, like that of the ice breaking up
in a large river. I could trace its wind in
course for miles, by the bright streaks of fire,
until at last it disappeared in the distant
gloom.

At a later period of the eruption, I visited
the lower portion of the mountain, at the
points where the lava reached the valley be-

low. Here, too, the scene was magnificent,
beyond anything I had previously conceived.

The lava had descended to the plain by
way of a deep ravine, up the precipitous
banks of which I followed a guide by torch-
light about three miles. Some two or three
hundred feet below me, slowly on crept the
mass of lava, for it could scarcely now be
called a stream, most of it having darkened

to tho color and appearance of coke, streaked,

however, with narrow stripes of red hot mat-

ter. The scenery as we ascended became

wilder and wilder. After a time we entered
narrow, deep cut and very steep pass, which

shut out everything from our view. Emcrg- -

rg from this, we came suddenly on one of
the most i t tlime spectacles this earth can
afford. Just opposite, across a deep, dark
gulf, the lava poured down in four distinct,
and etill red hot streams, over a precipitous

escent of eight hundred or a thousand feet
he sulphurous clouds drifting from its surface

and rolling away up the mountain side.
magine such a scene in the stillness and
arkness of night! If it had been but a moun

tain torrent, glittering in the moonlight and
pouring its brawling waters into the gloom
below, with a succession of rapids down that
dark ravino, to the distant plain, even then
the effect would have been striking and
romantic In tho extreme. But conceive the
waters of that torrent suddenly converted into
iquid gold, lighting up, with their glare, tho

obscurity of night; their several streams
awaiting to form at the bottom of the abyss,
a lake of fire ; and you may form some idea
of a scene never to be fully conceived except
by those who witnessed its awful and sublime
reality.

Quite different, but very remarkablo in its
character was the scene which some days af
terwards I visited, in tho plain below, at the
extreme points of the lava-strea- Above,
on tho mountain, I had seen it in its wild
sublimity ; here, it appeared in its destruc-

tive migiit Inch by inch, foot by foot and
finally mile by mile the smoking mass glided
on, silently and irresistibly as death, swallow- -

ng up every thing before it Cultivated
fields, orchards, vineyards, olive groves, houses,
roads, were covered up for ever from human
sight Ua ana on it came, showing in Iront
ike a huge blackened wall, seamed with

veins of fire, great masses of dark lava rolling
down in advance.

The people, with pale faces of terror and
wonder, were clustered by hundreds in front
of it, watching its progress. And only watch
ing it, or at worst weeping and wringing their
hands; for every one felt, that human effort
might as well avail to stop the sun in his
course, as to arrest the progress, or divert the
course, of that exterminating scourge ! As
taken in connection with any puny efforts of
man wc were in the presence of Almighty
Power ! It might spare, or it might destroy,
we could but look on and submit Except,
perhaps, the main fall of Niagara, I nover
witnessed anything that so completely em
bodied the idea of irresistible Fate.

The progress of this lava-curre- now eight
or ten miles from its sourco and gradually

hardening to rock, was slow ; usually some
twenty or thirty feet in half an hour ; though
at ono time I saw it move on thirty feet in
five minutes. It separated into two streams
One threatened the village of Cercolo, but
stopped short of it about 300 yards. The
other flowed towards the village of Santioria
but came to a stand about half a mile distant
from it Thus the amount of destruction
was less than was at first anticipated.

LOSS OF LIFE IN THB WAR.

The progress of science and civilization
does not seem to have rendered war less
bloody than of yore, or even to have dimin
ished the contingent losses by exposure and
disease. hen it is stated that in tho wars
of the French Republic and Empire G,000,000
of men wero lost to Europe, the first feeling
is one of incredulity; but we may judge by
the events of tho past eighteen mouths, the
resent struggle is destined to exceed all that

have gone before in tho wide spread destruc-
tion which it will cause. Front authority
which there is every reason to trust I learn
that the Turkish Empire has lost 130,000
men since the declaration of war in the Au-

tumn of 1853. The French have since their
arrival in tho East lost 70.000. dead or in
valided; whilo the British have suffered to
the extent of 28,000. Although Austria has
not been at war. vet her occupation of the
provinces and the formation of immense

camps, which aro always more or less un
healthy, have cost her no slight diminution
of force. But putting aside the neutral
powers, the allies, French, British and Turks,
appear to have lost about 230.0U0 men. The
oss ol the Russians was stated by Lord Lans- -

downe to be also 230,000, but there is reason
to believe that this calculation is below the
truth. Taking into account the mortallity
on board the ships of war and transports, and
among the laborers of different kinds attached
to the armies, of whom there are some thou
sands in the Crimea, it may bo assumed that
Irom OUU.ULU to 000,000 men have perished
or become invalided since the commence
ment of the war. Aud vet it cannot be said
that there have been many bloody battles, or
indeed any lighting on the scale of the gi
gantic contests which marked the wars of the
French Empire. When oicrations are con
ducted on a larger field we must expect still
greater losses, and be prepared for supplyin

The thermometer stands at 110 de"
in the shade, so far as there is any shade for
it to stand in, the only covering being tho
scorched and shrunken canvass of the tents.
The other day an unfortunate man fell down
from a sunstroke, while walking a few yards
from tent to tent, and has been in a danger
ous slato ever since, ihe panting oxen
which draw the arabas sink down from fa
tigue and thirst, on arriving from I'ujukdcre
or Mashlak. All the defences against heat
which the officers have added to their va
rious head-dress- es are unavailing to prevent
headache and sickness. Indeed, in the
neighborhood of Constantinople, with its
southerly wind and scorching sun, it is some
what dangerous to ttke much exercise durin
the middle of the day.

A BRITISH BRIGADE SEVENTEEN IIOUBS IN SE

hastopol!
Tho London limes gives the following ac

count of Gen. Eyre's entry into Scbastopol
By far the most extraordinary part of th

events of the day, was the successful, and wc
must add astonishing attack on the lsarrac
Uattery, made by the Second Brigade of th
Third Division, under tho command of Gen
Eyre. This corps consisted of the IKh, 18il
28th, 38th, and 44th Uegimeuts, to which was
added the 18th Royal Irish as the stormin
party. These six Kegiments mustered in a
scarcely 2.0UO men. Their task was to oecu
py Cemetery and Barrack Batteries upon th
Dockyard Creek. Major liiddulpn states i

his Typographical Sketcltes of Sebastopol that
the Barrack Battery stands on the nose ot th
hill, immediately above the bay. Lord Uag
lan describes it as "the works at the head of
tho Dockyard Creek." It is, in fact, a woi
between the KeJan and the South Harbor, and
slightly in the rear of tho Bedan, as repre
sented by Major Biddulph. Against this
point the attack of General Lyro and his bri
i?ade was directed. Thoy rushed upon the
churchyard (which must not bo coufounded
with the work of the same name on the ex
trcme left) and drovo out tho enemy, but
heavy fire immediately opened on our men
from the adjacent batteries. INotuinfj daun-
ted however, four companies of the 18th dash-
ed on towards tho town, and literally entered
the suburb, where they occupied sonie fur-
nished houses, apparently just deserted by
their inhabitants. In this singular jiosition
they were secure from the fire of tho Russian
heavy guns, but they could neither advance
nor retreat, and, what is most extraordinary,
no attempt appears to have been mado to re-

lieve them, or to strengthen this attack, al-

though they remained iu the place 17 hours,
from 4 o'clock in the morning until 9 o'clock
at night, when the return of darkness ena-
bled them to retire. Nor was this an excep-
tionable circumstance. Tho 9th Regiment
alsJ affected a lodgment in some houses; a
sergeant's party drove a dozen Russian artil-
lerymen out of a small battery; an oflicer with
six men and 15 French soldiers reached a part
of tho Flagstaff Battery; another oflicer with
12 men took one of the Russian rifle-pit- s,

and held it throughout the day. It is scarce-
ly possible to doubt that if, upon tho failure
of tho attack on the Redan, w hich, fatal as it
was, did not last half an hour, the strength of
the columns of attack had been thrown on the
left, pjie part at least of the place would" have
been " tarried. It is indeed unconceivable
that, knowing the critical position in which
this brigade was placed by its own successful
advance and the fact that it was engaged
alone throughout tho day, no attempt should
have been made to take advantage of its en-

try and to relieve it at all hazards from so
perilous a predicament.
