extensive learning. In glancing over the In-

troductory Address, we met with some passa
ges hearing on the most interesting topic of

th day, and containing so much trJ.'h and
sound sense, (though written by a Itoman
bishop,) that we cannot forbear presenting
them to our readers.

We referred, a few days since, to the census

to show the nnraerical inferiority of our catho
lie population, not being more than a million
and a half, when by natural incrca33 it ouht
to be at least four million.

The same fact may be shewn by contrast
ing tho progress of Catholicism with that of
other denominations.

Marjlaid,the first State whero the Roman
Catholic Church gained a footing, now con
tains eighl hundred and se?en Prrotcstant
churches, and only sixty-fiv- e Catholic con-

gregations. In Florida tho Catholics early
made settlement. Now there are ouo hun-

dred and seventy Protestant and onfy fiv
Catholic churches! Louisiana was settled by
the Catholics, who now have fifty-fiv- e church-
es in tho State, while tho Protectant have
two hundred and forty-seve- n congregations.
In Texas, the Catholics wore tho first sect in
point of time; they now have thirteen church-

es, but tho Protestants report throe hundred
and seven societies in tho State. The num-

ber of Episcopal, Lutheran, and Uoman
Catholic churches are very nearly the same
throughout the country, but each of these
denominations have about one-devm- of the
number of tho Methodists, scarcely one-eijJ-

that of tho Baptist, and not me-fmtr- tS that
of tho Presbyterian.

"But Catholics, especially thoe of foreign
birth, vote together, and vote for a particular poli-
tical party: the liberties of oar country are there
fore endangered from this constantly augment-
ing foreign influence. This chargo is ground-
less both in its facts and its inferences. In the
first place, our native born Catholics have been
heretofore divided; almost equally, between the
two leadiuir political parties of the country; in
the second place, though the large majority of the
Catholics of foreign birth have teen in the habit
of voting with the Democrats, yet tkey have
been far I'rom unanimous on the subject; in the
third place, the number of Catholics in this
Country is now, and is lilu-l- to continue to be,
much loo inaignincantto rule the country in one
way or another, cither for good or for evil.

. "Tho following candid and scnsibla remarks
from the Boston tost, a political print of sorse
standing, contains so much sound reasoning on
this subject, based upon facts tending to 6now
the glarnrg absurdity of the chargo that foreign-
ers are taking the country that we will be par-
doned for republishing them entire:

'It is said that we Khali be overrun with for
eigners; that they will rise upon native citizens
aud overpower them; that CaiholicUiu will pro-va- il

and deprive America of its liberties. These
assertions have been reiterated so often that
thousands really fear such, results. Take tbe
former apprehension, and let facts, so far as they
bear on the question of physical force, say how
groundless that fear is. in the li.st place, for
the whole time wo have been a nation, it is a
fact that no such attempt has been made; aud
if it ever should be made, such is the admirable
working of our institutions, that the rule of a
mob is utlerlv out of the question. Permanent

r success, even whero the foreign population out
weighs the native population, is an impossibili-
ty; tor the whole force of tho country would at
once be invoked to auppremi such a rule. In
the next place, consider the nttsr folly, want of
foresight, and suicidal policy of such an attempt,
if it ktiould ever be mado. Of our now thirty
millions of population, one million (th" number
is probably greater; but this docs not atTcct the
argument) only are from Ireland: of the thirty-eig- ht

thousand churches that the census of lb.0
thows as being in the country, the Catholic are
set down at one thousand two hundred and
twenty-one- ; aud of the eighty-seve- n millions
of church property, the Catholics have nine
millions. .Vow, cannot this immense prepon-
derance of Protestantism and of Americanism
take care of itself? Is it not perfectly prepos-
terous to suppose for a mement that the Irish
Catholics will ever attempt to 'rise,' as the phrase
is, with such an enormous disparity against
them? It is due, it is but bare justice, to our
foreign population to say, that not only lias
there been iio attempt at rising, but their con-
duct save only in cases when heated by liquor
or otherwise excited has been almost invariably
that of peaceable citizeus, submissive to the
Uw. iliey haoe a right to have such a certi-
ficate, as to the past, to stand in their favor; and
when we consider their position ainorg us, we
believe there is no more danger of their 'rising'
than there is of the failing ot the stars.'

"Much has been said and written of late years
about the 'foreign vo;e.' Both parties, on the

ve of elections, have been in the habit of enuri
ng foreicners;' who have th'is, against their

own choice aiid will, been singled out from the
rest of the comrannitv, and placed in a false and
odious position, by political demsgogaes for
their own vile purposes. Ihst they have been
thus severed from their fellow citizens, and in
sulted with the compliment ef their influence
as a beparate body, has cot been so ranch their
fault, as it has bcn their misfortune. From the
successful party they have generally received
witnatew nouoraMe exceptions little but cold
ness after the election; while from the party de
feated. they have invariably received nothing
but abuse and calumnv. So they have been.
without their own ageney, placed between two
fixes, tnd have been caressed and outraged by
tarns. Any appeal made to them by politicians,
in their character of religionists or foreigners,
and not in that of American citizens, is mani
festly an insult, whether so intsnded or not; and
we trust that Catholics will always view such
appeals in this light. Vt henevcr it is quant mu
of State policy, they can have no interests dif-
ferent from those of their fellow citizen. The

try have di.ereetly stod aloof, and wisely
stained from exercising auv influence in the ex
citing political conte.ts which have successively
arisen. We ourselves, though to the manor
born, have never even on political ques
tion; ana we believe that most of our brother
prelates and clergy have adopted the same pru
dent precaution; not surely through auy want
of interest in the country, but chiefly with
view to remove Irom tho enemies ot our Church
the slightest pretext for slandering our religions

The only influence we hare sought
to bring to bear en the members of our commu
nion, has been invariably in the interests of
peace, or order, and of ehartty for all men, even
for our most bitter enemies. Whenever we have
had occasion to onr people on the ere
of elect ia. we have counseled them to avoid
all violence, tobe-ar- e of being carried away
by passion, to be temperate, to respect the feel- -

injrs and principles of opponents, and. in
the exercise of their franchise as citizens, to vote
conscientiously for the men and measures they
might think most likely to advance the real and
permanent interests of the republic. We defy
any one to prove that we have ever attempted to
exercise any otuer innuence man this, ne con
trary has leen occasionally asserted by nnpriu
cm ftd dmaTozus, for political effect: but the

of political contests, has in every instance
turned out to tx; a grievous slander; which was
scarcely believed at the time, even bv those who
wore most ba?v in riving it circnlarion.

Never since the foundation of tho republic
has it bren heard of, that the Caiholic bishops
or clergy have takeu an active part in conduct-in'- -

the proceedings of political conventions, or
in fomenting political excitement, in the name
of the religion of peace and love. They are not.
ar.d never have been, eithtr abolitionists or free
so.I'.tj, uUratsts or politico-religiou- s alarmists.
Nor have they ever ventured, either collectively
or individually, to address huge remonstrances
to Congress, threatening vengeanco in the name
of Alniighijr God. unless certain particular mea-
sures were passed or repealed! Never have
they bton heard brawling in the public streets
anil highways, haranguing in violent language
the already excited populace, lashing their pas
sion.s into fury, and openly exciting them to
deeds of mob violence and bloodshed! Xevor
have thev been known to parade the Bible in
noisy political processions, thus prostituting the
holy bo-if:- , winch breathes naught but peace and
god will towards all men, to the vile purposes
of political faction and s 'Ctarian rtrifef Minis
tern of other denominations have done, or coon-ten-incr- d

Catholics of foreign birth ate darned, ia the
same breath, with voting the Democratic-ticke- t,

and'vrith being the secret-o- r oj.en enemies of
republican government! Is it then true that a
man cattnot be a Democrat without being a rai-

tor to his country? If 60, then have the desti-
nies of this great republic beeu ruled, with very
slight intermission, for nearly thirty years by
an organized band of traitors, consi-tin- r of the
vast majori-- y of our population! Catholics can
well ahord to be traitors in such goodly com-

pany. We are no oliticians ourselves, and, so
far as we have had any political leanings, they
hare heretofore beeu to the policy of the Whijs;
but, in common with every man of round judg-
ment and liberal mind, we reprobate the npirit.
which would thus inconsistently and absurdly
brand the advocates of different principles as
enemies of the country aud of all liberty. The
genius of our noble constitution is in favor Qf

allowing to every man the largest liberty of
opinion in matters of State policy, without his
thereby incurring the risk of having his motives
questioned or h; loyalty impeached. If any
charge could consistently be or sustained
against this large portion of our Catholic popu-
lation, it would bo, on the contrary, that they
have been generally in favor of too enlarged a
liberty, to tally with the views of those who
profess to belong to the conservative school; but
to charge them with an iniention to undermine
our republic, is .simply an absurdity, as glaring
as ir is malicio :s.

'Those who are loudest in their denunciations
of 'foreigners.' ;vui lo for-- et what 'foreigners'
have douj for too country. They have filled
our army and navy; they Lave fought our bat-
tles; they have leveled our forests, peopled our
vast unoccupied territory, and filled our cities
with operatives and mechanics; they have dug
our canals, built our turnpikes aud railroads;
and have thus promoted, more perhaps than any
other class, the improvement of the country and
the devtlopement of its vast resources; in a
word, they have, in every way, largely contri-
buted towards enhancing the weadh and in-

creasing ihe prosperity of the republic. Do
they deserve nothing but bitter denunciation
and unsparing invective for all these services?
Arc they to be brandtd as aliens nnd traitors,
for havfng thus r Sectually labored to servo their
adopted country?

'But they are foreigners in feeling and in in-

terest, and they still prefer their own nationali-
ty to ours. We answer first, that if this their
alleged feeling le excessive, and if it teud to
diminish their love for the country of their
adoption, it is certainly in to far reprehensible;
but where is the evidence that this is the case?
Has their lingering love for the country of their
birth, with its glowing memories of early child-
hood and ripening manhood, of a mother's care
and eister'a love, interferd in aught with their
nflw class of duties as American eitiiens? Has
it prevented their sharing cheerfully in the bur-
dens, in the labors, and in the perils of t'.e
country? We believe not. Instead of their
bsing unconcerned and indifferent, their chief
fault, in the eves of their enemies, lies precisely
in the opposite in their taking too much, inter-
est in the a;fairs of the republic. We answer,
in the place, that this natural feelitig of
love for the co intry of their birth, growing as
it does out of that cherished and honorable sen-
timent which' we denominate patriotism, will,
in the very nature of things, gradually dimin-
ish under the intluciice of new
until it will finally be absorbed into the oi.e
homogeneous nationality; and thus the evil if
it be au evil will remedy itself. The only
thing which can possibly keep it alive, for auy
considerable time, would be precisely the nar-
row and prescriptive policy, in regard
to citizens of foreign birth by the Kuow. No-

Yellow Fever.
"Cruel grief was everywhere; ind fear and the fre

quent Im&g of death."
The ravages of thu Yellow fever in Nor

folk and Portsmouth have led many to fear
that it might spread further North, and with
er with its terrible blight the prosperity of
Philadelphia and Now York

The latter city has had many visitations of
the scourge. It appeared there in the years
1741,1742, 1791, 1793, 1798, 1799, 1800,
1S03, 1805, 1310, and 1322. In 1703 in
population of 55,000 there 2036 deaths. In
1805 thirty thousand of the inhabitants flod
from the city.

Philadelphia was nearly desolated by it in
17 J3 and again in 179S. In tho former year
some four thousand persons died, and the
mortality was not ranch less ia '1)8.

l hero id a diversity ot opinion among
mcdtraTricn whetbeTlhe lover i.s strictly a

contagious disease.
A writer in a recent number of the New

York Tribune seems to hold the doctrine that
it is not. The following extract is interestins:

The fact tint cases of yellow fever are
constantly brought from pestilential districts
to healthful cities without generating the dis
ease, would seem to prove that the malady
is not by any means contagious. The fre
quent intercourse of New York with Vera
Criiz, Havana and Aspinwall, where the yel-
low fever is endemic a native and constant
resident of tho country aud tho fact that
cases of the disease are actually brought ev-
ery year to our City, could not fail, were it
contagious, to inflict that pestilence as an an-

nual visitant upon our shores. Great Britain,
like other countries of Europe, has never
8ufi'ered from yellow fever, although it's re
lations with tho West Indies and other pesti
lential localities have always been of the most
regular and intimate character, and though
individual cases of the disease, which had
originated in other places, aro occasionally
found in its hospitals. Is it possible to toip-pos- e,

then, that the disease is contagious?
"1 here is one fact which seeni3 to bo well

ascertained that yellow fever does not pre-
vail in ttioso districts exempt from the ordi
nary malarious fever, of which the common
fever and ague is the most familiar example.
There is some consolation to be derived, then,
rom tho lmuacved coudition of our northern

cities in this respect, which, from their natural
expansion and superior construction, have
become better drainel and of a more whole
some character. The introduction of the
Crototi water into our City, by increasing the
cleanliness of tho streets and improving tho
habits of tho people, has had undoubtedly a
tendency to render it less liable to fevers of
all kinds.

"It is difficult to specify the exact atmos
pheric condition which has preceded or ac
companied the prevalence of the yellow fe
ver. Tho circumstance, however, which
seems to bo most favorable is a calm stato of
tho atmosphere. In tho West Indies there
has generally boenfcjt yollow fever when the
usual gales and hurricanes havn prevailed,
and more when the season has been remarka
ble for an absenco of winds. Tho electric
state of tho atmosphere has undoubtedly a
great deal to do with tho existence of yellow
tevcr. It has been clearly shown that previ
ous and during the epidemic those meteoro-
logical phenomena exist, which indicate an
unusual accumulation of electricity; and this
accords with the absence of those winds and

trical equilibrium. IIe.t is undoubtedly es

l to the generation and existence of the
disease,, for it hxs always been found that a
black frost arrests it at once. An unusually
cool Summer, however, has lcen frequently
observed as nt with an epidemic of
yellow fever. In tho Summer and Autumn
of 1822, wheu the disease raged at New
York, nono of those excessively hot days
vero observed which Usually occur in July
or August, ihe same was tho experience m
Philadelphia, as it has been in other places."

The Journal of Commerce publishes a let-

ter from Portsmouth Virginia, which presents
a melancholy pictura. :
